AN ACT relating to collective bargaining; authorizing, under certain 

circumstances, a local government employer to provide 
paid leave to an employee for time spent in providing 
services to an employee organization; reducing the 
amount of time within which the Local Government 
Employee-Management Relations Board must conduct a 
hearing relating to certain complaints; providing that a 
collective bargaining agreement between a local 
government employer and a recognized employee 
organization expires for certain purposes at the end of the 
term stated in the agreement; excluding certain school 
administrators from membership in a bargaining unit for 
the purposes of collective bargaining; revising various 
provisions relating to negotiations between a school 
district and an employee organization representing 
teachers or educational support personnel; providing that 
certain principals are employed at will; requiring certain 
postprobationary school administrators to apply for 
reappointment to their administrative positions; and 
providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 This bill makes various changes relating to collective bargaining. Section 1 of 1 
this bill authorizes, under certain circumstances, a local government employer to 2 
provide leave to an employee for time spent by the employee in performing duties 3 
or providing services for an employee organization. Section 1.2 of this bill makes a 4 
conforming change. 5 
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 Existing law requires the Local Government Employee-Management Relations 6 
Board to conduct a hearing within 180 days after deciding to hear a complaint 7 
arising out of the interpretation of, or performance under, the provisions of law 8 
relating to collective bargaining. (NRS 288.110) Section 1.1 of this bill reduces that 9 
time to not later than 45 days if a complaint alleges that a local government 10 
employer or an employee organization has refused to bargain collectively in good 11 
faith unless the parties agree to waive the requirement. 12 
 Section 1.3 of this bill is directed to “evergreen” language in a collective 13 
bargaining agreement, pursuant to which the agreement remains in effect beyond 14 
the end of its stated term until a successor agreement becomes effective. 15 
Notwithstanding any such provision, section 1.3 provides that upon the end of the 16 
term stated in a collective bargaining agreement, and until a successor agreement 17 
becomes effective, a local government employer shall not, with limited exceptions, 18 
increase any compensation or monetary benefits paid to or on behalf of employees 19 
in the affected bargaining unit. 20 
 Existing law generally requires a local government employer to engage in 21 
collective bargaining with the recognized employee organization, if any, for each 22 
bargaining unit among its employees. (NRS 288.150) Existing law also requires 23 
employees in certain supervisory and administrative positions, including certain 24 
school administrators, to be members of a different bargaining unit from the 25 
employees they supervise and entirely excludes certain other employees from 26 
membership in a bargaining unit. (NRS 288.140, 288.170) Section 1.4 of this bill 27 
excludes school administrators whose annual salary, adjusted for inflation, is 28 
greater than $120,000 from membership in a bargaining unit, with the result that 29 
such administrators may not engage in collective bargaining with their employer. 30 
Sections 2, 3 and 4 of this bill make conforming changes. 31 
 Existing law requires an employee organization that desires to negotiate to give 32 
written notice of that desire to the local government employer. If the subject of 33 
negotiation requires the budgeting of money by the local government employer, the 34 
notice must be given by the employee organization on or before February 1. (NRS 35 
288.180) Section 1.5 of this bill provides that if an employee organization 36 
represents teachers or educational support personnel and desires to negotiate, it 37 
must give written notice on or before January 1. 38 
 If, after four sessions of negotiation between a school district and an employee 39 
organization representing teachers and educational support personnel, the parties 40 
fail to reach an agreement, existing law provides that either party may submit the 41 
issues to an arbitrator. (NRS 288.217) Section 1.6 of this bill requires that the 42 
parties have eight sessions of negotiation before the issues are submitted to an 43 
arbitrator. Section 1.6 also requires the parties to: (1) select an arbitrator not later 44 
than 330 days before the end of the term stated in the existing collective bargaining 45 
agreement; and (2) schedule a hearing of not less than 3 consecutive business days. 46 
 Existing law authorizes any controversy concerning a prohibited practice 47 
relating to collective bargaining to be submitted to the Local Government 48 
Employee-Management Relations Board. (NRS 288.110, 288.280) Section 1.7 of 49 
this bill requires the Board to conduct a hearing not later than 45 days after the 50 
Board decides to hear the complaint unless the parties agree to waive the 51 
requirement. 52 
 Section 1.9 of this bill provides that during the first 3 years of employment by a 53 
school district, a principal is employed at-will. Section 1.9 also provides that if a 54 
principal completes the 3-year probationary period, the principal again becomes an 55 
at-will employee if, in 2 consecutive school years: (1) the rating of the school to 56 
which the principal is assigned pursuant to the statewide system of accountability 57 
for public schools is reduced by one or more levels; and (2) fifty percent or more of 58 
the teachers assigned to the school request a transfer to another school. Section 1.9 59 
further provides that such a principal is subject to immediate dismissal by the board 60 
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of trustees of the school district on recommendation of the superintendent of the 61 
school district. 62 
 Section 1.95 of this bill provides that a postprobationary administrator, other 63 
than an administrator who is excluded from a bargaining unit or a principal, must 64 
apply to the superintendent of the school district for reappointment to his or her 65 
administrative position every 5 years. 66 
 Sections 3.5-4.8 of this bill make changes to conform with sections 1.9  67 
and 1.95.  68 
 
