AN ACT relating to legal services; establishing certain requirements 

applicable to a contingent fee contract for legal services 
entered into by the Attorney General or any other officer, 
agency or employee of the Executive Department of the 
State Government; limiting the amount of the fee that 
may be collected by a retained attorney or law firm 
pursuant to such a contract; requiring the Attorney 
General to prepare and submit certain reports concerning 
such contracts; and providing other matters properly 
relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law generally provides that the Attorney General and his or her 1 
deputies are the legal advisers on matters arising in the Executive Department of 2 
the State Government. Unless the Attorney General and his or her deputies are 3 
disqualified from acting in such a matter or an act of the Legislature specifically 4 
authorizes the employment of other counsel, persons in the Executive Department 5 
are prohibited from employing other counsel to represent the State or any agency in 6 
the Executive Department. (NRS 228.110) Sections 2-13 of this bill establish 7 
certain requirements governing any contract for legal services entered into by the 8 
Attorney General or any other officer, agency or employee in the Executive 9 
Department, pursuant to which a private attorney or law firm is to be paid a 10 
contingent fee. Section 6 requires, as a condition of such a contract, that the 11 
Governor determine: (1) that the Attorney General lacks the resources, skill or 12 
expertise to provide representation in the matter that is the subject of the proposed 13 
contract; and (2) that representation on a contingent fee basis is cost-effective and 14 
in the public interest. Section 6 further requires the approval of the Interim Finance 15 
Committee to commit any money for the purpose of the proposed contract. 16 
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 If the required determination and approval are made and given, section 7 17 
provides that the provisions of existing law applicable to state contracts for the 18 
services of a person as an independent contractor are generally applicable to a 19 
request for proposals, the evaluation of proposals and the award of any contingent 20 
fee contract. 21 
 Section 8 requires the Attorney General to retain final authority over the course 22 
and conduct of the matter that is the subject of a contingent fee contract. Section 10 23 
requires the Attorney General to post on his or her Internet website a copy of the 24 
contract and the determination of the Governor required by section 6. 25 
 Section 11 imposes certain recordkeeping requirements on any attorney or law 26 
firm retained pursuant to a contingent fee contract and requires the periodic 27 
submission of billing statements to the Attorney General and any other officer, 28 
agency or employee represented in the matter, describing the work performed and 29 
the time spent in performing it. Section 11 also provides that the billing statements 30 
and other records are public records. 31 
 Section 12 limits the amount of the fee to which a retained attorney or law firm 32 
is entitled under a contingent fee contract. The fee allowed varies with the amount 33 
of the recovery and a cap is imposed on the total fee payable in any matter. After 34 
any payment of fees is made, section 13 requires the Attorney General to post on 35 
his or her Internet website a record of the payment. 36 
 Section 14 of this bill requires the Attorney General annually to prepare and 37 
submit a report to the Director of the Legislative Counsel Bureau, setting forth 38 
certain information about contingent fee contracts in effect during the period 39 
covered by the report. 40 
 
 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN 
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

