governing the service of process on business entities; 
requiring the Secretary of State to assign business 
identification numbers under certain circumstances; 
revising provisions relating to the location where certain 
documents of a business entity are maintained; providing 
penalties; and providing other matters properly relating 
thereto. 
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Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Sections 1-1.7 of this bill exempt from the annual state business license fee 1 
certain nonprofit unit-owners’ associations.  2 
 Section 1.7 also requires that a state business license contain the business 3 
identification number as assigned by the Secretary of State pursuant to section 64 4 
of this bill. 5 
 Under existing law, certain persons are excluded from the definition of 6 
“business” for the purposes of state business licenses and, thus, are not required to 7 
obtain a state business license. (NRS 76.020) Section 2 of this bill requires these 8 
persons to obtain annually from the Secretary of State a certificate of exemption 9 
from the requirement to obtain a state business license. 10 
 Under existing law, a person who conducts a business in this State without 11 
obtaining a state business license and a person who fails to renew the person’s state 12 
business license by paying the annual state business license fee must pay, in 13 
addition to the annual state business license fee, a penalty of $100. (NRS 76.110, 14 
76.130) Section 3 of this bill requires the penalty for conducting a business in this 15 
State without obtaining a state business license to be assessed for each year for 16 
which business was conducted without obtaining a state business license. Section 4 17 
of this bill provides that the penalty for failing to renew a state business license 18 
applies unless the person conducting the business cancels the person’s state 19 
business license. Section 4 further requires the Secretary of State to waive the 20 
annual state business license fee and any related penalty imposed on a natural 21 
person or partnership if the natural person or partnership conducted no business in 22 
this State during the period for which the fees and penalties would be waived. 23 
 Under existing law, a registered agent for a business entity has certain 24 
responsibilities relating to providing certain notices for his or her represented 25 
entities. (NRS 77.400) Section 6 of this bill requires a registered agent to maintain 26 
certain documents and information for those entities. 27 
 Under existing law, the charter or certificate of registration, limited partnership 28 
or trust, as applicable, of a business entity organized under the laws of this State is 29 
revoked if the business entity fails to file an annual list and pay the fee for filing 30 
such an annual list. A business entity whose charter or certificate has been revoked 31 
is not authorized to transact business in this State. (NRS 78.175, 82.193, 86.274, 32 
87.520, 87A.305, 88.405, 88A.640, 89.254) Sections 8, 14, 19, 26, 35, 45 and 55 33 
of this bill provide that the Secretary of State shall authorize a domestic business 34 
entity whose charter has been revoked to dissolve without paying certain additional 35 
fees and penalties and, thus, use the procedures of existing law to dissolve the 36 
entity and wind up its affairs. Sections 10, 20, 37, 47, and 57 of this bill apply 37 
these provisions to foreign business entities whose right to transact business in this 38 
State has been revoked. 39 
 Existing law authorizes certain domestic entities to renew their charter, 40 
certificate of registration, limited partnership or trust, or articles of association 41 
which have expired or revive their charter, certificate or articles which have been 42 
revoked by filing a certificate of renewal or revival with the Secretary of State and 43 
paying certain fees. (NRS 78.730, 82.546, 86.580) Sections 11, 12, 15, 16, 21, 22, 44 
27, 28, 31, 32, 36, 38, 40, 41, 46, 48, 50, 51, 56 and 58-61 of this bill: (1) extend 45 
the provisions concerning such renewal or revival to additional domestic business 46 
entities; and (2) authorize certain foreign entities whose right to transact business in 47 
this State has been forfeited to renew or revive their right to transact business in this 48 
State by following a similar procedure. 49 
 Section 63 of this bill specifies that: (1) service of process on a business entity 50 
may be made by serving process on the registered agent listed as the registered 51 
agent for the business entity in the records of the Secretary of State; and (2) such 52 
service is valid regardless of whether the business entity is in default or revoked 53 
status with the Secretary of State and regardless of any debts and disputes between 54 
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the registered agent and the business entity if such process is served within 3 years 55 
after the entity’s date of default. 56 
 Sections 8.3, 8.7, 11.5, 15.3, 15.7, 21.3, 21.7, 40.2-40.8, 50.3-50.7, 53.5, 58.5, 57 
61.5 and 62 of this bill amend various provisions of existing law to allow certain 58 
documents of certain business entities to be kept at the principal office of the 59 
business entity in this State or with a custodian of records whose name and street 60 
address are available at the office of the registered agent of the business entity in 61 
this State. 62 
 Section 64 of this bill requires the Secretary of State to assign a business 63 
identification number to businesses under certain circumstances. 64

Attorney General or by the district attorney of the county in which 19 
the action or proceeding to recover the fine is prosecuted. 20 
 5.  Subsection 2 provides an additional mode and manner of 21 
serving process, demand or notice and does not affect the validity of 22 
any other service authorized by law.

 84.130  Defaulting corporations: Identification; penalty. 
 1.  Each corporation sole that is required to make the filings and 
pay the fees prescribed in this chapter but refuses or neglects to do 
so within the time provided is in default. 
 2.  For default, there must be added to the amount of the fee a 
penalty of $5. The fee and penalty must be collected as provided in 
this chapter. 
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
