AN ACT relating to education; revising provisions governing the 

Nevada Plan; removing the provisions requiring a single 
annual count of pupils enrolled in public schools and 
requiring school districts to make quarterly reports of 
average daily enrollment; prospectively removing the 
provision of funding through the use of special education 
program units and including a multiplier to the basic 
support guarantee for pupils with disabilities; revising 
provisions governing the inclusion of pupils enrolled in 
kindergarten; revising provisions governing the hold 
harmless provisions for school districts and charter 
schools; creating the Contingency Account for Special 
Education; revising provisions governing certain persons 
with disabilities; requiring the Department of Education 
to develop a plan for implementing a multiplier to the 
basic support guarantee for certain categories of pupils; 
and providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law establishes the Nevada Plan and declares that “the proper 1 
objective of state financial aid to public education is to ensure each Nevada child a 2 
reasonably equal educational opportunity.” (NRS 387.121) To accomplish this 3 
objective, the Legislature establishes, during each legislative session and for each 4 
school year of the biennium, an estimated statewide average basic support 5 
guarantee per pupil for each school district and the basic support guarantee for each 6 
special education program unit. (NRS 387.122, 387.1221) The basic support 7 
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guarantee for each school district is computed by multiplying the basic support 8 
guarantee per pupil that is established by law for the school district for each school 9 
year by pupil enrollment and adding funding for special education program units. 10 
(NRS 387.1221-387.1233; see, e.g., chapter 382, Statutes of Nevada 2013, p. 2053) 11 
The calculation of basic support is based upon the count of pupils enrolled in public 12 
schools of the school district on the last day of the first school month of the school 13 
district, commonly referred to as “the count day.” Under existing law, pupils 14 
enrolled in kindergarten are counted as six-tenths the count of pupils who are 15 
enrolled in grades 1 to 12, inclusive. (NRS 387.1233)  16 
 Section 4 of this bill expresses the intent of the Legislature, commencing with 17 
Fiscal Year 2016-2017, to provide additional resources to the Nevada Plan 18 
expressed as a multiplier of the basic support guarantee to meet the unique needs of 19 
certain categories of pupils, including, without limitation, pupils with disabilities, 20 
pupils who are limited English proficient, pupils who are at risk and gifted and 21 
talented pupils. (NRS 387.121) Section 9 of this bill removes “the count day” and 22 
instead requires the school districts to report to the Department of Education 23 
“average daily enrollment,” which is defined in section 5 of this bill, on a quarterly 24 
basis. (NRS 387.1211) Section 9 also requires the Department to prescribe a 25 
process to reconcile the quarterly reports of average daily enrollment to account for 26 
pupils who leave the school district or a public school during the school year. 27 
Section 11 of this bill removes, effective July 1, 2017, the requirement that pupils 28 
enrolled in kindergarten be counted as six-tenths and instead includes those pupils 29 
in the regular reporting of average daily enrollment with the pupils enrolled in 30 
grades 1 to 12, inclusive. 31 
 Section 30 of this bill repeals, effective July 1, 2016, the provision of funding 32 
for special education through special education program units and instead section 7 33 
of this bill requires that the basic support guarantee per pupil for each school 34 
district include a multiplier for pupils with disabilities. (NRS 387.1221, 387.122) 35 
Section 24 of this bill creates the Contingency Account for Special Education 36 
Services and requires the State Board of Education to adopt regulations for the 37 
application, approval and disbursement of money to reimburse the school districts 38 
and charter schools for extraordinary program expenses and related services for 39 
pupils with significant disabilities. 40 
 Under existing law, if the enrollment of pupils in a school district or a charter 41 
school that is located in the school district on the count day is less than or equal to 42 
95 percent of the enrollment of pupils in the same school district or charter school 43 
for the immediately preceding school year, the largest number from the 44 
immediately preceding 2 school years must be used for apportionment purposes to 45 
the school district or charter school, commonly referred to as the “hold harmless 46 
provision.” (NRS 387.1233) Section 9 of this bill revises this hold harmless 47 
provision so that if the enrollment of pupils in a school district or charter school 48 
based upon the average daily enrollment during the quarter is less than or equal to 49 
95 percent of the enrollment of pupils in the same school district or charter school 50 
during the same quarter of the immediately preceding school year, the enrollment 51 
