Authority; authorizing and requiring certain sponsors of 
charter schools to make certain agreements with the 
Authority and other sponsors of charter schools; revising 
provisions governing applications to form a charter school; 
authorizing a charter management organization to apply for a 
waiver of requirements concerning the composition of the 
governing body of a charter school; revising provisions 
governing amendments to a written charter or charter 
contract; authorizing the consolidation of the operations of 
multiple charter schools under certain circumstances; 
revising the circumstances under which the sponsor of a 
charter school is authorized or required to revoke a written 
charter or terminate a charter contract; authorizing a sponsor 
to reconstitute the governing body of a charter school in 
certain circumstances; authorizing the sponsor of a charter 
school whose written charter has been revoked or whose 
charter contract has been terminated to take certain measures 
to attempt to replace the charter school; exempting certain 
high-performing charter schools from the requirement that 
certain teachers be licensed; establishing alternative 
qualifications for such teachers; revising certain other 
provisions governing the operation of a charter school; 
authorizing a charter school to receive certain money;

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law establishes the State Public Charter School Authority, requires the 1 
Authority to appoint a Director and authorizes the Authority to sponsor charter 2 
schools. (NRS 386.490-386.515) Sections 10, 12-14 and 18 of this bill change the 3 
title of the Director of the Authority to “Executive Director,” and section 13 4 
authorizes the Executive Director to pursue other businesses and hold other offices 5 
with the approval of the Authority. Section 11 of this bill requires the Authority to 6 
consist of persons who are experts on authorizing, developing and operating charter 7 
schools. Sections 15 and 16 of this bill revise provisions governing the staff of the 8 
Authority. Section 18 of this bill prohibits the Executive Director and the Authority 9 
from accepting any gift or donation from a charter management organization, a 10 
committee to form a charter school or the governing body of a charter school. 11 
Sections 32 and 33 of this bill require the Authority to adopt regulations that 12 
prescribe: (1) the process to apply to the Authority to form a charter school, renew 13 
a charter contract or amend a written charter or charter contract; (2) the contents of 14 
such applications; and (3) the procedure by which such applications will be 15 
evaluated. Sections 35, 45 and 46 of this bill revise certain other duties of the 16 
Authority. 17 
 In addition to the Authority, existing law also authorizes the board of trustees 18 
of a school district or a college or university within the Nevada System of Higher 19 
Education to sponsor a charter school with the approval of the Department of 20 
Education. (NRS 386.515) Sections 17, 19 and 20 of this bill provide for a board 21 
of trustees of a school district or college or university within the System that 22 
sponsors a charter school to enter into certain agreements with the Authority. 23 
Sections 19 and 20 also revise the duties of the sponsor of a charter school, 24 
including the requirements of the policies and practices that a sponsor is required to 25 
adopt.  26 
 Existing law requires an application to form a charter school to be submitted by 27 
a committee to form a charter school. (NRS 386.520, 386.525) Sections 21 and 22 28 
of this bill authorize a charter management organization to apply to form a charter 29 
school. Section 2 of this bill defines the term “charter management organization” to 30 
mean a nonprofit organization that operates multiple charter schools. Section 21 31 
also revises the required contents of an application to form a charter school. 32 
Sections 21 and 36 of this bill authorize a charter management organization to 33 
request a waiver of requirements concerning the composition of a governing body. 34 
Section 22 revises the manner in which a sponsor is authorized to solicit and 35 
review applications to form a charter school. 36 
 Existing law authorizes the sponsor of a charter school to amend a written 37 
charter or charter contract upon the request of the governing body of a charter 38 
school. (NRS 386.527) Sections 4 and 53 of this bill require the sponsor of a 39 
charter school to hold a public hearing concerning requests to amend a written 40 
charter or charter contract to: (1) expand the grade levels served by the charter 41 
school; (2) significantly increase or decrease enrollment; (3) acquire additional 42 
facilities to expand the enrollment of the charter school; or (4) consolidate the 43 
