AN ACT relating to crimes; revising provisions relating to preprosecution 
diversion programs; establishing provisions relating to the 
duties of the Nevada Sentencing Commission; establishing 
provisions relating to the calculation and use of the amount of 
certain costs avoided by this State; establishing the Nevada 
Local Justice Reinvestment Coordinating Council; revising the 
contents required in the report of any presentence investigation; 
requiring certain judges to receive training concerning reports 
of presentence investigations; making various changes 
concerning probation and parole; authorizing a court to defer or 
suspend judgment on a case in certain circumstances; revising 
provisions relating to specialty court programs; establishing 
provisions relating to batterers’ intervention programs; reducing 
the penalty for certain crimes from a category B to a category C 
felony; revising provisions relating to the crimes of burglary, 
invasion of the home and housebreaking; increasing the felony 
theft threshold and revising penalties for various theft offenses; 
revising provisions relating to habitual criminals; requiring  
the Peace Officers’ Standards and Training Commission to 
develop and implement a mental health field response grant 
program; revising provisions concerning crimes involving 
controlled substances; repealing provisions relating to programs 
of treatment for alcoholics and drug addicts and the civil 
commitment of such persons; providing penalties; and providing 
other matters properly relating thereto. 
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Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law authorizes a justice court or municipal court to establish a 1 
preprosecution diversion program to which it may assign eligible defendants 2 
charged with certain misdemeanors. (NRS 174.031, 174.032) Section 3 of this bill 3 
authorizes a district court to establish such a program, and section 2 of this bill 4 
authorizes eligible defendants charged with certain felonies to participate in such a 5 
program. 6 
 Existing law establishes programs for the treatment of mental illness and 7 
intellectual disabilities and for the treatment of veterans and members of the 8 
military to which a court may assign certain persons. (NRS 176A.250-176A.265, 9 
176A.280-176A.295) Existing law also establishes a program of treatment for 10 
alcoholics and drug addicts to which a court may assign certain persons and 11 
provides for the civil commitment of alcoholics and drug addicts convicted of a 12 
crime. (NRS 453.580, 458.290-458.350) Sections 27 and 29 of this bill revise 13 
provisions relating to the eligibility of a defendant to participate in a program for 14 
the treatment of mental illness and intellectual disabilities or a program for the 15 
treatment of veterans and members of the military, respectively. Section 136 of this 16 
bill repeals the provisions of law concerning the program of treatment for 17 
alcoholics and drug addicts and the civil commitment of such persons. Sections 20-18 
23 of this bill set forth provisions relating to the establishment of a program for the 19 
treatment of drug or alcohol abuse to which a court may assign certain persons, 20 
which are modeled after the provisions of law governing the programs for the 21 
treatment of mental illness and intellectual disabilities and for the treatment of 22 
veterans and members of the military. 23 
 Existing law generally provides that if a person is found guilty of a category E 24 
felony, the district court is required to suspend the execution of the sentence 25 
imposed and grant probation to the person. However, the court is also authorized to 26 
decide not to grant probation if the person: (1) was serving a term of probation or 27 
was on parole for a felony conviction at the time the crime was committed; (2) 28 
previously had his or her probation or parole revoked for a felony conviction; or (3) 29 
previously had been assigned to a program of treatment and rehabilitation for the 30 
abuse of alcohol or drugs and failed to complete the program. (NRS 176A.100) 31 
Section 24 of this bill removes such exceptions to mandatory probation. 32 
 Existing law provides that the period of probation or suspension of sentence 33 
must not be more than 3 years for a gross misdemeanor or a suspension of sentence 34 
imposed pursuant to certain provisions of law and not more than 5 years for a 35 
felony. (NRS 176A.500) Section 34 of this bill revises such time limitations and 36 
provides that the period of probation or suspension of sentence must not be more 37 
than: (1) twelve months for a gross misdemeanor or certain suspensions of 38 
sentence; (2) eighteen months for a category E felony; (3) twenty-four months for a 39 
category C or D felony; or (4) thirty-six months for a category B felony. Section 34 40 
authorizes the court to extend the period of probation for a period of not more than 41 
12 months if the extension is necessary for the probationer to complete his or her 42 
