AN ACT relating to health care; requiring a physician to complete a 
data request when renewing his or her license or 
registration; requiring licensing boards that license 
physicians to make the data request available to applicants 
for the renewal of a license or registration; requiring the 
Department of Health and Human Services to collect, 
maintain and report on information received from the data 
requests; and providing other matters properly relating 
thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law generally requires a holder of a license to practice allopathic 1 
medicine to register biennially with the Board of Medical Examiners. (NRS 2 
630.267) Existing law also requires the holders of certain special types of licenses 3 
to practice medicine to renew their licenses at various times. (NRS 630.258, 4 
630.261, 630.2615, 630.262, 630.264, 630.2645, 630.265) Existing law requires a 5 
holder of a license to practice osteopathic medicine to renew his or her license 6 
annually or, for certain special types of licenses, at times determined by the State 7 
Board of Osteopathic Medicine. (NRS 633.401, 633.411, 633.415, 633.416, 8 
633.417, 633.418, 633.471) Section 4 of this bill requires the Department of Health 9 
and Human Services to develop and make available to the Board of Medical 10 
Examiners and the State Board of Osteopathic Medicine a data request to be 11 
administered to applicants for the renewal of a license or a biennial registration. 12 
Section 4 requires the data request to solicit from each applicant certain 13 
information about the practice of the applicant. Sections 1 and 2 of this bill require: 14 
(1) each holder of a license to practice as an allopathic or osteopathic physician to 15 
complete the data request; and (2) the Board of Medical Examiners and the State 16 
Board of Osteopathic Medicine to make the data request available to applicants. 17 
Sections 1-2.5 of this bill prohibit the imposition of disciplinary action against: (1) 18 
an applicant who refuses or fails to complete a data request; or (2) a licensee  19 
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who does not report such a failure to the applicable licensing board. Section 4 20 
requires the Department to collect and maintain the information received from the 21 
data request from the applicants and prepare an annual report relating to the data 22 
received. Sections 1-4 of this bill provide that information collected using the data 23 
request is confidential.  24

 Section 1.  Chapter 630 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 1

a physician or biennial registration on an electronic application 13 
for the renewal of a license or registration or through a link 14 
included on the Internet website maintained by the Board. 15 
 3.  An applicant for biennial registration or renewal of a 16 
license who refuses or fails to complete a data request pursuant to 17 
subsection 1 is not subject to disciplinary action, including, 18 
without limitation, refusal to issue the biennial registration or 19 
renew the license, for such refusal or failure.  20 
 4.  The information contained in a completed data request is 21 
confidential and, except as required by section 4 of this act, must 22 
not be disclosed to any person or entity.  23 
 Sec. 1.3.  NRS 630.3062 is hereby amended to read as follows: 24 
 630.3062  1.  The following acts, among others, constitute 25 
grounds for initiating disciplinary action or denying licensure: 26 
 (a) Failure to maintain timely, legible, accurate and complete 27 
medical records relating to the diagnosis, treatment and care of a 28 
patient.

 (b) Altering medical records of a patient. 30 
 (c) Making or filing a report which the licensee knows to be 31 
false, failing to file a record or report as required by law or 32 
knowingly or willfully obstructing or inducing another to obstruct 33 
such filing.

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 (d) Failure to make the medical records of a patient available for 1 
inspection and copying as provided in NRS 629.061, if the licensee 2 
is the custodian of health care records with respect to those records. 3

to know, is in violation of the provisions of this chapter , except for 6 
a violation of section 1 of this act, or the regulations of the Board 7 
within 30 days after the date the licensee knows or has reason to 8 
know of the violation.

 Sec. 2.  Chapter 633 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 35

 1.  In addition to any other requirements set forth in this 37 
chapter and any regulations adopted pursuant thereto, each 38 
applicant for the renewal of any type of license as an osteopathic 39 
physician pursuant to this chapter shall complete the data request 40 
developed by the Department of Health and Human Services 41 
pursuant to section 4 of this act.

reason to know, is in violation of the provisions of this chapter , 35 
except for a violation of section 2 of this act, or the regulations of 36 
the Board within 30 days after the date the licensee knows or has 37 
reason to know of the violation. 38 
 (q) Failure by a licensee or applicant to report in writing, within 39 
30 days, any criminal action taken or conviction obtained against the 40 
licensee or applicant, other than a minor traffic violation, in this 41 
State or any other state or by the Federal Government, a branch of 42 
the Armed Forces of the United States or any local or federal 43 
jurisdiction of a foreign country.

