AN ACT relating to tobacco; prohibiting a minor from committing 

certain acts relating to the possession and use of tobacco 
products; and providing other matters properly relating 
thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Section 10 of this bill prohibits a minor from purchasing or attempting to 1 
purchase tobacco products, possessing or attempting to possess tobacco products, 2 
using tobacco products or falsely representing his or her age to purchase, possess or 3 
obtain tobacco products. Section 4 of this bill provides that a child may be issued a 4 
citation for violating the provisions of section 10, while section 3 of this bill 5 
provides that a probation officer may act as a master of the juvenile court if the 6 
proceeding involves such a citation. Under sections 3.3, 3.7 and 10 of this bill, a 7 
child who violates the provisions of section 10 is a child in need of supervision for 8 
the purposes of juvenile court proceedings rather than a delinquent child. 9 
 Section 5 of this bill sets forth the possible punishment if a child is adjudicated 10 
to be in need of supervision because the child has committed a violation of section 11 
10. Under section 5, the juvenile court may order a child to pay a $25 fine for a 12 
first adjudication, a $50 fine for a second adjudication and a $75 fine for a third or 13 
any subsequent adjudication. If the juvenile court orders a child to pay such a fine, 14 
section 5 requires the juvenile court to order the child to pay a $10 administrative 15 
assessment in addition to the fine. Section 5 further provides that: (1) for any 16 
adjudication that a child is in need of supervision because the child committed a 17 
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violation of section 10, the juvenile court may order a child to attend a tobacco 18 
awareness and cessation program; and (2) for a third or any subsequent 19 
adjudication or for a willful failure by the child to pay a fine or administrative 20 
assessment, the juvenile court may order a suspension or delay in the issuance of 21 
the child’s driver’s license for at least 30 days but not more than 90 days. Under 22 
section 5, if the juvenile court orders the suspension or delay in the issuance of a 23 
child’s driver’s license, the juvenile court may order the Department of Motor 24 
Vehicles to issue to the child a restricted driver’s license that authorizes the child to 25 
drive to and from school or work or to acquire medicine or food for himself or 26 
herself or for an immediate family member. 27

 62B.020  1.  Except as otherwise provided in this section, the 11 
juvenile court or the chief judge of the judicial district may appoint 12 
any person to act as a master of the juvenile court if the person is 13 
qualified by previous experience, training and demonstrated interest 14 
in the welfare of children to act as a master of the juvenile court. 15 
 2.  A probation officer shall not act as a master of the juvenile 16 
court unless the proceeding concerns: 17 
 (a) A minor traffic offense; [or] 18 
 (b) An offense related to tobacco; or 19 
 (c) A child who is alleged to be a habitual truant. 20 
 3.  If a person is appointed to act as a master of the juvenile 21 
court, the person shall attend instruction at the National College of 22

juvenile court may order that the driver’s license of the child be 16 
suspended for at least 30 days but not more than 90 days or, if the 17 
child does not possess a driver’s license, prohibit the child from 18 
receiving a driver’s license for at least 30 days but not more than 19
