person [licensed as a nursing facility administrator or an 7 
administrator of a residential facility for groups] has failed to 8 
comply with the requirements of the standards. [The] Except as 9 
otherwise provided in this paragraph, the Board shall initiate an 10 
investigation of any charge or complaint filed with the Board within 11 
30 days after receiving the charge or complaint. A complaint may 12 
be filed anonymously. If a complaint is filed anonymously, the 13 
Board may accept the complaint but may refuse to consider the 14 
complaint if anonymity of the complainant makes processing  15 
the complaint impossible or unfair to the person who is the subject 16 
of the complaint. 17 
 (g) Conduct a continuing study of: 18 
  (1) Facilities for skilled nursing, facilities for intermediate 19 
care and their administrators; and 20 
  (2) Residential facilities for groups and their administrators, 21 

 with a view to the improvement of the standards imposed for the 22 
licensing of administrators and of procedures and methods for the 23 
enforcement of the standards. 24 
 (h) Conduct or approve, or both, a program of training and 25 
instruction designed to enable all persons to obtain the qualifications 26 
necessary to meet the standards set by the Board for qualification as 27 
a nursing facility administrator or an administrator of a residential 28 
facility for groups. 29 
 2.  Except as otherwise provided in this section, all records kept 30 
by the Board, not otherwise privileged or confidential, are public 31 
records. 32 
 3.  Except as otherwise provided in this section and NRS 33 
239.0115, a complaint filed with the Board, all documents and other 34 
information filed with the complaint and all documents and other 35 
information compiled as a result of an investigation conducted to 36 
determine whether to initiate disciplinary action against a person are 37 
confidential, unless the person submits a written statement to the 38 
Board requesting that such documents and information be made 39 
public records. 40 
 4.  The charging documents filed with the Board to initiate 41 
disciplinary action pursuant to chapter 622A of NRS and all other 42 
documents and information considered by the Board when 43 
determining whether to impose discipline are public records. 44 
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 5.  The [provisions of this section do not prohibit the] Board 1 
[from communicating or cooperating] shall, to the extent feasible, 2 
communicate or cooperate with or [providing] provide any 3 
documents or other information to any other licensing board or any 4 
other agency that is investigating a person, including, without 5 
limitation, a law enforcement agency. 6

370.405 , [or] 465.070 to 465.085, inclusive [.] , 630.400, 630A.600, 25 
631.400, 632.285, 632.291, 632.315, 633.741, 634.227, 634A.230, 26 
635.167, 636.145, 637.090, 637A.352, 637B.290, 639.100, 27 
639.2813, 640.169, 640A.230, 644.190 or 654.200. 28 
 2.  Except as otherwise provided for conveyances forfeitable 29 
pursuant to NRS 453.301 or 501.3857, all conveyances, including 30 
aircraft, vehicles or vessels, which are used or intended for use 31 
during the commission of a felony or a violation of NRS 202.287, 32 
202.300 or 465.070 to 465.085, inclusive, are subject to forfeiture 33 
except that: 34 
 (a) A conveyance used by any person as a common carrier in the 35 
transaction of business as a common carrier is not subject to 36 
forfeiture under this section unless it appears that the owner or other 37 
person in charge of the conveyance is a consenting party or privy to 38 
the felony or violation; 39 
 (b) A conveyance is not subject to forfeiture under this section 40 
by reason of any act or omission established by the owner thereof to 41 
have been committed or omitted without the owner’s knowledge, 42 
consent or willful blindness; 43 
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 (c) A conveyance is not subject to forfeiture for a violation of 1 
NRS 202.300 if the firearm used in the violation of that section was 2 
not loaded at the time of the violation; and 3 
 (d) A forfeiture of a conveyance encumbered by a bona fide 4 
security interest is subject to the interest of the secured party if the 5 
secured party neither had knowledge of nor consented to the felony. 6 
If a conveyance is forfeited, the appropriate law enforcement agency 7 
may pay the existing balance and retain the conveyance for official 8 
use. 9 
 3.  For the purposes of this section, a firearm is loaded if: 10 
 (a) There is a cartridge in the chamber of the firearm; 11 
 (b) There is a cartridge in the cylinder of the firearm, if the 12 
firearm is a revolver; or 13 
 (c) There is a cartridge in the magazine and the magazine is in 14 
the firearm or there is a cartridge in the chamber, if the firearm is a 15 
semiautomatic firearm. 16 
 4.  As used in this section, “act of terrorism” has the meaning 17 
ascribed to it in NRS 202.4415.
