A BILL for an Act to provide for a legislative management study of the consolidation of elections.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT STUDY - CONSOLIDATION OF 

ELECTIONS. During the 2015-16 interim, the legislative management shall consider studying 

the feasibility and desirability of consolidating all political subdivision and school district 

elections with the statewide primary election and the holding of all special elections on other 

specified dates during any year. If the legislative management conducts the study, the 

legislative management shall seek input and participation from the secretary of state; 

representatives of cities, counties, school districts, and other political subdivisions; and 

representatives of political parties. The legislative management shall report its findings and 

recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to 

the sixty-fifth legislative assembly.
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
