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A BILL for an Act to provide an appropriation for a firearm safety program.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION - GAME AND FISH FIREARM SAFETY PROGRAM. There 

is appropriated out of any moneys in the game and fish fund in the state treasury, not otherwise 

appropriated, the sum of $250,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, to the game 

and fish department for the purpose of establishing and administering a firearm safety program, 

for the biennium beginning July 1, 2017, and ending June 30, 2019. The director of the game 

and fish department shall establish a firearm safety program, which must be made available to 

elementary and secondary schools in the state. The funds appropriated under this section may 

be used to purchase firearm safety materials and provide grants to administer firearm safety 

courses in elementary and secondary schools.
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
