AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 28-01.3 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to immunity from civil actions for firearm or ammunition manufacturers.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 28-01.3 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

Product liability actions and immunity for a firearm or ammunition manufacturer.

A firearm or ammunition manufacturer, importer, or dealer may not be held civilly liable for any
physical or emotional injury, physical damage, or death as a third party for the acts of another person.
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
