AN ACT to amend and reenact  section  62.1-04-02 of  the North Dakota  Century Code,  relating to 
dangerous weapons.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 62.1-04-02 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended and 
reenacted as follows:

62.1-04-02. Carrying concealed firearms or dangerous weapons prohibited.

No  personAn  individual,  other  than  a  law  enforcement  officer,  may  not carry  any  firearm  or 
dangerous weapon concealed unless the personindividual is licensed to do so or exempted pursuant 
tounder this chapter. For purposes of this chapter, the term "dangerous weapon" does not meaninclude 
a spray or aerosol containing CS (ortho-chlorobenzamalonitrile),  CN (alpha-chloroacetophenone), or 
other irritating agent intended for use in the defense of a personan individual, nor does the term include 
any stun gun or device that uses direct contact to deliver voltage for the defense of an individual.
