BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 1-292 of Title 63, unless there 

is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

A.  The State Department of Health shall include an examination 

of the following issues in the Oklahoma Health Improvement Plan: 

1.  State trends in the numbers of chronic and preventable 

illnesses including, but not limited to, heart disease and diabetes; 

2.  The state's role in improving access to healthy foods in 

disadvantaged communities; 

3.  State policy regarding the promotion of exercise and 

physical wellness; and 
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 4.  Existing services, resources, and capacity including, but 

not limited to, the availability of publicly or privately provided 

resources to improve health outcomes in disadvantaged communities. 

B.  The State Board of Health shall promulgate rules to 

implement the provisions of this section. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2015.
