BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 3004.1 of Title 20, unless there 

is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

By January 1, 2017, the clerk in all courts of this state shall 

accept filings and any accompanying orders presented to the judge by 

mail or facsimile, unless the clerk demonstrates to the 

Administrative Office of the Courts that such acceptance would be 

unfeasible. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2015. 
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
