Notice to Attorney General and ICE.--TIf an
instantaneous records check performed under this section

indicates that a potential purchaser or transferee of a firearm

is illegally or unlawfully in the United States, the

Pennsvlvania State Police shall transmit to the Attornev General

and the United States Immigration and Customs Enforcement a

notice that the potential purchaser or transferee may have
