FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to authorize concealed carry of apistol or revolver without
apermit to carry a concealed pistol.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. That § 22-14-9 be amended to read as follows:
22-14-9. Any person, other than alaw enforcement officer or paroleagent acting under color
of authority, who:
(1) Carriesapistol or revolver, loaded or unloaded, concealed on or about his or her
person without a permit as provided in chapter 23-7; or
(2) Carries a pistol or revolver, loaded or unloaded, concealed in any vehicle while
operating the vehicle, without a permit as provided in chapter 23-7;
isguilty of aClass 1 misdemeanor.

The provisions of this section do not apply to a person who is eighteen years of age or older

who isableto lawfully possess a pistol or revolver pursuant to the laws of this state, regardless

of whether the person is aresident of this state.

Section 2. That § 22-14-9.1 be amended to read as follows:
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shatt-be-dismisseek: The mere possession or carrying of apistol, openly or concealed, with or

without apermit as provided in chapter 23-7, is not reasonable suspicion or probable cause for

alaw enforcement officer to disarm or seize an otherwise law abiding person.

Section 3. That § 22-14-27 be amended to read as follows:
22-14-27. It is not a defense to a prosecution under § 22-14-23 that the defendant was the

holder of a concealed weapons permit issued pursuant to 88 23-7-7 and 23-7-7.1, or that the

defendant falls within the provisions of § 22-14-9.
