Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

(a) EDWARD BYRNE MEMORIAL JUSTICE ASSIST-7

ANCE GRANT PROGRAM.—Section 501(a)(1) of title I of 8

the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968 9

(42 U.S.C. 3751(a)(1)) is amended by adding at the end 10

the following: 11

‘‘(H) Mental health programs and related 12

law enforcement and corrections programs, in-13

cluding behavioral programs and crisis interven-14

tion teams. 15

‘‘(I) Achieving compliance with the mental 16

health records requirements of the NICS Im-17

provement Amendments Act of 2007 (Public 18

Law 110–180; 121 Stat. 2259).’’. 19

(b) COMMUNITY ORIENTED POLICING SERVICES 20

PROGRAM.—Section 1701(b) of title I of the Omnibus 21

Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 22

3796dd(b)) is amended— 23

(1) in paragraph (16), by striking ‘‘and’’ at the 24

end; 25
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(2) by redesignating paragraph (17) as para-1

graph (21); 2

(3) by inserting after paragraph (16) the fol-3

lowing: 4

‘‘(17) to provide specialized training to law en-5

forcement officers to— 6

‘‘(A) recognize individuals who have a 7

mental illness; and 8

‘‘(B) properly interact with individuals who 9

have a mental illness, including strategies for 10

verbal de-escalation of crises; 11

‘‘(18) to establish collaborative programs that 12

enhance the ability of law enforcement agencies to 13

address the mental health, behavioral, and substance 14

abuse problems of individuals encountered by law 15

enforcement officers in the line of duty; 16

‘‘(19) to provide specialized training to correc-17

tions officers to recognize individuals who have a 18

mental illness; 19

‘‘(20) to enhance the ability of corrections offi-20

cers to address the mental health of individuals 21

under the care and custody of jails and prisons, in-22

cluding specialized training and strategies for verbal 23

de-escalation of crises; and’’; and 24
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(4) in paragraph (21), as redesignated, by 1

striking ‘‘through (16)’’ and inserting ‘‘through 2

(20)’’. 3

(c) MODIFICATIONS TO THE STAFFING FOR ADE-4

QUATE FIRE AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE GRANTS.—Sec-5

tion 34(a)(1)(B) of the Federal Fire Prevention and Con-6

trol Act of 1974 (15 U.S.C. 2229a(a)(1)(B)) is amended 7

by inserting before the period at the end the following: 8

‘‘and to provide specialized training to paramedics, emer-9

gency medical services workers, and other first responders 10

to recognize individuals who have mental illness and how 11

to properly intervene with individuals with mental illness, 12

including strategies for verbal de-escalation of crises’’. 13

SEC. 102. ASSISTED OUTPATIENT TREATMENT PROGRAMS. 14

Section 2201 of title I of the Omnibus Crime Control 15

and Safe Streets Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3796ii) is amend-16

ed— 17

(1) by inserting ‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—’’ before 18

‘‘The Attorney General’’; 19

(2) in paragraph (2)(B), by inserting before the 20

semicolon the following: ‘‘, or court-ordered assisted 21

outpatient treatment when the court has determined 22

such treatment to be necessary’’; and 23

(3) by adding at the end the following: 24

‘‘(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 25
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‘‘(1) COURT-ORDERED ASSISTED OUTPATIENT 1

TREATMENT.—The term ‘court-ordered assisted out-2

patient treatment’ means a program through which 3

a court may order a treatment plan for an eligible 4

patient that— 5

‘‘(A) requires such patient to obtain out-6

patient mental health treatment while the pa-7

tient is living in a community; and 8

‘‘(B) is designed to improve access and ad-9

herence by such patient to intensive behavioral 10

health services in order to— 11

‘‘(i) avert relapse, repeated hos-12

pitalizations, arrest, incarceration, suicide, 13

property destruction, and violent behavior; 14

and 15

‘‘(ii) provide such patient with the op-16

portunity to live in a less restrictive alter-17

native to incarceration or involuntary hos-18

pitalization. 19

‘‘(2) ELIGIBLE PATIENT.—The term ‘eligible 20

patient’ means an adult, mentally ill person who, as 21

determined by a court— 22

‘‘(A) has a history of violence, incarcer-23

ation, or medically unnecessary hospitalizations; 24
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‘‘(B) without supervision and treatment, 1

