Making supplemental appropriations for the fiscal year end-

ing September 30, 2013, to improve and streamline dis-

aster assistance for Hurricane Sandy, and for other pur-

poses. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2
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That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 1

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 2

fiscal year ending September 30, 2013, and for other pur-3

poses, namely: 4

APPROPRIATIONS ACT, 2013 6

TITLE I 7

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 8

DOMESTIC FOOD PROGRAMS 9

FOOD AND NUTRITION SERVICE 10

COMMODITY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 11

For an additional amount for ‘‘Commodity Assistance 12

Program’’ for the emergency food assistance program as 13

authorized by section 27(a) of the Food and Nutrition Act 14

of 2008 (7 U.S.C. 2036(a)) and section 204(a)(1) of the 15

Emergency Food Assistance Act of 1983 (7 U.S.C. 16

7508(a)(1)), $6,000,000: Provided, That notwithstanding 17

any other provisions of the Emergency Food Assistance 18

Act of 1983, the Secretary of Agriculture may allocate ad-19

ditional foods and funds for administrative expenses from 20

resources specifically appropriated, transferred, or repro-21

grammed to restore to States resources used to assist fam-22

ilies and individuals displaced by Hurricane Sandy among 23

the States without regard to sections 204 and 214 of such 24

Act (7 U.S.C. 7508, 7515): Provided further, That such 25
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amount is designated by the Congress as being for an 1

emergency requirement pursuant to section 2

251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 3

Deficit Control Act of 1985. 4

TITLE II 5

DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY 6

CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL 7

INVESTIGATIONS 8

For an additional amount for ‘‘Investigations’’ for 9

necessary expenses related to the consequences of Hurri-10

cane Sandy, $20,000,000, to remain available until ex-11

pended to conduct studies of flood and storm damage re-12

duction related to natural disasters: Provided, That using 13

$19,500,000 of the funds provided herein, the Secretary 14

of the Army shall conduct, at full Federal expense, a com-15

prehensive study to address the flood risks of vulnerable 16

coastal populations in areas impacted by Hurricane Sandy 17

within the boundaries of the North Atlantic Division of 18

the United States Army Corps of Engineers: Provided fur-19

ther, That an interim report with an assessment of author-20

ized Corps projects for reducing flooding and storm risks 21

in the affected area that have been constructed or are 22

under construction, including construction cost estimates, 23

shall be submitted to the Committees on Appropriations 24

of the House of Representatives and the Senate not later 25
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than March 1, 2013: Provided further, That an interim 1

report identifying any previously authorized but 2

unconstructed Corps project and any project under study 3

by the Corps for reducing flooding and storm damage 4

risks in the affected area, including updated construction 5

cost estimates, that are, or would be, consistent with the 6

comprehensive study shall be submitted to the appropriate 7

congressional committees not later than May 1, 2013: Pro-8

vided further, That a final report shall be submitted to 9

the appropriate congressional committees not later than 10

24 months after the date of enactment of this division: 11

Provided further, That as a part of the study, the Sec-12

retary shall identify those activities that warrant addi-13

tional analysis by the Corps, as well as institutional and 14

other barriers to providing protection to the affected 15

coastal areas: Provided further, That the Secretary shall 16

conduct the study in coordination with other Federal 17

agencies, and State, local, and Tribal officials to ensure 18

consistency with other plans to be developed, as appro-19

priate: Provided further, That using $500,000 of the funds 20

provided herein, the Secretary shall conduct, at full Fed-21

eral expense, an evaluation of the performance of existing 22

projects constructed by the Corps and damaged as a con-23

sequence of Hurricane Sandy for the purposes of deter-24

mining their effectiveness and making recommendations 25
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for improvements to such projects: Provided further, That 1

