cept to the extent fees are collected from owners of yachts 21

and credited to this appropriation: Provided further, That 22

of the funds provided under this heading, $167,683,000 23

shall be withheld from obligation for Coast Guard Head-24

quarters Directorates until a revised future-years capital 25
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investment plan for fiscal years 2015 through 2019, as 1

specified under the heading ‘‘Coast Guard Acquisition, 2

Construction, and Improvements’’ of this Act is submitted 3

to the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and 4

the House of Representatives.
