Making appropriations for the Department of Defense for 

the fiscal year ending September 30, 2014, and for other 

purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2
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That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 1

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 2

fiscal year ending September 30, 2014, for military func-3

tions administered by the Department of Defense and for 4

other purposes, namely: 5

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 18

for the operation and maintenance of the Army, as author-19

ized by law; and not to exceed $12,478,000 can be used 20

for emergencies and extraordinary expenses, to be ex-21

pended on the approval or authority of the Secretary of 22

the Army, and payments may be made on his certificate 23

of necessity for confidential military purposes, 24

$35,183,796,000 (increased by $5,000,000). 25
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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, NAVY 1

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 2

for the operation and maintenance of the Navy and the 3

Marine Corps, as authorized by law; and not to exceed 4

$15,055,000 can be used for emergencies and extraor-5

dinary expenses, to be expended on the approval or author-6

ity of the Secretary of the Navy, and payments may be 7

made on his certificate of necessity for confidential mili-8

tary purposes, $40,127,402,000 (increased by 9

$2,500,000). 10

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, MARINE CORPS 11

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 12

for the operation and maintenance of the Marine Corps, 13

as authorized by law, $6,298,757,000 (increased by 14

$10,000,000). 15

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, AIR FORCE 16

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 17

for the operation and maintenance of the Air Force, as 18

authorized by law; and not to exceed $7,699,000 can be 19

used for emergencies and extraordinary expenses, to be ex-20

pended on the approval or authority of the Secretary of 21

the Air Force, and payments may be made on his certifi-22

cate of necessity for confidential military purposes, 23

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 3

for the operation and maintenance of activities and agen-4

cies of the Department of Defense (other than the military 5

departments), as authorized by law, $32,301,685,000 (re-6

duced by $11,000,000) (reduced by $25,000,000) (re-7

duced by $10,000,000) (reduced by $10,000,000) (in-8

creased by $10,000,000) (reduced by $1,000,000) (in-9

or the service headquarters of one of the Armed Forces 8

into a legislative affairs or legislative liaison office: Pro-9

vided further, That $8,721,000, to remain available until 10

expended, is available only for expenses relating to certain 11

classified activities, and may be transferred as necessary 12

by the Secretary of Defense to operation and maintenance 13

appropriations or research, development, test and evalua-14

tion appropriations, to be merged with and to be available 15

for the same time period as the appropriations to which 16

transferred: Provided further, That any ceiling on the in-17

For expenses, not otherwise provided for, necessary 2

sonnel services in the National Guard Bureau; travel ex-16

penses (other than mileage), as authorized by law for 17

Army personnel on active duty, for Army National Guard 18

division, regimental, and battalion commanders while in-19

specting units in compliance with National Guard Bureau 20

regulations when specifically authorized by the Chief, Na-21

tional Guard Bureau; supplying and equipping the Army 22

National Guard as authorized by law; and expenses of re-23

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE, AIR NATIONAL GUARD 3

For expenses of training, organizing, and admin-4

istering the Air National Guard, including medical and 5

hospital treatment and related expenses in non-Federal 6

hospitals; maintenance, operation, and repairs to struc-7

tures and facilities; transportation of things, hire of pas-8

senger motor vehicles; supplying and equipping the Air 9

National Guard, as authorized by law; expenses for repair, 10

modification, maintenance, and issue of supplies and 11

equipment, including those furnished from stocks under 12

the control of agencies of the Department of Defense; 13

travel expenses (other than mileage) on the same basis as 14

authorized by law for Air National Guard personnel on 15

active Federal duty, for Air National Guard commanders 16

while inspecting units in compliance with National Guard 17

Bureau regulations when specifically authorized by the 18

Chief, National Guard Bureau, $6,675,999,000 (increased 19

by $5,000,000). 20

UNITED STATES COURT OF APPEALS FOR THE ARMED 21

For salaries and expenses necessary for the United 23

States Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces, 24
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$13,606,000, of which not to exceed $5,000 may be used 1

for official representation purposes. 2

ENVIRONMENTAL RESTORATION, ARMY 3

For the Department of the Army, $298,815,000 (re-5

duced by $500,000), to remain available until transferred: 6

Provided, That the Secretary of the Army shall, upon de-7

For the Department of the Navy, $316,103,000, to 3

remain available until transferred: Provided, That the Sec-4

retary of the Navy shall, upon determining that such 5

funds are required for environmental restoration, reduc-6

tion and recycling of hazardous waste, removal of unsafe 7

buildings and debris of the Department of the Navy, or 8

for similar purposes, transfer the funds made available by 9

this appropriation to other appropriations made available 10

to the Department of the Navy, to be merged with and 11

to be available for the same purposes and for the same 12

time period as the appropriations to which transferred: 13

Provided further, That upon a determination that all or 14

part of the funds transferred from this appropriation are 15

not necessary for the purposes provided herein, such 16

amounts may be transferred back to this appropriation: 17

Provided further, That the transfer authority provided 18

under this heading is in addition to any other transfer au-19

thority provided elsewhere in this Act. 20

ENVIRONMENTAL RESTORATION, AIR FORCE 21

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 22

For the Department of the Air Force, $439,820,000, 23

to remain available until transferred: Provided, That the 24

Secretary of the Air Force shall, upon determining that 25
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such funds are required for environmental restoration, re-1

