Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and 5

Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending 6

September 30, 2016, and for other purposes, namely: 7

TITLE I—DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 8

EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION 9

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES 10

For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation 11

and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as ‘‘WIOA’’) 12

and the Second Chance Act of 2007, $3,003,314,000, plus 13

reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts pro-14

vided: 15

(1) for grants to States for adult employment 16

and training activities, youth activities, and dis-17

located worker employment and training activities, 18

$2,624,108,000 as follows: 19

(A) $776,736,000 for adult employment 20

and training activities, of which $64,736,000 21

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016, 22

through June 30, 2017, and of which 23

$712,000,000 shall be available for the period 24

October 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017; 25
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(B) $831,842,000 for youth activities, 1

which shall be available for the period April 1, 2

2016 through June 30, 2017; and 3

(C) $1,015,530,000 for dislocated worker 4

employment and training activities, of which 5

$155,530,000 shall be available for the period 6

July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017, and of 7

which $860,000,000 shall be available for the 8

period October 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017: 9

Provided, That notwithstanding section 128(a)(1) of 10

the WIOA, the amount available to the Governor for 11

statewide workforce investment activities shall not 12

exceed 11 percent of the amount allotted to the 13

State from each of the appropriations under the pre-14

ceding subparagraphs; 15

(2) for national programs, $379,206,000 as fol-16

lows: 17

(A) $74,000,000 for the dislocated workers 18

assistance national reserve, of which 19

$14,800,000 shall be available for the period 20

July 1, 2016 through September 30, 2017, and 21

of which $59,200,000 shall be available for the 22

period October 1, 2016 through September 30, 23

2017: Provided, That funds provided to carry 24

out section 132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be 25
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used to provide assistance to a State for state-1

wide or local use in order to address cases 2

where there have been worker dislocations 3

across multiple sectors or across multiple local 4

areas and such workers remain dislocated; co-5

ordinate the State workforce development plan 6

with emerging economic development needs; and 7

train such eligible dislocated workers: Provided 8

further, That funds provided to carry out sec-9

tions 168(b) and 169(c) of the WIOA may be 10

used for technical assistance and demonstration 11

projects, respectively, that provide assistance to 12

new entrants in the workforce and incumbent 13

workers; 14

(B) $50,000,000 for Native American pro-15

grams under section 166 of the WIOA, which 16

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016 17

through June 30, 2017; 18

(C) $81,896,000 for migrant and seasonal 19

farmworker programs under section 167 of the 20

WIOA, including $75,885,000 for formula 21

grants (of which not less than 70 percent shall 22

be for employment and training services), 23

$5,517,000 for migrant and seasonal housing 24

(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for 25
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permanent housing), and $494,000 for other 1

discretionary purposes, which shall be available 2

for the period July 1, 2016 through June 30, 3

2017: Provided, That notwithstanding any 4

other provision of law or related regulation, the 5

Department of Labor shall take no action lim-6

iting the number or proportion of eligible par-7

ticipants receiving related assistance services or 8

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-9

ices; 10

(D) $82,000,000 for YouthBuild activities 11

as described in section 171 of the WIOA, which 12

shall be available for the period April 1, 2016 13

through June 30, 2017; 14

(E) $3,232,000 for technical assistance ac-15

tivities under section 168 of the WIOA, which 16

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016 17

through June 30, 2017; 18

(F) $82,078,000 for ex-offender activities, 19

under the authority of section 169 of the WIOA 20

and section 212 of the Second Chance Act of 21

2007, which shall be available for the period 22

April 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017: Provided, 23

That of this amount, $20,000,000 shall be for 24

competitive grants to national and regional 25
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intermediaries for activities that prepare young 1