 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN

 Section 1.  Chapter 288 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 1 
thereto a new section to read as follows: 2 
 A local government employer may agree to provide leave to any 3 
of its employees for time spent by the employee in performing 4 
duties or providing services for an employee organization if the 5 
full cost of such leave is paid or reimbursed by the employee 6 
organization or is offset by the value of concessions made by the 7 
employee organization in the negotiation of an agreement with the 8 
local government employer pursuant to this chapter. 9 
 Sec. 1.1.  NRS 288.110 is hereby amended to read as follows: 10 
 288.110  1.  The Board may make rules governing: 11 
 (a) Proceedings before it; 12 
 (b) Procedures for fact-finding; 13 
 (c) The recognition of employee organizations; and 14 
 (d) The determination of bargaining units. 15 
 2.  The Board may hear and determine any complaint arising 16 
out of the interpretation of, or performance under, the provisions of 17 
this chapter by any local government employer, local government 18 
employee or employee organization. [The] Except as otherwise 19 
provided in this subsection and NRS 288.280, the Board shall 20 
conduct a hearing within 180 days after it decides to hear a 21 
complaint. If a complaint alleges a violation of paragraph (e) of 22 
subsection 1 of NRS 288.270 or paragraph (b) of subsection 2 of 23 
that section, the Board shall conduct a hearing not later than 45 24 
days after it decides to hear the complaint, unless the parties agree 25 
to waive this requirement. The Board, after a hearing, if it finds that 26 
the complaint is well taken, may order any person to refrain from 27 
the action complained of or to restore to the party aggrieved any 28 
benefit of which the party has been deprived by that action. The 29 
Board shall issue its decision within 120 days after the hearing on 30 
the complaint is completed. 31 
 3.  Any party aggrieved by the failure of any person to obey an 32

attorneys’ fees, to the prevailing party. 12 
 Sec. 1.2.  NRS 288.150 is hereby amended to read as follows: 13 
 288.150  1.  Except as provided in subsection 4, every local 14 
government employer shall negotiate in good faith through one or 15 
more representatives of its own choosing concerning the mandatory 16 
subjects of bargaining set forth in subsection 2 with the designated 17 
representatives of the recognized employee organization, if any, for 18 
each appropriate bargaining unit among its employees. If either 19 
party so requests, agreements reached must be reduced to writing. 20 
 2.  The scope of mandatory bargaining is limited to: 21 
 (a) Salary or wage rates or other forms of direct monetary 22 
compensation. 23 
 (b) Sick leave. 24 
 (c) Vacation leave. 25 
 (d) Holidays. 26 
 (e) Other paid or nonpaid leaves of absence [.] consistent with 27 
the provisions of this chapter. 28 
 (f) Insurance benefits. 29

discrimination because of participation in recognized employee 40 
organizations consistent with the provisions of this chapter. 41 
 (n) No-strike provisions consistent with the provisions of this 42 
chapter. 43 
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 (o) Grievance and arbitration procedures for resolution of 1 
disputes relating to interpretation or application of collective 2 
bargaining agreements. 3 
 (p) General savings clauses. 4 
 (q) Duration of collective bargaining agreements. 5 
 (r) Safety of the employee. 6 
 (s) Teacher preparation time. 7 
 (t) Materials and supplies for classrooms. 8 
 (u) The policies for the transfer and reassignment of teachers. 9 
 (v) Procedures for reduction in workforce consistent with the 10 
provisions of this chapter. 11 
 (w) Procedures and requirements for the reopening of collective 12 
bargaining agreements that exceed 1 year in duration for additional, 13 
further, new or supplementary negotiations during periods of fiscal 14 
emergency. The requirements for the reopening of a collective 15 
bargaining agreement must include, without limitation, measures of 16 
revenue shortfalls or reductions relative to economic indicators such 17 
as the Consumer Price Index, as agreed upon by both parties.