 
 Section 1.  Chapter 228 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 1 
thereto the provisions set forth as sections 2 to 14, inclusive, of this 2 
act. 3 
 Sec. 2.  As used in sections 2 to 14, inclusive, of this act, 4 
unless the context otherwise requires, the words and terms defined 5 
in sections 3, 4 and 5 of this act have the meanings ascribed to 6 
them in those sections. 7 
 Sec. 3.  “Contingent fee contract” or “contract” means a 8 
contract for legal services entered into by or at the request of the 9 
Attorney General, pursuant to which: 10 
 1.  Legal services are provided by an attorney or law firm 11 
engaged in the private practice of law to the State of Nevada or 12 
any officer, agency or employee in the Executive Department of 13 
the State Government; and 14 
 2.  The fee of the attorney or law firm is payable, in whole or 15 
in part, from any money recovered in the matter that is the subject 16 
of the contract. 17 
 Sec. 4.  “Matter” means an action or other proceeding 18 
involving one or more claims asserted by one or more plaintiffs 19 
and presenting common questions of law or fact. 20 
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 Sec. 5.  “Retained attorney or law firm” means an attorney or 1 
law firm that is a party to a contingent fee contract. 2 
 Sec. 6.  1.  The Attorney General or any other officer, 3 
agency or employee in the Executive Department of the State 4 
Government shall not enter into a contingent fee contract unless: 5 
 (a) The Governor, in consultation with the Attorney General, 6 
has determined in writing: 7 
  (1) That the Attorney General lacks the resources, skill or 8 
expertise to provide representation in the matter that is the subject 9 
of the proposed contract; and 10 
  (2) That representation pursuant to a contingent fee 11 
contract is cost-effective and in the public interest; and 12 
 (b) The proposed contract complies with the requirements of 13 
sections 2 to 14, inclusive, of this act. 14 
 2.  Before entering into a contingent fee contract, the Attorney 15 
General or other officer, agency or employee, as applicable, must 16 
obtain approval from the Interim Finance Committee to commit 17 
money for that purpose. 18 
 Sec. 7.  1.  If the determination and approval required by 19 
section 6 of this act are made and given, the Attorney General 20 
shall request the Administrator of the Purchasing Division of the 21 
Department of Administration to advertise for proposals to provide 22 
legal services pursuant to the proposed contingent fee contract. 23 
 2.  Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, the 24 
provisions of chapter 333 of NRS apply to a request for proposals, 25 
the evaluation of proposals and the award of any contingent fee 26 
contract. The provisions of subsections 7 and 9 of NRS 333.700 27 
are not applicable to a proposed contingent fee contract. 28 
 Sec. 8.  The following conditions apply to a contingent fee 29 
contract during the term of the contract and any renewal or 30 
extension of the contract: 31 
 1.  The Attorney General must retain final authority over the 32 
course and conduct of the matter that is the subject of the 33 
contingent fee contract, including, without limitation: 34 
 (a) The authority to override any decision made by the retained 35 
attorney or law firm; and 36 
 (b) The sole authority to agree to any settlement or voluntary 37 
dismissal of the matter. 38 
 2.  Subject to the authority of the Attorney General, a deputy 39 
of the Attorney General must have supervisory authority over the 40 
conduct of the matter that is the subject of the contingent fee 41 
contract. The deputy shall attend any settlement conference or 42 
mediation conducted in the matter. 43 
 3.  The contingent fee contract must not limit the right of any 44 
attorney for an opposing party in the matter that is the subject of 45 
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the contract to communicate directly with the Attorney General or 1 
the deputy of the Attorney General described in subsection 2. 2 
 4.  The contingent fee contract must set forth the basis on 3 
which the fee of the retained attorney or law firm is to be 4 
determined, consistent with the limitations of section 12 of this act. 5 
 Sec. 9.  The Attorney General shall prescribe a form of 6 
addendum to a contingent fee contract that must be used for every 7 
such contract. The addendum must set forth the specific rights 8 
and obligations of the parties relating to the matter that is the 9 
subject of the contract, including, without limitation, the 10 
requirements of sections 8 and 11 of this act. 11 
 Sec. 10.  Not later than 5 business days after a contingent fee 12 
contract is signed by all the parties to the contract, the Attorney 13 
General shall cause fully executed copies of the contract and the 14 
written determination of the Governor made pursuant to section 6 15 
of this act to be posted on the Internet website of the Attorney 16 
General. Those documents must be posted on the website at all 17 
times during the term of the contract and any extension or 18 
renewal of the contract. 19 
 Sec. 11.  1.  A retained attorney or law firm shall, from the 20 
beginning of the term of the contingent fee contract until a date 21 
not less than 4 years after the date on which the contract expires 22 
or is terminated, maintain records of all expenses, disbursements, 23 
charges, credits, receipts, invoices, billing statements and all other 24 
payments made by or to the retained attorney or law firm in 25 
connection with the matter that is the subject of the contract. 26 
 2.  In addition to the records described in subsection 1, the 27 
retained attorney or law firm shall prepare and maintain 28 
contemporaneous records reflecting the work performed on the 29 
matter by the retained attorney or law firm, including, without 30 
limitation, any work performed by a paralegal. The records must 31 
specifically describe the work performed, identify the person who 32 
performed the work and set forth the time spent in connection with 33 
the work, in increments of not more than one-tenth of an hour. 34 
 3.  Not less frequently than quarterly during the term of a 35 
contingent fee contract and any extension or renewal of the 36 
contract, the retained attorney or law firm shall prepare and 37 
submit a billing statement to the Attorney General and any other 38 
officer, agency or employee represented by the retained attorney or 39 
law firm. For the period covered by the statement, the billing 40 
statement must specifically describe the work performed on the 41 
matter by the retained attorney or law firm and set forth the time 42 
spent in performing the work. 43 
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 4.  The billing statements and other records described in this 1 
section are public records and must be open for inspection 2 
pursuant to NRS 239.010. 3 
 Sec. 12.  1.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2, a 4 
retained attorney or law firm is not entitled to a fee, exclusive of 5 
any costs and expenses described in that subsection, of more than: 6 
 (a) Fifteen percent of that portion of any amount recovered of 7 
less than $10,000,000; 8 
 (b) Ten percent of that portion of any amount recovered of 9 
$10,000,000 or more but less than $15,000,000; 10 
 (c) Five percent of that portion of any amount recovered of 11 
$15,000,000 or more but less than $20,000,000; and 12 
 (d) Two percent of that portion of any amount recovered of 13 
$20,000,000 or more. 14 
 2.  The total fee payable to all retained attorneys or law firms 15 
in any matter that is the subject of a contingent fee contract must 16 
not exceed $10,000,000, exclusive of any costs and expenses 17 
provided for by the contract and actually incurred by the retained 18 
attorneys or law firms, regardless of the number of actions or 19 
proceedings or the number of retained attorneys or law firms 20 
involved in the matter. 21 
 3.  A contingent fee: 22 
 (a) Is payable only from money that is actually received 23 
pursuant to a judgment or settlement agreement. 24 
 (b) Must not be based on any amount attributable to a fine or 25 
civil penalty, but may be based on an amount attributable to 26 
punitive damages. 27 
 4.  As used in this section, “amount recovered” does not 28 
include any money paid as costs. 29 
 Sec. 13.  Not later than 15 business days after any payment of 30 
fees is made to a retained attorney or law firm pursuant to a 31 
contingent fee contract, the Attorney General shall cause a record 32 
of the payment to be posted on the Internet website of the Attorney 33 
General. The record must remain posted on the website for a 34 
period of not less than 1 year after the date of the payment. 35 
 Sec. 14.  1.  On or before February 1 of each year, the 36 
Attorney General shall prepare and submit a report to the Director 37 
of the Legislative Counsel Bureau, for transmittal to the Majority 38 
Leader of the Senate and the Speaker of the Assembly, describing 39 
the use of contingent fee contracts by the Attorney General during 40 
the preceding calendar year. 41 
 2.  The report required by subsection 1 must: 42 
 (a) Identify each contingent fee contract in effect during the 43 
period covered by the report and, for each such contract, set forth: 44