of pupils during the quarter in the immediately preceding school year must be used 52 
for purposes of apportioning money to the school district or charter school. Also 53 
under existing law, there is a hold harmless provision if a school district or a charter 54 
school has an enrollment of pupils on count day that is more than 95 percent of the 55 
enrollment of pupils in the same school district or charter school for the 56 
immediately preceding school year, the larger enrollment number from the current 57 
school year or the immediately preceding school year must be used for 58 
apportioning money to the school district or charter school. (NRS 387.1233) 59 
Section 9 removes this hold harmless provision. 60 
 Section 28 of this bill requires the Department of Education to develop a plan 61 
as soon as practicable to provide additional resources to the Nevada Plan expressed 62 
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as a multiplier of the basic support guarantee to meet the unique needs of pupils 63 
with disabilities, pupils who are limited English proficient, pupils who are at risk 64 
and gifted and talented pupils. The plan must include: (1) the amount of the 65 
multiplier for each such category of pupils; and (2) the date by which the plan 66 
should be implemented or phased in, with full implementation occurring not later 67 
than Fiscal Year 2021-2022. Section 28 further requires the Department to submit 68 
the plan to the Legislative Committee on Education for its review and consideration 69 
during the 2015-2016 interim and requires the Committee to submit a report on the 70 
plan on or before October 1, 2016, to the Governor and the Director of the 71 
Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the 79th Session of the Nevada 72 
Legislature. Section 28 also requires the Superintendent of Public Instruction to 73 
submit a report on or before October 1, 2016, to the Governor and the Director of 74 
the Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the 79th Session of the Nevada 75 
Legislature that includes: (1) the per pupil expenditures associated with legislative 76 
appropriations for pupils with disabilities, pupils who are limited English 77 
proficient, pupils who are at risk and gifted and talented pupils; and (2) any 78 
recommendations for legislation to address the unique needs of those pupils. 79 
Section 29 of this bill provides for the allocation of funding for pupils with 80 
disabilities for Fiscal Year 2016-2017. 81

Each pupil who is enrolled in a charter school, 17 
including, without limitation, a pupil who is enrolled in a program 18 
of special education in a charter school, must be included in the 19 
count of pupils in the school district for the purposes of 20 
apportionments and allowances from the State Distributive School 21 
Account pursuant to NRS 387.121 to 387.126, inclusive, unless the 22

42 U.S.C. §§ 1751 et seq., or an alternative measure prescribed by 22 
the State Board of Education.

 (g) Incentives which may be provided to a school district or 27 
school property to encourage participation; and 28 
 (h) Such other parameters as determined by the Commission and 29 
are consistent with the development of renewable energy systems at 30 
school properties. 31 
 3.  The Program shall be limited to 10 school properties. Not 32 
more than 6 school properties from any one school district may 33 
participate in the Program. 34 
 4.  The Commission shall adopt the regulations necessary to 35 
implement the Program not later than March 1, 2008. 36 
 5.  The Commission shall prepare a report detailing the results 37 
of the Program and shall submit the report to the Legislature by 38 
December 1, 2008. 39 
 6.  As used in this section: 40 
 (a) “Commission” means the Public Utilities Commission of 41 
Nevada. 42 
 (b) “Owned, leased or occupied” includes, without limitation, 43 
any real property, building or facilities which are owned, leased or 44 
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occupied under a deed, lease, contract, license, permit, grant, patent 1 
or any other type of legal authorization.  2 
 (c) “Renewable energy system” has the meaning ascribed to it in 3 
NRS 704.7815. 4 
 (d) “School district” [has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 5 
395.0075.] means a county school district created pursuant to 6 
chapter 386 of NRS. 7 
 (e) “School property” means any real property, building or 8 
facilities which are owned, leased or occupied by a public school as 9 
defined in NRS 385.007. 10 
 (f) “Utility” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 701B.180. 11 
 Sec. 28.  1.  As soon as practicable after the effective date of 12 
this section, the Department of Education shall develop a plan to 13 
provide additional resources to the Nevada Plan expressed as a 14 
multiplier of the basic support guarantee to meet the unique needs of 15 
pupils with disabilities, pupils who are limited English proficient, 16 
pupils who are at risk and gifted and talented pupils. In developing 17 
the plan, the Department of Education shall review and consider the 18 
recommendations made by the Task Force on K-12 Public 19 
Education Funding created by chapter 500, Statutes of Nevada 2013, 20 
at page 3181. The plan must include, without limitation: 21 