operations of multiple charter schools. Such an amendment may not be made unless 44 
approved by the governing board of the sponsor. Sections 5 and 54 of this bill 45 
prescribe the circumstances under which the operations of multiple charter schools 46 
can be consolidated.  47 
 For any charter school approved before June 11, 2013, existing law requires the 48 
sponsor of the charter school to grant a written charter to the governing body. For 49 
any charter school approved on or after that date, existing law requires the sponsor 50 
to enter into a charter contract with the governing body. Because all written 51 
charters and charter contracts must be for terms of 6 years, all written charters will 52 
expire by June 11, 2019. (NRS 386.527) Sections 23 and 24 of this bill authorize a 53 
sponsor to require, as a condition of granting a request for an amendment, the 54 
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replacement of a written charter with a charter contract for the period during which 55 
written charters may still be effective. 56 
 Existing law requires each charter contract to include a performance framework 57 
for the charter school. (NRS 386.528) Section 25 of this bill: (1) requires each 58 
sponsor to adopt a performance framework and incorporate it in the charter 59 
contract; (2) allows a sponsor to aggregate and disaggregate data for reporting and 60 
accountability purposes; and (3) authorizes the State Board of Education to adopt 61 
regulations requiring a sponsor to aggregate or disaggregate data. Section 26 of this 62 
bill revises the contents of an annual report submitted by a sponsor to a governing 63 
body. 64 
 Existing law authorizes a sponsor to revoke a written charter or terminate a 65 
charter contract under certain conditions and requires a sponsor to take such action 66 
if the charter school demonstrates persistent underachievement. (NRS 386.535, 67 
386.5351) Sections 5 and 27-29 of this bill: (1) authorize a sponsor to reconstitute, 68 
under certain circumstances, the governing body of a charter school in such 69 
situations; and (2) revise the conditions under which such action is authorized or 70 
required. Sections 6, 30 and 31 of this bill authorize the sponsor of a charter school 71 
whose written charter has been revoked or whose charter contract has been 72 
terminated to recruit a governing body of another charter school to replace the 73 
closed charter school with another campus of the other charter school. Sections 6 74 
and 55 of this bill require a pupil who attended a charter school whose written 75 
charter has been revoked or whose charter contract has been terminated to be given 76 
priority in admission to the replacement charter school under such circumstances. 77 
Sections 6 and 57 provide that: (1) if the governing body of a charter school is 78 
reconstituted, the new governing body may terminate the employment of any 79 
employees of the charter school; and (2) if a written charter is revoked or a charter 80 
contract is terminated and a charter school is replaced, the governing body of the 81 
replacement charter school is not required to employ any employee of the previous 82 
charter school. Sections 52 and 57 of this bill exclude the rights of a governing 83 
body to terminate the employment of or refuse to reemploy employees at such 84 
schools from the scope of collective bargaining. 85 
 Sections 34 and 39 of this bill revise requirements concerning services, 86 
including transportation, provided by the board of trustees of a school district to 87 
pupils at a charter school. 88 
 Existing law: (1) prohibits a person who has been convicted of a felony relating 89 
to serving on the governing body of a charter school or any offense involving moral 90 
turpitude from serving on the governing body of a charter school; and (2) requires a 91 
member of a governing body to read and understand certain materials. (NRS 92 
386.549) Section 7 of this bill requires a newly appointed member of a governing 93 
body to undergo a criminal background check and prohibits a person who has been 94 
convicted of a felony or an offense involving moral turpitude from serving as a 95 
member of a governing body. Sections 36 and 37 of this bill require a member of a 96 
governing body to receive training under certain circumstances. 97 
 Sections 40 and 41 of this bill prohibit a contract between a governing body 98 
and a person who assists with the operation, management and provision of 99 
educational services at a charter school from containing certain provisions. Section 100 
45 of this bill authorizes a charter school to use higher standards for graduation 101 
than those required by the State or a school district in which the charter school is 102 
located. Section 46 of this bill requires a charter school to notify the parent of a 103 