participation in a specialty court program. Section 17 of this bill requires the 43 
Division of Parole and Probation of the Department of Public Safety (“Division”) 44 
to petition the court to recommend the early discharge of certain persons on 45 
probation. 46 
 Section 35 of this bill provides that if the court finds that a probationer 47 
committed one or more technical violations of the conditions of probation, the court 48 
may take certain actions, including temporarily revoking the probation or 49 
suspension of sentence and imposing certain terms of imprisonment depending on 50 
how many times the probation or suspension of sentence has previously been 51 
temporarily revoked. Section 35 also provides that a probationer who is arrested 52 
and detained for a technical violation of probation must have a hearing within 15 53 
calendar days or otherwise must be released from detention and returned to 54 
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probation status. If such a probationer is released from detention because a timely 55 
hearing is not held, the court is authorized to subsequently hold a hearing to 56 
determine whether a technical violation occurred and take appropriate action. 57 
Section 35 further prohibits the commission of certain acts from being used as the 58 
only basis for the revocation of probation. Section 101 of this bill provides that if 59 
the State Board of Parole Commissioners (“Board”) finds that a parolee committed 60 
one or more technical violations of the conditions of parole, the Board may take 61 
certain actions, including temporarily revoking parole supervisions and imposing 62 
certain terms of imprisonment depending on how many times parole has previously 63 
been temporarily revoked. Section 18 of this bill requires the Division to adopt a 64 
written system of graduated sanctions for parole and probation officers to use when 65 
responding to a technical violation of the conditions of probation or parole and 66 
establishes certain requirements relating to such a system. 67 
 Section 19 authorizes a court to defer judgment to a specified future date and 68 
set forth specific terms and conditions for the defendant in certain circumstances. If 69 
the court finds that the defendant has completed all such conditions, the court is 70 
required to discharge the defendant and dismiss the proceedings. 71 
 Existing law requires the report of any presentence investigation to contain 72 
certain information, including: (1) a recommendation of a minimum term and a 73 
maximum term of imprisonment, other term of imprisonment, a fine, or both a fine 74 
and term of imprisonment; and (2) if the Division deems appropriate, a 75 
recommendation that the defendant undergo a program of regimental discipline. 76 
(NRS 176.145) Section 13 of this bill removes the requirement that the report of 77 
any presentence investigation contain such recommendations. Section 13 also 78 
establishes requirements relating to any risk and needs assessment used during a 79 
presentence investigation. Section 12 of this bill requires each court in which a 80 
report of a presentence investigation can be made to ensure that each judge of the 81 
court receives training concerning the manner in which to use the information 82 
included in such a report for the purpose of imposing a sentence. 83 
 Existing law establishes the crimes of burglary, invasion of the home and 84 
housebreaking. (NRS 205.060, 205.067, 205.0813) Section 55 of this bill 85 
establishes: (1) certain types of burglary that differ based on the structure in which 86 
the crime is committed; and (2) the various penalties imposed for each type of 87 
burglary. Section 56 of this bill revises the definition of the crime of invasion of the 88 
home and increases the minimum and maximum terms of imprisonment that may 89 
be imposed. Section 57 of this bill decreases the penalties for housebreaking. 90 
 Existing law provides that a person who commits theft is guilty of: (1) a 91 
misdemeanor if the value of the property or services involved in the theft is less 92 
than $650; and (2) a category C felony if the value of the property or services 93 
involved in the theft is $650 or more. (NRS 205.0835) Section 58 of this bill 94 
increases the felony theft threshold to $2,000 and establishes a tier of penalties 95 
based on the value of the property or services involved in the theft. Sections 59-83, 96 
85, 126, 131 and 132 of this bill make conforming changes to various theft 97 
offenses that use monetary thresholds.  98 
 Existing law provides that a person who offers, attempts or commits certain 99 
unauthorized acts relating to controlled or counterfeit substances is guilty of a 100 
category B felony for the first offense if the controlled substance is classified in 101 
schedule I or II and a category C felony for the first offense if the controlled 102 
substance is classified in schedule III, IV or V. (NRS 453.321) Section 112 of this 103 
bill decreases such penalties to a category C and category D felony, respectively. 104 
Section 112 also decreases the minimum and maximum terms of imprisonment and 105 