This section does not supersede or in 22 
any manner affect the federal laws governing copyrights or enlarge, 23 
diminish or affect in any other manner the rights of a person in any 24 
written book or record which is copyrighted pursuant to federal law. 25 
 2.  A governmental entity may not reject a book or record 26 
which is copyrighted solely because it is copyrighted. 27 
 3.  A governmental entity that has legal custody or control of a 28 
public book or record shall not deny a request made pursuant to 29 
subsection 1 to inspect or copy or receive a copy of a public book or 30 
record on the basis that the requested public book or record contains 31 
information that is confidential if the governmental entity can 32 
redact, delete, conceal or separate, including, without limitation, 33 
electronically, the confidential information from the information 34 
included in the public book or record that is not otherwise 35 
confidential. 36 
 4.  If requested, a governmental entity shall provide a copy of a 37 
public record in an electronic format by means of an electronic 38 
medium. Nothing in this subsection requires a governmental entity 39 
to provide a copy of a public record in an electronic format or by 40 
means of an electronic medium if: 41 
 (a) The public record: 42 
  (1) Was not created or prepared in an electronic format; and 43 
  (2) Is not available in an electronic format; or 44 
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 (b) Providing the public record in an electronic format or by 1 
means of an electronic medium would: 2 
  (1) Give access to proprietary software; or 3 
  (2) Require the production of information that is confidential 4 
and that cannot be redacted, deleted, concealed or separated from 5 
information that is not otherwise confidential. 6 
 5.  An officer, employee or agent of a governmental entity who 7 
has legal custody or control of a public record: 8 
 (a) Shall not refuse to provide a copy of that public record in the 9 
medium that is requested because the officer, employee or agent has 10 
already prepared or would prefer to provide the copy in a different 11 
medium. 12 
 (b) Except as otherwise provided in NRS 239.030, shall, upon 13 
request, prepare the copy of the public record and shall not require 14 
the person who has requested the copy to prepare the copy himself 15 
or herself.

The electronic data request 23 
must solicit from each such applicant the following information:  24 
 (a) Whether the applicant is employed by a hospital, a health 25 
system or an entity owned by a health system or practices 26 
independently from a hospital, a health system or an entity owned 27 
by a health system;  28 
 (b) If the applicant is employed by a hospital, a health system 29 
or an entity owned by a health system, the name of the hospital or 30 
health system or the entity and the health system that owns the 31 
entity, as applicable;  32 
 (c) If the applicant is employed by an entity other than a 33 
hospital, a health system or an entity owned by a health system, 34 
the name of the legal entity which owns the practice and any 35 
assumed or fictitious name of that entity known to the applicant; 36 
and  37 
 (d) If the applicant practices independently from a hospital, a 38 
health system or an entity owned by a health system, the name of 39 
the practice of the applicant.  40 
 2.  The Department shall collect and maintain the information 41 
collected pursuant to subsection 1. Such information is 42 
confidential and any reporting of the information maintained 43 
pursuant to this section by the Department must be in an 44 
aggregate form that does not reveal the identity of any physician. 45 
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 3.  The Department shall annually prepare and post on an 1 
Internet website maintained by the Department a report based on 2 
the data collected pursuant to subsection 1 that analyzes trends in 3 
the employment and practices of physicians in this State.  4 
 Sec. 5.  1.  This section becomes effective upon passage and 5 
approval.  6 
 2.  Sections 1 to 4, inclusive, of this act become effective:  7 
 (a) Upon passage and approval for the purpose of adopting any 8 
regulations and performing any other preparatory administrative 9 
tasks that are necessary to carry out the provisions of this act; and  10 
 (b) On October 1, 2021, for all other purposes.  11 
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