may be a danger to self or others in the com-2

munity; 3

‘‘(C) is substantially unlikely to voluntarily 4

participate in treatment; 5

‘‘(D) may be unable, for reasons other 6

than indigence, to provide for any of his or her 7

basic needs, such as food, clothing, shelter, 8

health, or safety; 9

‘‘(E) has a history of mental illness or con-10

dition that is likely to substantially deteriorate 11

if the patient is not provided with timely treat-12

ment; or 13

‘‘(F) due to mental illness, lacks capacity 14

to fully understand or lacks judgment to make 15

informed decisions regarding his or her need for 16

treatment, care, or supervision.’’. 17

SEC. 103. FEDERAL DRUG AND MENTAL HEALTH COURTS. 18

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 19

(1) the term ‘‘eligible offender’’ means a person 20

who— 21

(A)(i) previously or currently has been di-22

agnosed by a qualified mental health profes-23

sional as having a mental illness, mental retar-24
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dation, or co-occurring mental illness and sub-1

stance abuse disorders; or 2

(ii) manifests obvious signs of mental ill-3

ness, mental retardation, or co-occurring mental 4

illness and substance abuse disorders during ar-5

rest or confinement or before any court; and 6

(B) is determined by a judge to be eligible; 7

and 8

(2) the term ‘‘mental illness’’ means a 9

diagnosable mental, behavioral, or emotional dis-10

order— 11

(A) of sufficient duration to meet diag-12

nostic criteria within the most recent edition of 13

the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Men-14

tal Disorders published by the American Psy-15

chiatric Association; and 16

(B) that has resulted in functional impair-17

ment that substantially interferes with or limits 18

1 or more major life activities. 19

(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF PROGRAM.—Not later than 20

1 year after the date of enactment of this Act, the Attor-21

ney General shall establish a pilot program to determine 22

the effectiveness of diverting eligible offenders from Fed-23

eral prosecution, Federal probation, or a Bureau of Pris-24
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ons facility, and placing such eligible offenders in drug or 1

mental health courts. 2

(c) PROGRAM SPECIFICATIONS.—The pilot program 3

established under subsection (b) shall involve— 4

(1) continuing judicial supervision, including 5

periodic review, of program participants who have a 6

substance abuse problem or mental illness; and 7

(2) the integrated administration of services 8

and sanctions, which shall include— 9

(A) mandatory periodic testing, as appro-10

priate, for the use of controlled substances or 11

other addictive substances during any period of 12

supervised release or probation for each pro-13

gram participant; 14

(B) substance abuse treatment for each 15

program participant who requires such services; 16

(C) diversion, probation, or other super-17

vised release with the possibility of prosecution, 18

confinement, or incarceration based on non-19

compliance with program requirements or fail-20

ure to show satisfactory progress; 21

(D) programmatic offender management, 22

including case management, and aftercare serv-23

ices, such as relapse prevention, health care, 24

education, vocational training, job placement, 25
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housing placement, and child care or other fam-1

ily support services for each program partici-2

pant who requires such services; 3

(E) outpatient or inpatient mental health 4

treatment, as ordered by the court, that carries 5

with it the possibility of dismissal of charges or 6

reduced sentencing upon successful completion 7

of such treatment; 8

(F) centralized case management, includ-9

ing— 10

(i) the consolidation of all cases, in-11

cluding violations of probations, of the pro-12

gram participant; and 13

(ii) coordination of all mental health 14

treatment plans and social services, includ-15

ing life skills and vocational training, hous-16

ing and job placement, education, health 17

care, and relapse prevention for each pro-18

gram participant who requires such serv-19

ices; and 20

(G) continuing supervision of treatment 21

plan compliance by the program participant for 22

a term not to exceed the maximum allowable 23

sentence or probation period for the charged or 24

relevant offense and, to the extent practicable, 25

supervised period. 2

(d) IMPLEMENTATION; DURATION.—The pilot pro-3

gram established under subsection (b) shall be con-4

ducted— 5

(1) in not less than 1 United States judicial 6

district, designated by the Attorney General in con-7

sultation with the Director of the Administrative Of-8

fice of the United States Courts, as appropriate for 9

the pilot program; and 10

(2) during fiscal year 2017 through fiscal year 11

2020. 12

(e) CRITERIA FOR DESIGNATION.—Before making a 13

designation under subsection (d)(1), the Attorney General 14

shall— 15

(1) obtain the approval, in writing, of the 16

United States Attorney for the United States judi-17

cial district being designated; 18

(2) obtain the approval, in writing, of the chief 19

judge for the United States judicial district being 20

designated; and 21

(3) determine that the United States judicial 22

district being designated has adequate behavioral 23

health systems for treatment, including substance 24

abuse and mental health treatment. 25
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(f) ASSISTANCE FROM OTHER FEDERAL ENTI-1