the amounts in this paragraph are designated by the Con-2

gress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to 3

section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and 4

Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, 5

That the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Civil Works 6

shall provide a monthly report to the Committees on Ap-7

propriations of the House of Representatives and the Sen-8

ate detailing the allocation and obligation of these funds, 9

beginning not later than 60 days after the date of enact-10

ment of this division. 11

CONSTRUCTION 12

For an additional amount for ‘‘Construction’’ for nec-13

essary expenses related to the consequences of Hurricane 14

Sandy, $9,000,000, to remain available until expended for 15

repairs to projects that were under construction and dam-16

aged as a consequence of Hurricane Sandy: Provided, 17

That such amount is designated by the Congress as being 18

for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 19

251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 20

Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, That the 21

Assistant Secretary of the Army for Civil Works shall pro-22

vide a monthly report to the Committees on Appropria-23

tions of the House of Representatives and the Senate de-24

tailing the allocation and obligation of these funds, begin-25
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ning not later than 60 days after enactment of this divi-1

sion. 2

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE 3

For an additional amount for ‘‘Operation and Main-4

tenance’’ for necessary expenses related to the con-5

sequences of Hurricane Sandy, $742,000,000, to remain 6

available until expended to dredge Federal navigation 7

channels, and repair damage to Corps projects: Provided, 8

That such amount is designated by the Congress as being 9

for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 10

251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 11

Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, That the 12

Assistant Secretary of the Army for Civil Works shall pro-13

vide a monthly report to the Committees on Appropria-14

tions of the House of Representatives and the Senate de-15

tailing the allocation and obligation of these funds, begin-16

ning not later than 60 days after enactment of this divi-17

sion. 18

FLOOD CONTROL AND COASTAL EMERGENCIES 19

For an additional amount for ‘‘Flood Control and 20

Coastal Emergencies’’ for necessary expenses related to 21

the consequences of Hurricane Sandy, $582,000,000, to 22

remain available until expended to support emergency op-23

erations, repairs, and other activities, as authorized by 24

law: Provided, That such amount is designated by the 25
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Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant 1

to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and 2

Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, 3

That the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Civil Works 4

shall provide a monthly report to the Committees on Ap-5

propriations of the House of Representatives and the Sen-6

ate detailing the allocation and obligation of these funds, 7

beginning not later than 60 days after enactment of this 8

division. 9

iency to small businesses that are recovering from Hurri-17

cane Sandy: Provided, That the Small Business Adminis-18

tration shall expedite the delivery of assistance in disaster- 19

affected areas: Provided further, That the Administrator 20

of the Small Business Administration may waive the 21

matching requirements under section 21(a)(4)(A) and 22

29(c) of the Small Business Act for any grant made using 23

funds made available under this heading: Provided further, 24

That no later than 30 days after the date of enactment 25
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of this division, or no less than 7 days prior to obligation 1

of funds, whichever occurs earlier, the Administrator of 2

the Small Business Administration shall submit to the 3

Committees on Appropriations of the House of Represent-4

atives and the Senate a detailed expenditure plan for 5

funds provided under this heading: Provided further, That 6

such amount is designated by the Congress as being for 7

an emergency requirement pursuant to section 8

251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 9

Deficit Control Act of 1985. 10

OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL 11

For an additional amount for ‘‘Office of Inspector 12

General’’ for necessary expenses related to the con-13

sequences of Hurricane Sandy, $1,000,000, to remain 14

available until September 30, 2014: Provided, That such 15

amount is designated by the Congress as being for an 16

emergency requirement pursuant to section 17

251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 18

Deficit Control Act of 1985. 19

DISASTER LOANS PROGRAM ACCOUNT 20

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 21

For an additional amount for ‘‘Disaster Loans Pro-22

gram Account’’ for the cost of direct loans authorized by 23

section 7(b) of the Small Business Act, for necessary ex-24

penses related to the consequences of Hurricane Sandy, 25
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$100,000,000, to remain available until expended: Pro-1