duction and recycling of hazardous waste, removal of un-2

safe buildings and debris of the Department of the Air 3

Force, or for similar purposes, transfer the funds made 4

available by this appropriation to other appropriations 5

made available to the Department of the Air Force, to be 6

merged with and to be available for the same purposes 7

and for the same time period as the appropriations to 8

which transferred: Provided further, That upon a deter-9

mination that all or part of the funds transferred from 10

this appropriation are not necessary for the purposes pro-11

vided herein, such amounts may be transferred back to 12

this appropriation: Provided further, That the transfer au-13

thority provided under this heading is in addition to any 14

other transfer authority provided elsewhere in this Act.

For the Department of the Army, $262,443,000, to 14

remain available until transferred: Provided, That the Sec-15

retary of the Army shall, upon determining that such 16

funds are required for environmental restoration, reduc-17

tion and recycling of hazardous waste, removal of unsafe 18

buildings and debris at sites formerly used by the Depart-19

ment of Defense, transfer the funds made available by this 20

appropriation to other appropriations made available to 21

the Department of the Army, to be merged with and to 22

be available for the same purposes and for the same time 23

period as the appropriations to which transferred: Pro-24

vided further, That upon a determination that all or part 25
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of the funds transferred from this appropriation are not 1

necessary for the purposes provided herein, such amounts 2

may be transferred back to this appropriation: Provided 3

further, That the transfer authority provided under this 4

heading is in addition to any other transfer authority pro-5

vided elsewhere in this Act. 6

OVERSEAS HUMANITARIAN, DISASTER, AND CIVIC AID 7

For expenses relating to the Overseas Humanitarian, 8

Disaster, and Civic Aid programs of the Department of 9

Defense (consisting of the programs provided under sec-10

tions 401, 402, 404, 407, 2557, and 2561 of title 10, 11

United States Code), $109,500,000, to remain available 12

until September 30, 2015. 13

COOPERATIVE THREAT REDUCTION ACCOUNT 14

For assistance to the republics of the former Soviet 15

Union and, with appropriate authorization by the Depart-16

ment of Defense and Department of State, to countries 17

outside of the former Soviet Union, including assistance 18

provided by contract or by grants, for facilitating the 19

elimination and the safe and secure transportation and 20

storage of nuclear, chemical and other weapons; for estab-21

lishing programs to prevent the proliferation of weapons, 22

weapons components, and weapon-related technology and 23

expertise; for programs relating to the training and sup-24

port of defense and military personnel for demilitarization 25
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and protection of weapons, weapons components and 1

weapons technology and expertise, and for defense and 2

military contacts, $528,455,000, to remain available until 3

and construction prosecuted thereon prior to approval of 9

title; and procurement and installation of equipment, ap-10

pliances, and machine tools in public and private plants; 11

reserve plant and Government and contractor-owned 12

equipment layaway; and other expenses necessary for the 13

foregoing purposes, $1,628,083,000, to remain available 14

for obligation until September 30, 2016. 15

For construction, procurement, production, and 8

modification of ammunition, and accessories therefor; spe-9

cialized equipment and training devices; expansion of pub-10

lic and private plants, including ammunition facilities au-11

thorized by section 2854 of title 10, United States Code, 12

and the land necessary therefor, for the foregoing pur-13

poses, and such lands and interests therein, may be ac-14

quired, and construction prosecuted thereon prior to ap-15

proval of title; and procurement and installation of equip-16

ment, appliances, and machine tools in public and private 17

plants; reserve plant and Government and contractor- 18

owned equipment layaway; and other expenses necessary 19

for the foregoing purposes, $1,465,937,000, to remain 20

available for obligation until September 30, 2016. 21

OTHER PROCUREMENT, ARMY 22

For construction, procurement, production, and 23

modification of vehicles, including tactical, support, and 24

non-tracked combat vehicles; the purchase of passenger 25
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motor vehicles for replacement only; communications and 1

electronic equipment; other support equipment; spare 2

parts, ordnance, and accessories therefor; specialized 3

equipment and training devices; expansion of public and 4

private plants, including the land necessary therefor, for 5

the foregoing purposes, and such lands and interests 6

therein, may be acquired, and construction prosecuted 7

thereon prior to approval of title; and procurement and 8

installation of equipment, appliances, and machine tools 9

in public and private plants; reserve plant and Govern-10

ment and contractor-owned equipment layaway; and other 11

expenses necessary for the foregoing purposes, 12

$6,467,751,000, to remain available for obligation until 13