ex-offenders and school dropouts for employ-2

ment, with a priority for projects serving high- 3

crime, high-poverty areas; and 4

(G) $6,000,000 for the Workforce Data 5

Quality Initiative, under the authority of section 6

169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for 7

the period July 1, 2016 through June 30, 8

2017. 9

JOB CORPS 10

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 11

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-12

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and 13

hire of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-14

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the 15

purchase of real property for training centers as author-16

ized by the WIOA, $1,688,155,000, plus reimbursements, 17

as follows: 18

(1) $1,580,825,000 for Job Corps Operations, 19

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2016 20

through June 30, 2017; 21

(2) $75,000,000 for construction, rehabilitation 22

and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which shall be 23

(3) $32,330,000 for necessary expenses of Job 12

Corps, which shall be available for obligation for the 13

period October 1, 2015 through September 30, 14

2016: 15

Provided, That no funds from any other appropriation 16

shall be used to provide meal services at or for Job Corps 17

centers. 18

COMMUNITY SERVICE EMPLOYMENT FOR OLDER 19

AMERICANS 20

To carry out title V of the Older Americans Act of 21

1965 (referred to in this Act as ‘‘OAA’’), $434,371,000, 22

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2016 23

through June 30, 2017, and may be recaptured and reobli-24

gated in accordance with section 517(c) of the OAA. 25

For authorized administrative expenses, 3

(1) $2,715,550,000 from the Trust Fund is for 8

grants to States for the administration of State un-9

employment insurance laws as authorized under title 10

III of the Social Security Act (including not less 11

than $120,000,000 to conduct in-person reemploy-12

ment and eligibility assessments and unemployment 13

insurance improper payment reviews, and to provide 14

of 2011, and shall be available for obligation by the 6

States through December 31, 2016, except that 7

funds used for automation acquisitions shall be 8

available for Federal obligation through December 9

31, 2016, and for State obligation through Sep-10

tember 30, 2018, or, if the automation acquisition is 11

being carried out through consortia of States, for 12

State obligation through September 30, 2021, and 13

for expenditure through September 30, 2022, and 14

funds for competitive grants awarded to States for 15

improved operations, to conduct in-person assess-16

ments and reviews and provide reemployment serv-17

ices and referrals,shall be available for Federal obli-18

gation through December 31, 2016 and for obliga-19

tion by the States through September 30, 2018, and 20

funds used for unemployment insurance workloads 21

experienced by the States through September 30, 22

2016 shall be available for Federal obligation 23

through December 31, 2016; 24
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(2) $14,547,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-1

tional activities necessary to support the administra-2

tion of the Federal-State unemployment insurance 3

system; 4

(3) $642,771,000 from the Trust Fund, to-5

gether with $21,413,000 from the General Fund of 6

the Treasury, is for grants to States in accordance 7

with section 6 of the Wagner-Peyser Act, and shall 8

be available for Federal obligation for the period 9

July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017; 10

(4) $19,818,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-11

tional activities of the Employment Service, includ-12

ing administration of the work opportunity tax cred-13

it under section 51 of the Internal Revenue Code of 14

1986, and the provision of technical assistance and 15

staff training under the Wagner-Peyser Act; 16

(5) $75,871,000 from the Trust Fund is for the 17

administration of foreign labor certifications and re-18

lated activities under the Immigration and Nation-19

ality Act and related laws, of which $61,589,000 20

shall be available for the Federal administration of 21

such activities, and $14,282,000 shall be available 22

for grants to States for the administration of such 23

activities; and 24
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(6) $60,153,000 from the General Fund is to 1

provide workforce information, national electronic 2

tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-3

ner-Peyser Act and shall be available for Federal ob-4

ligation for the period July 1, 2016 through June 5

30, 2017: 6

Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-7

sured Unemployment (‘‘AWIU’’) for fiscal year 2016 is 8

projected by the Department of Labor to exceed 9

2,957,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust 10

Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000 11

increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount 12

for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title 13

III of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That 14

funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State 15

to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security 16

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in 17

carrying out activities under such title III if the other 18

States include areas that have suffered a major disaster 19

Provided further, That States awarded competitive grants 12

higher education, and non-profit organizations and may 11

utilize such sums, in accordance with the provisions of 29 12

U.S.C. 9a, for the National Agricultural Workers Survey 13

infrastructure, methodology, and data to meet the infor-14

mation collection and reporting needs of such entities, 15

which shall be credited to this appropriation and shall re-16

main available until September 30, 2017, for such pur-17

poses. 18

In addition, $30,000,000 from the Employment Se-19

curity Administration Account of the Unemployment 20

Trust Fund shall be available for in-person reemployment 21

and eligibility assessments and unemployment insurance 22

improper payment reviews and to provide reemployment 23

services and referrals to training as appropriate, for the 24

claimants of regular unemployment compensation who are 25
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profiled as most likely to exhaust their benefits in each 1