 (d) Safety of the public. 37 
 4.  Notwithstanding the provisions of any collective bargaining 38 
agreement negotiated pursuant to this chapter, a local government 39 
employer is entitled to take whatever actions may be necessary to 40 
carry out its responsibilities in situations of emergency such as a 41 
riot, military action, natural disaster or civil disorder. Those actions 42 
may include the suspension of any collective bargaining agreement 43 
for the duration of the emergency. Any action taken under the 44 
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provisions of this subsection must not be construed as a failure to 1 
negotiate in good faith. 2 
 5.  The provisions of this chapter, including without limitation 3 
the provisions of this section, recognize and declare the ultimate 4 
right and responsibility of the local government employer to manage 5 
its operation in the most efficient manner consistent with the best 6 
interests of all its citizens, its taxpayers and its employees. 7 
 6.  This section does not preclude, but this chapter does not 8 
require, the local government employer to negotiate subject matters 9 
enumerated in subsection 3 which are outside the scope of 10 
mandatory bargaining.

 [6.] 7.  At the recommendation of the arbitrator, the parties 8 
may, before the submission of a final offer, enter into negotiations. 9 
If the negotiations are begun, the arbitrator may adjourn the hearing 10 
for a period of 3 weeks. If an agreement is reached, it must be 11 
submitted to the arbitrator, who shall certify it as final and binding. 12 
 [7.] 8.  If the parties do not enter into negotiations or do not 13 
agree within [30] 7 days after the hearing held pursuant to 14 
subsection [3,] 4, each of the parties shall submit a single written 15 
statement containing its final offer for each of the unresolved issues. 16 
 [8.] 9.  The arbitrator shall, within 10 days after the final offers 17 
are submitted, render a decision on the basis of the criteria set forth 18 
in NRS 288.200.

 Sec. 1.8.  Chapter 391 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 19 
thereto the provisions set forth as sections 1.9 and 1.95 of this act.

During the first 3 years of his or her 21 
employment by a school district in the position of principal, a 22 
principal is employed at-will in that position. A principal who is 23 
reassigned pursuant to this subsection is entitled to a written 24 
statement of the reason for the reassignment. If the principal was 25 
previously employed by the school district in another position and 26 
is reassigned pursuant to this section, the principal is entitled to be 27 
assigned to his or her former position at the rate of compensation 28 
provided for that position.

in the position of principal, whichever is longer. If the administrator 11 
serving the additional probationary period is not reemployed as a 12 
principal after the expiration of the probationary period or additional 13 
probationary period, as applicable, the board of trustees of the 14 
school district in which the person is employed shall, on or before 15 
May 1, offer the person a contract for the ensuing school year for 16 
the administrative position in which the person attained 17 
postprobationary status. The person may accept the contract in 18 
writing on or before May 10. If the person fails to accept such a 19 
contract, the person shall be deemed to have rejected the offer of 20 
employment. 21 
 7.  If a probationary employee receives notice that he or she 22 
will be dismissed before the completion of the current school year, 23 
the probationary employee may request an expedited hearing 24 
pursuant to the Expedited Labor Arbitration Procedures established 25 
by the American Arbitration Association or its successor 26 
organization. 27 
 Sec. 5.  Insofar as they conflict with the provisions of such an 28 
agreement, the amendatory provisions of this act do not apply 29 
during the current term of any contract of employment or collective 30 
bargaining agreement entered into before the effective date of this 31 
act, but do apply to any extension or renewal of such an agreement 32 
and to any agreement entered into on or after the effective date of 33 
this act. For the purposes of this section, the term of an agreement 34 
ends on the date provided in the agreement, notwithstanding any 35 
provision of the agreement that it remains in effect, in whole or in 36 
part, after that date until a successor agreement becomes effective. 37 
 Sec. 6.  This act becomes effective upon passage and approval. 38 
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