 (a) The amount of the multiplier to the basic support guarantee 22 
to be used for each such category of pupils; and 23 
 (b) The date by which the plan should be implemented or 24 
phased in, with full implementation occurring not later than Fiscal 25 
Year 2021-2022. 26 
 2.  The Department of Education shall submit the plan 27 
developed pursuant to subsection 1 to the Legislative Committee on 28 
Education for its review and consideration during the 2015-2016 29 
interim. The Legislative Committee on Education shall: 30 
 (a) Review and consider the recommendations made by the Task 31 
Force on K-12 Public Education Funding created by chapter 500, 32 
Statutes of Nevada 2013, at page 3181; 33 
 (b) Consider the appropriateness and likely effectiveness of the 34 
plan developed pursuant to subsection 1 in meeting the unique needs 35 
of pupils with disabilities, pupils who are limited English proficient, 36 
pupils who are at risk and gifted and talented pupils; and 37 
 (c) On or before October 1, 2016, submit a report to the 38 
Governor and the Director of the Legislative Counsel Bureau for 39 
transmittal to the 79th Session of the Legislature that includes, 40 
without limitation: 41 
  (1) Any provision of the plan developed pursuant to 42 
subsection 1 that should be implemented or phased in, with full 43 
implementation occurring not later than Fiscal Year 2021-2022; 44 
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  (2) The amount of the multiplier to the basic support 1 
guarantee to be used for each category of pupils addressed by the 2 
plan; and 3 
  (3) Any recommendations for legislation. 4 
 3.  On or before October 1, 2016, the Superintendent of Public 5 
Instruction shall submit to the Governor and the Director of the 6 
Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the 79th Session of the 7 
Nevada Legislature: 8 
 (a) A report of the per pupil expenditures associated with 9 
legislative appropriations for pupils with disabilities, pupils who are 10 
limited English proficient, pupils who are at risk and gifted and 11 
talented pupils. 12 
 (b) Any recommendations for legislation to address the unique 13 
needs of pupils with disabilities, pupils who are limited English 14 
proficient, pupils who are at risk and gifted and talented pupils.  15 
 4.  During the 2017-2019 biennium and the 2019-2021 16 
biennium, the Department of Education shall review and, if 17 
necessary, revise the plan developed pursuant to subsection 1 based 18 
upon data available on the costs and expenditures associated with 19 
meeting the unique needs of pupils with disabilities, pupils who are 20 
limited English proficient, pupils who are at risk and gifted and 21 
talented pupils. The Department shall submit any revisions to the 22 
plan after its review to the Governor and the Director of the 23 
Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the next regular 24 
session of the Legislature following the 2017-2019 and 2019-2021 25 
bienniums, respectively. 26 
 5.  As used in this section, “pupils who are at risk” means a 27 
pupil who is eligible for free or reduced-price lunch pursuant to 42 28 
U.S.C. §§ 1751 et seq., or an alternative measure prescribed by the 29 
State Board of Education. 30 
 Sec. 29.  1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of NRS 387.122, 31 
as amended by section 8 of this act, the Department shall calculate 32 
an amount of funding for each pupil with a disability for Fiscal Year 33 
2016-2017 by dividing the total count of such pupils by the money 34 
appropriated by the Legislature for such pupils in Fiscal Year 2016-35 
2017. The Department shall report this multiplier to the basic 36 
support guarantee to the State Board of Education, the Interim 37 
Finance Committee and the Governor. 38 
 2.  Except as otherwise provided in subsections 3 and 4, the 39 
funding provided to each school district and charter school pursuant 40 
to subsection 1 must not exceed 13 percent of total pupil enrollment 41 
for the school district or charter school. 42 
 3.  If a school district or charter school has reported an 43 
enrollment of pupils with disabilities equal to more than 13 percent 44 
of total pupil enrollment, the school district or charter school is 45 
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entitled to receive an amount of money equal to the amount 1 
necessary to satisfy requirements for maintenance of effort under 2 
federal law.  3 
 4.  A school district or charter school may not receive less 4 
funding pursuant to subsection 1 for Fiscal Year 2016-2017 than the 5 
amount per pupil with a disability that the school district or charter 6 
school received from the State in Fiscal Year 2015-2016. 7 
 Sec. 30.  NRS 387.1221, 395.001, 395.0065, 395.0075, 8 
395.008, 395.010, 395.030, 395.040, 395.050 and 395.060 are 9 
hereby repealed. 10 
 Sec. 31.  1.  This section and sections 2, 4, 5, 7, 9, 12, 14, 11 
16.5, 17, 18, 19, 21, 22, 24 and 26 to 29, inclusive, of this act 12 
become effective upon passage and approval. 13 
 2.  Sections 1, 3, 6, 8, 10, 15, 20, 23, 25 and 30 of this act 14 
become effective on July 1, 2016. 15 
 3.  Sections 11, 13 and 16 of this act become effective on  16