pupil who is under the age of 18 years before the pupil is suspended or expelled. 104 
Existing law requires: (1) a certain percentage of teachers at a charter school to be 105 
licensed; and (2) teachers who teach certain subjects at a charter school to be 106 
licensed. (NRS 386.580) Section 47 of this bill instead requires a certain 107 
percentage of teachers at a charter school and teachers who teach such subjects at a 108 
charter school to be highly qualified. Section 47 provides that: (1) a teacher at a 109 
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high performing charter school is highly qualified if he or she meets certain 110 
requirements specified in federal law; and (2) a teacher at any other charter school 111 
is highly qualified if the teacher meets those federal requirements and is licensed. 112 
Section 47 also requires a teacher who is employed by a charter school to teach 113 
special education or English as a second language to be licensed to teach that 114 
subject. Finally, section 47 requires a high achieving charter school that employs 115 
unlicensed teachers to offer an alternative route to licensure for those teachers. 116 
Section 51 of this bill makes a conforming change.  117 
 Section 48 of this bill requires the Commission on Educational Technology to 118 
consider plans adopted by charter schools for the use of educational technology 119 
when establishing the plan for the use of educational technology in the public 120 
schools of this State. Sections 49 and 50 of this bill authorize a charter school to 121 
receive money from the Trust Fund for Educational Technology. 122 
 Assembly Bill No. 448 of this session establishes the Achievement School 123 
District within the Department of Education and requires the Executive Director of 124 
the Achievement School District to evaluate pupil achievement and school 125 
performance of an achievement charter school during the sixth year that a school 126 
operates as an achievement charter school. Assembly Bill No. 448 of this session 127 
also provides that if this evaluation indicates that an achievement charter school has 128 
not made adequate improvement in pupil achievement and school performance, the 129 
achievement charter school is required to continue to operate as an achievement 130 
charter school for at least 6 more years. (Section 33 of Assembly Bill No. 448 of 131 
this session) Section 56 of this bill requires the Department of Education, rather 132 
than the Executive Director of the Achievement School District, to conduct such an 133 
evaluation and, if the evaluation indicates that an achievement charter school has 134 
not made adequate improvement in pupil achievement and school performance, 135 
determine whether to continue to keep the school as an achievement charter school 136 
or return the school to become a public school within the school district. If such a 137 
school continues as an achievement charter school, the Executive Director is 138 
required to: (1) terminate the contract with the charter management organization, 139 
educational management organization or other person that operated the 140 
achievement charter school; (2) enter into a contract with a different charter 141 
management organization, educational management organization or other person to 142 
operate the achievement charter school; (3) require the charter management 143 
organization, educational management organization or other person with whom the 144 
Executive Director enters into a contract to operate an achievement charter school 145 
to appoint a new governing body of the achievement charter school; and (4) 146 
evaluate the pupil achievement and school performance of the school every 3 years. 147 
Section 56 also requires the Executive Director to provide certain notice to the 148 
parent or legal guardian of each pupil enrolled in an achievement charter school 149 
that has not made adequate improvement in pupil achievement and school 150 
performance regarding other educational choices that are available to the pupil. 151

 Section 1.  Chapter 386 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 1 
thereto the provisions set forth as sections 2 to 8, inclusive, of this 2 
act. 3 
 Sec. 2.  “Charter management organization” means: 4 
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 1.  A nonprofit organization that holds a written charter, 1 
charter contract or other equivalent agreement to operate more 2 
than one charter school in this State or another state; or 3 
 2.  A nonprofit organization incorporated in this State for the 4 
purpose of operating a charter school in cooperation with a 5 
charter management organization that holds a written charter, 6 
charter contract or other equivalent agreement to operate more 7 
than one charter school in another state. 8 
 Sec. 3.  “Educational management organization” means a 9 