the amount of the authorized fine for a third or subsequent offense if the controlled 106 
substance is classified in schedule III, IV or V. Existing law prohibits a court  107 
from granting probation to a person who is convicted of a second or subsequent 108 
offense of certain commercial drug offenses. (NRS 453.321, 453.337, 453.338) 109 
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Sections 112, 116 and 117 of this bill authorize a court to grant probation if 110 
mitigating circumstances exist that warrant the granting of probation. 111 
 Existing law prohibits the trafficking of: (1) schedule I controlled substances 112 
other than marijuana; (2) marijuana or concentrated cannabis; and (3) schedule II 113 
controlled substances. The penalties for each such offense vary based on the 114 
quantity of the controlled substance that is trafficked. (NRS 453.3385, 453.339, 115 
453.3395) Section 118 of this bill: (1) provides that if a person is charged with 116 
selling or manufacturing a controlled substance, evidence must be introduced to 117 
show that the person had the intent to sell or manufacture the controlled substance; 118 
and (2) establishes the circumstances that can be used to show that a person has the 119 
intent to sell or manufacture a controlled substance. Sections 119 and 121 of this 120 
bill revise the quantity of schedule I controlled substances other than marijuana and 121 
schedule II controlled substances, respectively, for the purposes of determining the 122 
applicable penalty. Section 122 of this bill provides that certain persons who are 123 
convicted of trafficking a controlled substance are not eligible for parole until the 124 
mandatory minimum term of imprisonment is served. 125 
 Section 113 of this bill revises the penalties for simple possession of a 126 
controlled substance and provides that a person is guilty of a misdemeanor for the 127 
first or second offense and a category E felony for a third or subsequent offense, 128 
regardless of the schedule in which the controlled substance is listed. Section 24 129 
requires a court to grant probation to a person who commits a third or subsequent 130 
offense. Section 86 of this bill prohibits a conviction of simple possession of a 131 
controlled substance from being used for purposes of determining whether a person 132 
is a habitual criminal. 133 
 Existing law establishes various crimes for which the penalty is a category B 134 
felony. (NRS 202.360, 205.605, 453.316, 465.088, 484D.335) Sections 53, 84, 111, 135 
125 and 130 of this bill reduce the penalty for any such crime to a category C 136 
felony. 137 
 Existing law provides that a person is a habitual criminal if he or she is 138 
convicted of a felony and has previously been convicted at least two times of a 139 
felony. (NRS 207.010) Section 86 provides that a previous conviction must not be 140 
considered a conviction for purposes of determining whether a person is a habitual 141 
criminal if, depending on the type of felony conviction, a certain number of years 142 
elapsed between the date of release from actual custody or discharge from parole or 143 
probation, whichever occurred later, and the date of the commission of the current 144 
offense. 145 
 Section 90 of this bill requires the Director of the Department of Corrections 146 
(“Director”) to administer a risk and needs assessment to each person in the custody 147 
of the Department of Corrections (“Department”) to measure criminal risk factors 148 
and individual needs for the purpose of institutional programming and placement. 149 
Sections 89 and 96 of this bill require the Director and the Chief Parole and 150 
Probation Officer, respectively, to include certain topics and courses in staff 151 
training. 152 
 Section 95 of this bill requires the Division to administer a risk and needs 153 
assessment to each probationer and parolee under the Division’s supervision at least 154 
once every year for the purpose of setting a level of supervision for each 155 
probationer and parolee and developing individualized case plans. Section 95 also 156 
requires the Division to administer a subsequent risk and needs assessment to each 157 
probationer and parolee at least once every year to determine whether a change in 158 
the level of supervision is necessary. 159 
 Existing law authorizes the Director to assign an offender to the Division to 160 
serve a term of residential confinement or other appropriate supervision for not 161 
longer than the remainder of his or her sentence in certain circumstances, including 162 
if the offender is in ill health and expected to die within 12 months and does not 163 
pose a threat to public safety. (NRS 209.3925) Section 91 of this bill increases the 164 
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time within which such an offender is expected to die to 24 months. Section 91 also 165 
establishes requirements relating to a request for medical release that must be 166 
submitted to the Director. Section 93 of this bill authorizes the Board to grant 167 