TIES.—The Administrative Office of the United States 2

Courts and the United States Probation Offices shall pro-3

vide such assistance and carry out such functions as the 4

Attorney General may request in monitoring, supervising, 5

providing services to, and evaluating eligible offenders 6

placed in a drug or mental health court under this section. 7

(g) REPORTS.—The Attorney General, in consulta-8

tion with the Director of the Administrative Office of the 9

United States Courts, shall monitor the drug and mental 10

health courts under this section, and shall submit a report 11

to Congress on the outcomes of the program at the end 12

of the period described in subsection (d)(2). 13

SEC. 104. MENTAL HEALTH IN THE JUDICIAL SYSTEM. 14

Part V of title I of the Omnibus Crime Control and 15

Safe Streets Act of 1986 (42 U.S.C. 3796ii et seq.) is 16

amended by inserting at the end the following: 17

‘‘SEC. 2209. MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSES IN THE JUDICIAL 18

SYSTEM. 19

‘‘(a) PRETRIAL SCREENING AND SUPERVISION.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Attorney General may 21

award grants to States, units of local government, 22

territories, Indian Tribes, nonprofit agencies, or any 23

combination thereof, to develop, implement, or ex-24

pand pretrial services programs to improve the iden-25
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tification and outcomes of individuals with mental 1

illness. 2

‘‘(2) ALLOWABLE USES.—Grants awarded 3

under this subsection may be may be used for— 4

‘‘(A) universal behavioral health needs and 5

risk screening of defendants, including 6

verification of interview information, mental 7

health evaluation, and criminal history screen-8

ing; 9

‘‘(B) assessment of risk of pretrial mis-10

conduct through objective, statistically validated 11

means, and presentation to the court of rec-12

ommendations based on such assessment, in-13

cluding services that will reduce the risk of pre-14

trial misconduct; 15

‘‘(C) follow-up review of defendants unable 16

to meet the conditions of release; 17

‘‘(D) evaluation of process and results of 18

pretrial service programs; 19

‘‘(E) supervision of defendants who are on 20

pretrial release, including reminders to defend-21

ants of scheduled court dates; 22

‘‘(F) reporting on process and results of 23

pretrial services programs to relevant public 24

and private mental health stakeholders; and 25
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‘‘(G) data collection and analysis necessary 1

to make available information required for as-2

sessment of risk. 3

‘‘(b) BEHAVIORAL HEALTH ASSESSMENTS AND 4

INTERVENTION.— 5

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Attorney General may 6

award grants to States, units of local government, 7

territories, Indian Tribes, nonprofit agencies, or any 8

combination thereof, to develop, implement, or ex-9

pand a behavioral health screening and assessment 10

program framework for State or local criminal jus-11

tice systems. 12

‘‘(2) ALLOWABLE USES.—Grants awarded 13

under this subsection may be used for— 14

‘‘(A) promotion of the use of validated as-15

sessment tools to gauge the criminogenic risk, 16

substance abuse needs, and mental health needs 17

of individuals; 18

‘‘(B) initiatives to match the risk factors 19

and needs of individuals to programs and prac-20

tices associated with research-based, positive 21

outcomes; 22

‘‘(C) implementing methods for identifying 23

and treating individuals who are most likely to 24

benefit from coordinated supervision and treat-25
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ment strategies, and identifying individuals who 1

can do well with fewer interventions; and 2

‘‘(D) collaborative decisionmaking among 3

system leaders, including the relevant criminal 4

justice agencies, mental health systems, judicial 5

systems, and substance abuse systems, for de-6

termining how treatment and intensive super-7

vision services should be allocated in order to 8

maximize benefits, and developing and utilizing 9

capacity accordingly. 10

‘‘(c) RESTRICTIONS ON USE OF GRANT FUNDS.— 11

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A State, unit of local gov-12