vided, That such costs, including the cost of modifying 2

such loans, shall be as defined in section 502 of the Con-3

gressional Budget Act of 1974: Provided further, That in 4

addition, for direct administrative expenses of loan making 5

and servicing to carry out the direct loan program author-6

ized by section 7(b) of the Small Business Act in response 7

to Hurricane Sandy, an additional $50,000,000, to remain 8

available until expended, which may be transferred to and 9

merged with the appropriations for Salaries and Expenses: 10

Provided further, That such amounts are designated by the 11

Congress as being for an emergency requirement pursuant 12

to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and 13

Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985. 14

For an additional amount for ‘‘Acquisition, Construc-20

tion, and Improvements’’ for necessary expenses related 21

to the consequences of Hurricane Sandy, $143,899,000, 22

to remain available until September 30, 2014: Provided, 23

That such amount is designated by the Congress as being 24

for an emergency requirement pursuant to section 25
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251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency 1

Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, That not-2

withstanding the transfer limitation contained in section 3

503 of division D of Public Law 112–74, such funding 4

may be transferred to other Coast Guard appropriations 5

after notification as required in accordance with such sec-6

tion: Provided further, That a description of all facilities 7

and property to be reconstructed and restored, with asso-8

ciated costs and time lines, shall be submitted to the Com-9

mittees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives 10

and the Senate no later than 90 days after the date of 11

enactment of this division. 12

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 15

For an additional amount for the ‘‘Disaster Relief 16

Fund’’ for major disasters declared pursuant to the Rob-17

ert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance 18

Act (42 U.S.C. 5121 et seq.), $5,379,000,000, to remain 19

available until expended, of which $3,000,000 shall be 20

transferred to the Department of Homeland Security Of-21

fice of Inspector General for audits and investigations re-22

lated to disasters: Provided, That such amount is des-23

ignated by the Congress as being for disaster relief pursu-24

ant to section 251(b)(2)(D) of the Balanced Budget and 25
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Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985: Provided further, 1

That the Administrator of the Federal Emergency Man-2

agement Agency shall publish on the Agency’s website not 3

later than 24 hours after an award of a public assistance 4

grant under section 406 of the Robert T. Stafford Dis-5

aster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 6

5172) that is in excess of $1,000,000, the specifics of each 7

such grant award: Provided further, That for any mission 8

assignment or mission assignment task order to another 9

Federal department or agency regarding a major disaster, 10

not later than 24 hours after the issuance of a mission 11

assignment or task order in excess of $1,000,000, the Ad-12

ministrator shall publish on the Agency’s website the fol-13

lowing: the name of the impacted State and the disaster 14

declaration for such State, the assigned agency, the assist-15

ance requested, a description of the disaster, the total cost 16

estimate, and the amount obligated: Provided further, 17

That not later than 10 days after the last day of each 18

month until the mission assignment or task order is com-19

pleted and closed out, the Administrator shall update any 20

changes to the total cost estimate and the amount obli-21

gated: Provided further, That for a disaster declaration re-22

lated to Hurricane Sandy, the Administrator shall submit 23

to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-24

resentatives and the Senate, not later than 5 days after 25
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the first day of each month beginning after the date of 1

enactment of this division, and shall publish on the Agen-2

cy’s website not later than 10 days after the first day of 3

each such month, an estimate or actual amount, if avail-4

able, for the current fiscal year of the cost of the following 5

categories of spending: public assistance, individual assist-6

ance, operations, mitigation, administrative, and any other 7

relevant category (including emergency measures and dis-8

aster resources): Provided further, That not later than 10 9

days after the first day of each month beginning after the 10

date of enactment of this division, the Administrator shall 11

publish on the Agency’s website the report (referred to as 12

the Disaster Relief Monthly Report) as required by Public 13

Law 112–74. 14

For an additional amount for ‘‘Research, Develop-18

ment, Acquisition, and Operations’’, for necessary ex-19

penses related to the consequences of Hurricane Sandy, 20

$585,000, to remain available until September 30, 2013: 21

Provided, That such amount is designated by the Congress 22

as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to sec-23

tion 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emer-24

gency Deficit Control Act of 1985. 25
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DOMESTIC NUCLEAR DETECTION OFFICE 1