State, which shall be available for Federal obligations 2

through December 31, 2016, and for State obligation 3

through September 30, 2018. 4

Provided further, That the Secretary may require that any 9

person filing a notice of injury or a claim for benefits 10

under 5 U.S.C. 81, or the Longshore and Harbor Work-11

ers’ Compensation Act, provide as part of such notice and 12

claim, such identifying information (including Social Secu-13

rity account number) as such regulations may prescribe. 14

OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION 5

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 6

For necessary expenses for the Occupational Safety 7

and Health Administration, $535,000,000, including not 8

to exceed $103,000,000 which shall be the maximum 9

amount available for grants to States under section 23(g) 10

of the Occupational Safety and Health Act (the ‘‘Act’’), 11

which grants shall be no less than 50 percent of the costs 12

of State occupational safety and health programs required 13

to be incurred under plans approved by the Secretary 14

under section 18 of the Act; and, in addition, notwith-15

standing 31 U.S.C. 3302, the Occupational Safety and 16

Health Administration may retain up to $499,000 per fis-17

cal year of training institute course tuition and fees, other-18

wise authorized by law to be collected, and may utilize 19

such sums for occupational safety and health training and 20

education: Provided, That notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 21

3302, the Secretary is authorized, during the fiscal year 22

ending September 30, 2016, to collect and retain fees for 23

services provided to Nationally Recognized Testing Lab-24

oratories, and may utilize such sums, in accordance with 25
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the provisions of 29 U.S.C. 9a, to administer national and 1

international laboratory recognition programs that ensure 2

the safety of equipment and products used by workers in 3

the workplace: Provided further, That none of the funds 4

appropriated under this paragraph shall be obligated or 5

expended to prescribe, issue, administer, or enforce any 6

standard, rule, regulation, or order under the Act which 7

is applicable to any person who is engaged in a farming 8

operation which does not maintain a temporary labor 9

camp and employs 10 or fewer employees: Provided fur-10

ther, That no funds appropriated under this paragraph 11

shall be obligated or expended to administer or enforce 12

prises of the civil authority’’. 3

(2) Jefferson’s conviction on respect for con-4

science is deeply embedded in the history and tradi-5

tions of our Nation, and codified in numerous Fed-6

eral laws approved by congressional majorities and 7

Presidents of both parties, including in the Public 8

Health Service Act; the United States Leadership 9

Against HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria Act; 10

the Religious Freedom Restoration Act; long-11

standing provisions on respect for conscience rights 12

in the Federal Employees Health Benefits Program 13

and District of Columbia appropriations; and laws to 14

protect individuals from being forced to participate 15

in Federal executions or prosecutions. 16

(3) Following enactment of the Patient Protec-17

tion and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111–148, 18

in this section referred to as ‘‘PPACA’’), the Fed-19

eral Government has sought to impose specific re-20

quirements that infringe on the rights of conscience 21

of those who offer or purchase health coverage. 22

(4) While PPACA provides an exemption for 23

some religious groups that object to participation in 24

health insurance generally, and exempts millions of 25
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Americans from most of the Act’s provisions, includ-1

ing the preventive services mandate, it fails to pro-2

vide statutory protection for those seeking to offer 3

and purchase health coverage who have a religious 4

or moral objection only to specific items or services. 5

(5) Nurses and other health care providers have 6

increasingly been subjected to discrimination for 7

abiding by their conscience rather than providing, 8

paying for, or referring for abortion. 9

(6) Conscience rights protections for health care 10

providers are an important part of civil rights pro-11

tections in Federal law and are indispensable to the 12

continued viability of the health care system in the 13

United States. The increasingly significant discrimi-14

nation suffered by faith-based nonprofit health care 15

providers risks undermining access to high-quality 16

compassionate care for some of the most vulnerable 17

populations in our country. 18

(c) APPLYING LONGSTANDING POLICY ON CON-19

SCIENCE RIGHTS TO THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—Title I of the Patient Pro-21

tection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111– 22