for-profit corporation, business, organization or other entity that 10 
provides services relating to the operation and management of 11 
charter schools and achievement charter schools. 12 
 Sec. 4.  1.  The State Public Charter School Authority, the 13 
board of trustees of the school district or a college or university 14 
within the Nevada System of Higher Education, as applicable, 15 
which sponsors a charter school may hold a public hearing 16 
concerning any request to amend a written charter or a charter 17 
contract of the charter school it sponsors, including, without 18 
limitation, a request to amend a written charter or charter contract 19 
for the purpose of: 20 
 (a) Expanding the charter school to offer instruction in grade 21 
levels for which the charter school does not already offer 22 
instruction. 23 
 (b) Increasing the total enrollment of a charter school or the 24 
enrollment of pupils in a particular grade level in the charter 25 
school for a school year to more than 120 percent of the 26 
enrollment prescribed in the written charter or charter contract 27 
for that school year. 28 
 (c) Reducing the total enrollment of a charter school or the 29 
enrollment of pupils in a particular grade level in the charter 30 
school for a school year to less than 80 percent of the enrollment 31 
prescribed in the written charter or charter contract for that 32 
school year. 33 
 (d) Seeking to acquire an additional facility in any county of 34 
this State to expand the enrollment of the charter school. 35 
 (e) Consolidating the operations of multiple charter schools 36 
pursuant to section 5 of this act. 37 
 2.  A written charter or charter contract may not be amended 38 
in any manner described in subsection 1 unless the amendment is 39 
approved by the State Public Charter School Authority, the board 40 
of trustees of the school district or a college or university within 41 
the Nevada System of Higher Education, as applicable. 42 
 3.  The State Public Charter School Authority, the board of 43 
trustees of the school district or a college or university within the 44 
Nevada System of Higher Education, as applicable, must deny a 45 
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request to amend a written charter or charter contract in the 1 
manner described in paragraphs (d) or (e) of subsection 1 if the 2 
State Public Charter School Authority, the board of trustees or a 3 
college or university within the Nevada System of Higher 4 
Education, as applicable, determines that: 5 
 (a) The charter school is not meeting the requirements of the 6 
performance framework concerning academics, finances or 7 
organization established pursuant to NRS 386.528; or 8 
 (b) The governing body does not have a comprehensive and 9 
feasible plan to operate additional facilities. 10 
 Sec. 5.  The sponsor of a charter school may approve an 11 
amendment to a written charter or a charter contract to 12 
consolidate the operations of two or more charter schools if: 13 
 1.  The sponsor of a charter school for which a written charter 14 
has been revoked or a charter contract has been terminated has 15 
approved a request by the governing body of the charter school 16 
requesting the amendment to negotiate with the owner, mortgagor 17 
or lienholder of the facilities in which the charter school has been 18 
operated for the purpose of operating an additional campus of the 19 
other charter school pursuant to section 6 of this act. If charter 20 
schools are consolidated under such conditions, the prior 21 
academic, operational and fiscal performance of the charter 22 
school whose written charter has been revoked or whose charter 23 
contract has been terminated will not be attributed to the 24 
consolidated charter school. 25 
 2.  Two or more governing bodies submit a request for an 26 
amendment to consolidate their charter contracts, governing 27 
bodies and operations to form a single charter school operating 28 
one or more campuses under a new charter contract. If charter 29 
schools are consolidated under such conditions: 30 
 (a) The new charter contract will be in effect for the duration 31 
of the term of the written charter or charter contract which was 32 
closest to its date of expiration before consolidation; and 33 
 (b) The academic, operational and fiscal performances of all 34 
charter schools that have been consolidated will be attributed to 35 
the consolidated charter school.  36 
 Sec. 6.  1.  If the sponsor of a charter school reconstitutes 37 
the governing body of a charter school pursuant to NRS 386.535, 38 
the sponsor must appoint new members to the governing body who 39 
meet the qualifications for membership set forth in NRS 386.549. 40 
The sponsor shall not reappoint more than 40 percent of the 41 
members of the previous governing body. Before appointing new 42 