geriatric parole to certain persons who: (1) are 60 years of age or older and have 168 
served 10 years of their minimum term or minimum aggregate term of 169 
imprisonment; or (2) are 65 years of age or older and have served 7 years of their 170 
minimum term or minimum aggregate term of imprisonment. 171 
 Section 97 of this bill authorizes the Board to grant parole without a meeting to 172 
prisoners who meet certain criteria. Section 99 of this bill provides that if the Board 173 
has delegated its authority to consider the parole of a prisoner and recommend to 174 
the Board that the prisoner be released on parole without a meeting, and a person to 175 
whom such authority is delegated does not recommend that the prisoner be released 176 
on parole without a meeting, the prisoner must have a parole hearing. 177 
 Section 100 of this bill requires: (1) the Department and a prisoner who is 178 
eligible for parole to develop, not later than 6 months before the prisoner’s parole 179 
eligibility date, a reentry plan that takes into consideration the needs, limitations 180 
and capabilities of each prisoner; and (2) the Division to review and, if appropriate, 181 
approve such a reentry plan. Section 92 of this bill revises the duties of the Director 182 
relating to the release of offenders from prison by requiring the Director to: (1) 183 
provide the offender with a photo identification card if the offender is not in 184 
possession of a photo identification card; (2) provide the offender with clothing; (3) 185 
provide the offender with certain transportation costs; (4) if appropriate, release the 186 
offender to a facility for transitional living; (5) complete enrollment application 187 
paperwork for Medicaid and Medicare for an eligible offender; and (6) provide the 188 
offender with a 30-day supply of prescribed medication if the offender was 189 
receiving such medication while in prison. 190 
 Section 102 of this bill revises the definition of the term “victim” for purposes 191 
of the provisions of law governing compensation for certain victims of criminal 192 
acts. Section 52 of this bill establishes the requirements for a batterers’ intervention 193 
program to which a court may require a person who is convicted of a battery which 194 
constitutes domestic violence to attend in certain circumstances. 195 
 Section 104 of this bill requires the Peace Officers’ Standards and Training 196 
Commission (“POST”) to develop and implement, subject to available funding, a 197 
mental health field response grant program to allow law enforcement and mental 198 
health professionals to safely respond to crises involving persons with behavioral 199 
health issues. Section 104 establishes the application and selection processes for 200 
and certain requirements relating to grant recipients. Section 104 also requires 201 
POST to submit an annual report during each year the grant program is funded to 202 
the Governor and the Chairs of the Senate and Assembly Standing Committees on 203 
Judiciary that contains information relating to the grant programs. Section 105 of 204 
this bill requires every law enforcement agency to: (1) establish a policy and 205 
procedure for interacting with persons who suffer from a behavioral health issue; 206 
and (2) subject to available funding, contract with or employ a behavioral health 207 
specialist. Section 107 of this bill requires POST to develop and approve a standard 208 
curriculum of certified training programs in crisis intervention to address 209 
specialized responses to persons with mental illness. Section 108 of this bill 210 
requires POST to establish by regulation standards for a voluntary program for the 211 
training of law enforcement dispatchers that includes training relating to such crisis 212 
intervention. 213 
 Section 6 of this bill requires the Nevada Sentencing Commission (“Sentencing 214 
Commission”) to: (1) track and assess outcomes resulting from the enactment of 215 
this bill; and (2) submit a biennial report to the Governor, the Legislature and the 216 
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court regarding such outcomes and performance 217 
measures. Section 7 of this bill requires the Sentencing Commission to: (1) 218 
calculate for each fiscal year the amount of the costs avoided by this State because 219 
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of the enactment of this bill; and (2) submit to the Governor and the Legislature a 220 
statement of the amount of such avoided costs and recommendations for the 221 
reinvestment of the amount of those avoided costs in certain programs. Section 8 of 222 
this bill creates the Nevada Local Justice Reinvestment Coordinating Council, 223 
which consists of one member from each county in the State and is required to 224 
advise the Sentencing Commission on matters concerning the provisions of this bill 225 
as they relate to local governments and to perform certain other duties. 226

the defendant is eligible for assignment to a preprosecution 13 