ernment, territory, Indian Tribe, or nonprofit agency 13

that receives a grant under this section shall, in ac-14

cordance with subsection (b)(2), use grant funds for 15

the expenses of a treatment program, including— 16

‘‘(A) salaries, personnel costs, equipment 17

costs, and other costs directly related to the op-18

eration of the program, including costs relating 19

to enforcement; 20

‘‘(B) payments for treatment providers 21

that are approved by the State or Indian Tribe 22

and licensed, if necessary, to provide needed 23

treatment to program participants, including 24
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aftercare supervision, vocational training, edu-1

cation, and job placement; and 2

‘‘(C) payments to public and nonprofit pri-3

vate entities that are approved by the State or 4

Indian Tribe and licensed, if necessary, to pro-5

vide alcohol and drug addiction treatment to of-6

fenders participating in the program. 7

‘‘(d) SUPPLEMENT OF NON-FEDERAL FUNDS.— 8

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Grants awarded under this 9

section shall be used to supplement, and not sup-10

plant, non-Federal funds that would otherwise be 11

available for programs described in this section. 12

‘‘(2) FEDERAL SHARE.—The Federal share of a 13

grant made under this section may not exceed 50 14

percent of the total costs of the program described 15

in an application under subsection (e). 16

‘‘(e) APPLICATIONS.—To request a grant under this 17

section, a State, unit of local government, territory, Indian 18

Tribe, or nonprofit agency shall submit an application to 19

the Attorney General in such form and containing such 20

information as the Attorney General may reasonably re-21

quire. 22

‘‘(f) GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION.—The Attorney 23

General shall ensure that, to the extent practicable, the 24
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distribution of grants under this section is equitable and 1

includes— 2

‘‘(1) each State; and 3

‘‘(2) a unit of local government, territory, In-4

dian Tribe, or nonprofit agency— 5

‘‘(A) in each State; and 6

‘‘(B) in rural, suburban, Tribal, and urban 7

jurisdictions. 8

‘‘(g) REPORTS AND EVALUATIONS.—For each fiscal 9

year, each grantee under this section during that fiscal 10

year shall submit to the Attorney General a report on the 11

effectiveness of activities carried out using such grant. 12

Each report shall include an evaluation in such form and 13

containing such information as the Attorney General may 14

reasonably require. The Attorney General shall specify the 15

dates on which such reports shall be submitted. 16

‘‘(h) ACCOUNTABILITY.—Grants awarded under this 17

section shall be subject to the following accountability pro-18

visions: 19

‘‘(1) AUDIT REQUIREMENT.— 20

‘‘(A) DEFINITION.—In this paragraph, the 21

term ‘unresolved audit finding’ means a finding 22

in the final audit report of the Inspector Gen-23

eral of the Department of Justice under sub-24

paragraph (C) that the audited grantee has 25

used grant funds for an unauthorized expendi-1

ture or otherwise unallowable cost that is not 2

closed or resolved within 1 year after the date 3

on which final audit report is issued. 4

‘‘(B) AUDITS.—Beginning in the first fis-5

cal year beginning after the date of enactment 6

of this section, and in each fiscal year there-7

after, the Inspector General of the Department 8

of Justice shall conduct audits of grantees 9

under this section to prevent waste, fraud, and 10

abuse of funds by grantees. The Inspector Gen-11

eral shall determine the appropriate number of 12

grantees to be audited each year. 13

‘‘(C) FINAL AUDIT REPORT.—The Inspec-14

tor General of the Department of Justice shall 15

submit a final report on each audit conducted 16

under subparagraph (B). 17

‘‘(D) MANDATORY EXCLUSION.—Grantees 18

under this section about which there is an unre-19

solved audit finding shall not be eligible to re-20

ceive a grant under this section during the 2 21

fiscal years beginning after the end of the 1- 22

year period described in subparagraph (A). 23

‘‘(E) PRIORITY.—In making grants under 24

this section, the Attorney General shall give pri-25
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ority to applicants that did not have an unre-1