SYSTEMS ACQUISITION 2

For an additional amount for ‘‘Systems Acquisition’’, 3

for necessary expenses related to the consequences of Hur-4

ricane Sandy, $3,869,000, to remain available until Sep-5

tember 30, 2014: Provided, That such amount is des-6

ignated by the Congress as being for an emergency re-7

quirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Bal-8

anced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985. 9

For an additional amount for ‘‘Construction, Major 23

Projects’’, $207,000,000, to remain available until Sep-24

tember 30, 2017, for renovations and repairs as a con-25
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sequence of damage caused by Hurricane Sandy: Provided, 1

That none of these funds shall be available for obligation 2

until the Secretary of Veterans Affairs submits to the 3

Committees on Appropriations of the House of Represent-4

atives and the Senate a detailed expenditure plan for 5

funds provided under this heading: Provided further, That 6

notwithstanding any other provision of law, such funds 7

may be obligated and expended to carry out planning and 8

(3) by inserting after paragraph (5) the fol-6

lowing: 7

‘‘(6) INDIAN TRIBAL GOVERNMENT.—The term 8

‘Indian tribal government’ means the governing body 9

of any Indian or Alaska Native tribe, band, nation, 10

pueblo, village, or community that the Secretary of 11

the Interior acknowledges to exist as an Indian tribe 12

under the Federally Recognized Indian Tribe List 13

Act of 1994 (25 U.S.C. 479a et seq.).’’; and 14

(4) by adding at the end the following: 15

‘‘(12) CHIEF EXECUTIVE.—The term ‘Chief Ex-16

ecutive’ means the person who is the Chief, Chair-17

man, Governor, President, or similar executive offi-18

cial of an Indian tribal government.’’. 19

(d) REFERENCES.—Title I of the Robert T. Stafford 20

Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 21

5121 et seq.) is amended by adding after section 102 the 22

following: 23
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‘‘SEC. 103. REFERENCES. 1

‘‘Except as otherwise specifically provided, any ref-2

erence in this Act to ‘State and local’, ‘State or local’, 3

‘State, and local’, ‘State, or local’, or ‘State, local’ (includ-4

ing plurals) with respect to governments or officials and 5

any reference to a ‘local government’ in sections 406(d)(3) 6

and 417 is deemed to refer also to Indian tribal govern-7

ments and officials, as appropriate.’’.

(e) REGULATIONS.— 9

(1) ISSUANCE.—The President shall issue regu-10

lations to carry out the amendments made by this 11

section.

(2) FACTORS.—In issuing the regulations, the 13

President shall consider the unique conditions that 14

affect the general welfare of Indian tribal govern-15

ments. 16

SEC. 1111. RECOMMENDATIONS FOR REDUCING COSTS OF 17

FUTURE DISASTERS. 18

(a) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 180 days 19

after the date of enactment of this division, the Adminis-20

trator of the Federal Emergency Management Agency 21

shall submit to Congress recommendations for the devel-22

opment of a national strategy for reducing future costs, 23

loss of life, and injuries associated with extreme disaster 24

events in vulnerable areas of the United States. 25
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(b) NATIONAL STRATEGY.—The national strategy 1

should— 2

(1) respect the constitutional role and respon-3

sibilities of Federal, State, and local governments 4

and the private sector; 5

(2) consider the vulnerability of the United 6

States to damage from flooding, severe weather 7

events, and other hazards; 8

(3) analyze gaps and duplication of emergency 9

preparedness, response, recovery, and mitigation 10

measures provided by Federal, State, and local enti-11

ties; and 12

(4) include recommendations on how to improve 13

the resiliency of local communities and States for 14

the purpose of lowering future costs of disaster re-15

sponse and recovery. 16