members to the governing body, the sponsor must consider: 43 
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 (a) Input from members of the community in which the 1 
charter school is located and parents of pupils who attend the 2 
charter school. 3 
 (b) Any relevant credentials, experience or other qualifications 4 
of a potential member, including, without limitation, whether the 5 
potential member resides in the geographic area served by the 6 
charter school or has experience in education. 7 
 2.  If the sponsor of a charter school revokes a written charter 8 
or terminates a charter contract pursuant to NRS 386.535 or 9 
386.5351, the sponsor may: 10 
 (a) Petition the district court to appoint a receiver, to be paid 11 
from the funds of the charter school, to oversee and manage the 12 
charter school until other arrangements are made for pupils who 13 
attend the school. 14 
 (b) Issue a request for proposals inviting the governing body of 15 
another charter school to negotiate with the owner, mortgagor or 16 
lienholder of the facilities in which the charter school operated for 17 
the purpose of operating an additional campus of the other charter 18 
school under the sponsorship of either the sponsor of the charter 19 
school for which the written charter has been revoked or the 20 
charter contract has been terminated or the sponsor of the charter 21 
school that intends to operate an additional campus. If the 22 
governing body proposes to operate an additional campus of the 23 
other charter school under the sponsorship of: 24 
  (1) The sponsor of the charter school for which the written 25 
charter has been revoked or the charter contract has been 26 
terminated and the sponsor is not the sponsor of the charter 27 
school currently operated by the governing body, the governing 28 
body must, before the additional campus begins operating, also 29 
submit to the sponsor of the charter school for which the written 30 
charter has been revoked or the charter contract has been 31 
terminated and receive approval for an application to form a 32 
charter school pursuant to NRS 386.520. 33 
  (2) The sponsor of the charter school currently operated by 34 
the governing body, the governing body must, before the 35 
additional campus begins operating, also submit a request for and 36 
receive approval of an amendment to its written charter or charter 37 
contract to consolidate charter schools pursuant to NRS 386.527 38 
and sections 4 and 5 of this act. 39 
 3.  Before selecting a governing body to operate another 40 
campus of an existing charter school to replace a charter school 41 
whose written charter has been revoked or whose charter contract 42 
has been terminated pursuant to subsection 2, the sponsor must 43 
consider: 44 
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 (a) The performance record of the charter school in this State 1 
and other states; 2 
 (b) The plan of the governing body for improving pupil 3 
achievement and school performance; 4 
 (c) The suitability of the proposed academic program for 5 
pupils who were enrolled in the charter school before the 6 
revocation of the written charter or the termination of the charter 7 
contract; and 8 
 (d) Input from members of the community in which the 9 
charter school is located and parents who were enrolled in the 10 
charter school before the revocation of the written charter or  11 
the termination of the charter contract, including, without 12 
limitation, the input described in subsection 4.

 4.  A sponsor that solicits proposals to operate an additional 14 
campus of an existing charter school shall allow parents of pupils 15 
who were enrolled in the charter school before the revocation of 16 
the written charter or the termination of the charter contract to 17 
interview governing bodies who submit proposals and, if three or 18 
more proposals are submitted pursuant to paragraph (b) of 19 
subsection 2, cast an advisory vote for the governing body that 20 
they would prefer be given the opportunity to operate the campus. 21 
 5.  If a governing body is selected pursuant to this section to 22 
operate another campus of an existing charter school to replace a 23 
charter school whose written charter has been revoked or whose 24 
charter contract has been terminated and any necessary 25 
amendments or applications are approved, the charter school must 26 
enroll pupils who were enrolled in the charter school whose 27 
written charter was revoked or whose charter contract was 28 
terminated before enrolling other pupils.

If a charter school 2 
does not have a preference for at-risk pupils, the lottery must, to 3 
the extent authorized by federal law, be a weighted lottery. 4

  (1) Evidence of the performance of the educational 14 
management organization or other person when providing such 15