diversion program pursuant to NRS 174.031. 14 
 Sec. 2.  NRS 174.031 is hereby amended to read as follows: 15 
 174.031  1.  At the arraignment of a defendant in justice court 16 
or municipal court [,] or after the transfer of a case to district 17 
court, but before the entry of a plea, the court may determine 18 
whether the defendant is eligible for assignment to a preprosecution 19 
diversion program established pursuant to NRS 174.032. The court 20 
shall receive input from the prosecuting attorney and the attorney 21 
for the defendant, if any, whether the defendant would benefit from 22 
and is eligible for assignment to the program.  23 
 2.  A defendant may be determined to be eligible by the court 24 
for assignment to a preprosecution diversion program if the 25 
defendant: 26 
 (a) Is charged with a misdemeanor or felony other than: 27 
  (1) A crime of violence as defined in NRS 200.408;  28 
  (2) Any offense that resulted in the death of or substantial 29 
bodily harm to another person; 30 
  (3) Vehicular manslaughter as described in NRS 484B.657; 31 
  [(3)] (4) Driving under the influence of intoxicating liquor 32 
or a controlled substance in violation of NRS 484C.110, 484C.120 33 
or 484C.130; or 34 
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  [(4)] (5) A minor traffic offense; and 1 
 (b) Has not previously been: 2 
  (1) Convicted of violating any criminal law other than a 3 
minor traffic offense; or 4 
  (2) Ordered by a court to complete a preprosecution 5 
diversion program in this State. 6 
 3.  If a defendant is determined to be eligible for assignment to 7 
a preprosecution diversion program pursuant to subsection 2, the 8 
district court, justice court or municipal court may order the 9 
defendant to complete the program pursuant to subsection 5 of  10 
NRS 174.032. 11 
 4.  A defendant has no right to complete a preprosecution 12 
diversion program or to appeal the decision of the district court, 13 
justice court or municipal court relating to the participation of the 14 
defendant in such a program. 15 
 Sec. 3.  NRS 174.032 is hereby amended to read as follows: 16 
 174.032  1.  A district court, justice court or municipal court 17 
may establish a preprosecution diversion program to which it may 18 
assign a defendant if he or she is determined to be eligible pursuant 19 
to NRS 174.031.  20 
 2.  If a defendant is determined to be eligible for assignment to 21 
a preprosecution diversion program pursuant to NRS 174.031, the 22 
district court, justice court or municipal court must receive input 23 
from the prosecuting attorney, the attorney for the defendant, if any, 24 
and the defendant relating to the terms and conditions for the 25 
defendant’s participation in the program. 26 
 3.  A preprosecution diversion program established by a district 27 
court, justice court or municipal court pursuant to this section may 28

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treatment for veterans and members of the military, persons with 1 
mental illness or intellectual disabilities or the abuse of alcohol or 2 
drugs, the court may refer the defendant to an appropriate program 3 
of treatment established pursuant to NRS 176A.250, 176A.280 or 4 
[453.580.] section 20 of this act. The court shall retain jurisdiction 5 
over the defendant while the defendant completes such a program of 6 
treatment. 7 
 5.  The district court, justice court or municipal court shall, 8 
when assigning a defendant to a preprosecution diversion program, 9 
issue an order setting forth the terms and conditions for successful 10 
completion of the preprosecution diversion program, which may 11 
include, without limitation: 12 
 (a) Any program of treatment the defendant is required to 13 
complete; 14 
 (b) Any sanctions and the manner in which they must be carried 15 
out by the defendant; 16 
 (c) The date by which the terms and conditions must be 17

least one time every 3 months for a status hearing on the progress of 21

 6.  A defendant assigned to a preprosecution diversion program 26 
shall pay the cost of any program of treatment required by this 27 
section to the extent of his or her financial resources. The court shall 28 
not refuse to place a defendant in a program of treatment if the 29 
defendant does not have the financial resources to pay any or all of 30 
the costs of such program. 31 
 7.  If restitution is ordered to be paid pursuant to subsection 5, 32 
the defendant must make a good faith effort to pay the required 33 
amount of restitution in full. If the district court, justice court or 34 
municipal court determines that a defendant is unable to pay such 35 
restitution, the court must require the defendant to enter into a 36 
judgment by confession for the amount of restitution. 37

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 2.  Discharge and dismissal pursuant to subsection 1 is without 1 
adjudication of guilt and is not a conviction for purposes of 2 
employment, civil rights or any statute or regulation or license or 3 
questionnaire or for any other public or private purpose.