solved audit finding during the 3 fiscal years 2

before submitting an application for a grant 3

under this section. 4

‘‘(F) REIMBURSEMENT.—If an entity re-5

ceives a grant under this section during the 2- 6

fiscal-year period during which the entity is 7

prohibited from receiving grants under subpara-8

graph (D), the Attorney General shall— 9

‘‘(i) deposit an amount equal to the 10

amount of the grant that was improperly 11

awarded to the grantee into the General 12

Fund of the Treasury; and 13

‘‘(ii) seek to recoup the costs of the 14

repayment under clause (i) from the grant-15

ee that was erroneously awarded grant 16

funds. 17

‘‘(2) NONPROFIT AGENCY REQUIREMENTS.— 18

‘‘(A) DEFINITION.—For purposes of this 19

paragraph and the grant program under this 20

section, the term ‘nonprofit agency’ means an 21

organization that is described in section 22

501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 23

(26 U.S.C. 501(c)(3)) and is exempt from tax-24
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ation under section 501(a) of the Internal Rev-1

enue Code of 1986 (26 U.S.C. 501(a)). 2

‘‘(B) PROHIBITION.—The Attorney Gen-3

eral may not award a grant under this section 4

to a nonprofit agency that holds money in an 5

offshore account for the purpose of avoiding 6

paying the tax described in section 511(a) of 7

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (26 U.S.C. 8

511(a)). 9

‘‘(C) DISCLOSURE.—Each nonprofit agen-10

cy that is awarded a grant under this section 11

and uses the procedures prescribed in regula-12

tions to create a rebuttable presumption of rea-13

sonableness for the compensation of its officers, 14

directors, trustees, and key employees, shall dis-15

close to the Attorney General, in the application 16

for the grant, the process for determining such 17

compensation, including the independent per-18

sons involved in reviewing and approving such 19

compensation, the comparability data used, and 20

contemporaneous substantiation of the delibera-21

tion and decision. Upon request, the Attorney 22

General shall make the information disclosed 23

under this subparagraph available for public in-24

spection. 25

‘‘(3) CONFERENCE EXPENDITURES.— 1

‘‘(A) LIMITATION.—Not more than 2

$20,000 of the amounts made available to the 3

Department of Justice to carry out this section 4

may be used by the Attorney General, or by any 5

individual or entity awarded a grant under this 6

section to host, or make any expenditures relat-7

ing to, a conference unless the Deputy Attorney 8

General provides prior written authorization 9

that the funds may be expended to host the 10

conference or make such expenditure. 11

‘‘(B) WRITTEN APPROVAL.—Written ap-12

proval under subparagraph (A) shall include a 13

written estimate of all costs associated with the 14

conference, including the cost of all food, bev-15

erages, audio-visual equipment, honoraria for 16

speakers, and entertainment. 17

‘‘(C) REPORT.—The Deputy Attorney Gen-18

eral shall submit an annual report to the Com-19

mittee on the Judiciary of the Senate and the 20

Committee on the Judiciary of the House of 21

Representatives on all conference expenditures 22

approved under this paragraph. 23

‘‘(4) ANNUAL CERTIFICATION.—Beginning in 24

the first fiscal year beginning after the date of en-25
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actment of this subsection, the Attorney General 1

shall submit to the Committee on the Judiciary and 2

the Committee on Appropriations of the Senate and 3

ACT 3

SEC. 201. SHORT TITLE. 4

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Comprehensive Justice 5

and Mental Health Act of 2015’’. 6

SEC. 202. FINDINGS. 7

Congress finds the following: 8

(1) An estimated 2,000,000 individuals with se-9

rious mental illnesses are booked into jails each 10

year, resulting in prevalence rates of serious mental 11

illness in jails that are 3 to 6 times higher than in 12

the general population. An even greater number of 13

individuals who are detained in jails each year have 14

mental health problems that do not rise to the level 15

of a serious mental illness but may still require a re-16

source-intensive response. 17

(2) Adults with mental illnesses cycle through 18

jails more often than individuals without mental ill-19

nesses, and tend to stay longer (including before 20

trial, during trial, and after sentencing). 21

(3) According to estimates, almost 3⁄4 of jail de-22

tainees with serious mental illnesses have co-occur-23

ring substance use disorders, and individuals with 24
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mental illnesses are also much more likely to have 1

serious physical health needs. 2

(4) Among individuals under probation super-3

vision, individuals with mental disorders are nearly 4

twice as likely as other individuals to have their 5

community sentence revoked, furthering their in-6

volvement in the criminal justice system. Reasons 7

for revocation may be directly or indirectly related to 8

an individual’s mental disorder. 9
