Section 2 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 is 6

amended— 7

(1) by redesignating paragraphs (13) through 8

(17) as paragraphs (15) through (19); 9

(2) by redesignating paragraphs (9) through 10

(12) as paragraphs (10) through (13); 11

(3) by inserting after paragraph (8) the fol-12

lowing: 13

‘‘(9) The term ‘homeland security enterprise’ 14

means relevant governmental and nongovernmental 15

entities involved in homeland security, including 16

Federal, State, local, and tribal government officials, 17

private sector representatives, academics, and other 18

policy experts.’’; and 19

(4) by inserting after paragraph (13), as so re-20

designated, the following: 21

‘‘(14) The term ‘management integration and 22

transformation’— 23

‘‘(A) means the development of consistent 24

and consolidated functions for information tech-25
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nology, financial management, acquisition man-1

agement, and human capital management; and 2

‘‘(B) includes governing processes and pro-3

cedures, management systems, personnel activi-4

ties, budget and resource planning, training, 5

real estate management, and provision of secu-6

rity, as they relate to functions cited in sub-7

paragraph (A).’’. 8

SEC. 102. HEADQUARTERS COMPONENTS. 9

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 102 of the Homeland Se-10

after the semicolon at the end; 19

(C) in paragraph (3), by striking the pe-20

riod and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 21

(D) by adding at the end the following: 22

‘‘(4) entering into agreements with governments 23

of other countries, in consultation with the Secretary 24

of State, and international nongovernmental organi-25
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zations in order to achieve the missions of the De-1

partment.’’; and 2

(2) by adding at the end the following: 3

‘‘(h) HEADQUARTERS.— 4

‘‘(1) COMPONENTS.—The Department Head-5

quarters shall include the following: 6

‘‘(A) The Office of the Secretary. 7

‘‘(B) The Office of the Deputy Secretary. 8

‘‘(C) The Executive Secretariat. 9

‘‘(D) The Management Directorate, includ-10

ing the Office of the Chief Financial Officer. 11

‘‘(E) The Office of Policy. 12

‘‘(F) The Office of General Counsel. 13

‘‘(G) The Office of the Chief Privacy Offi-14

cer. 15

‘‘(H) The Office of Civil Rights and Civil 16

Liberties. 17

‘‘(I) The Office of Operations and Coordi-18

nation and Planning. 19

‘‘(J) The Office of Intelligence and Anal-20

ysis. 21

‘‘(K) The Office of Legislative Affairs. 22

‘‘(L) The Office of Public Affairs. 23

‘‘(2) FUNCTIONS.—The Secretary, through the 24

Headquarters, shall— 25
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‘‘(A) establish the Department’s overall 1

strategy for successfully completing its mission; 2

‘‘(B) establish initiatives that improve per-3

formance Departmentwide; 4

‘‘(C) establish mechanisms to ensure that 5

components of the Department comply with 6

Headquarters policies and fully implement the 7

Secretary’s strategies and initiatives; 8

‘‘(D) establish annual operational and 9

management objectives to determine the De-10

partment’s performance; 11

‘‘(E) ensure that the Department success-12

fully meets operational and management per-13

formance objectives through conducting over-14

sight of component agencies; 15

‘‘(F) ensure that the strategies, priorities, 16

investments, and workforce of Department 17

agencies align with Department objectives; 18

‘‘(G) establish and implement policies re-19

lated to Department ethics and compliance 20

standards; 21

‘‘(H) manage and encourage shared serv-22

ices across Department components; 23

‘‘(I) lead and coordinate interaction with 24

Congress and other external organizations; and 25
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‘‘(J) carry out other such functions as the 1

Secretary determines are appropriate.’’. 2

(b) ABOLISHMENT OF DIRECTOR OF SHARED SERV-3

ICES.— 4

(1) ABOLISHMENT.—The position of Director of 5

Shared Services is abolished. 6

(2) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 475 7

of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 8

295), and the item relating to such section in the 9

table of contents in section 1(b) of such Act, are re-10

pealed.

SEC. 103. CHIEF PRIVACY OFFICER. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 222 of the Homeland Se-13

curity Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 142) is amended— 14

(1) in subsection (a)— 15

(A) in the matter preceding paragraph 16

(1)— 17

(i) by inserting ‘‘to be the Chief Pri-18

vacy Officer of the Department,’’ after ‘‘in 19

the Department,’’; and 20

(ii) by striking ‘‘, to assume’’ and in-21

serting ‘‘and who shall have’’; and 22

(B) by amending paragraph (6) to read as 23

follows: 24
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‘‘(6) preparing a report to Congress on an an-1

nual basis on— 2

‘‘(A) activities of the Department that af-3

fect privacy, including complaints of privacy 4

violations, implementation of section 554 of 5

title 5, United States Code (popularly known as 6

the Privacy Act of 1974), internal controls, and 7

other matters; and 8

‘‘(B) the number of new technology pro-9

grams implemented in the Department each fis-10

cal year, the number of those programs that the 11

Chief Privacy Officer has evaluated to ensure 12

that privacy protections are considered and im-13

plemented, the number of those programs that 14

effectively implemented privacy protections into 15

new technology programs, and an explanation 16

of why any new programs did not effectively im-17

plement privacy protections.’’; 18

(2) by redesignating subsections (b) through (e) 19

as subsections (c) through (f); 20

(3) by inserting after subsection (a) the fol-21

lowing: 22

‘‘(b) ADDITIONAL RESPONSIBILITIES.—In addition 23

to the responsibilities under subsection (a), the Chief Pri-24

vacy Officer shall— 25
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‘‘(1) develop guidance to assist components of 1

the Department in developing privacy policies and 2

practices; 3

‘‘(2) establish a mechanism to ensure such com-4

ponents are in compliance with Federal, regulatory, 5

statutory, and the Department’s privacy require-6

ments, mandates, directives, and policy; 7

‘‘(3) work with the Chief Information Officer of 8

the Department to identify methods for managing 9

and overseeing the Department’s records, manage-10

ment policies, and procedures; 11

‘‘(4) work with components and offices of the 12

Department to ensure that information sharing ac-13

tivities incorporate privacy protections; 14

‘‘(5) serve as the Department’s central office 15

for managing and processing requests related to sec-16

tion 552 of title 5, United States Code, popularly 17

known as the Freedom of Information Act; 18

‘‘(6) develop public guidance on procedures to 19

be followed when making requests for information 20

under section 552 of title 5, United States Code; 21

‘‘(7) oversee the management and processing of 22

requests for information under section 552 of title 5, 23

United States Code, within Department Head-24
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quarters and relevant Department component of-1

fices; 2

‘‘(8) identify and eliminate unnecessary and du-3

plicative actions taken by the Department in the 4

course of processing requests for information under 5

section 552 of title 5, United States Code; and 6

‘‘(9) carry out such other responsibilities as the 7

Secretary determines are appropriate, consistent 8

with this section.’’; and 9

(4) by adding at the end the following: 10

‘‘(g) REASSIGNMENT OF FUNCTIONS.—The Sec-11

retary may reassign the functions related to managing and 12

processing requests for information under section 552 of 13

title 5, United States Code, to another officer within the 14

Department, consistent with requirements of that sec-15

tion.’’. 16

SEC. 104. OFFICE OF POLICY. 17

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Homeland Security Act of 18

2002 (6 U.S.C. 101 et seq.) is amended by— 19

(1) redesignating section 601 as section 890B, 20

and transferring that section to appear immediately 21

after section 890A; and 22

(2) striking the heading for title VI and insert-23

ing the following: 24
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‘‘TITLE VI—POLICY AND 1

PLANNING 2

‘‘SEC. 601. OFFICE OF POLICY. 3

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF OFFICE.—There shall be in 4

the Department an Office of Policy. The Office of Policy 5

shall be headed by an Under Secretary for Policy, who 6

shall be appointed by the President, by and with the advice 7

and consent of the Senate. 8

‘‘(b) MISSION.—The mission of the Office of Policy 9

is to lead, conduct, and coordinate Departmentwide policy, 10

strategic planning, and relationships with organizations or 11

persons that are not part of the Department. 12

‘‘(c) COMPONENTS OF OFFICE.—The Office of Policy 13

shall include the following components: 14

‘‘(1) The Office of Partnership and Engage-15

ment under section 602. 16

‘‘(2) The Office of International Affairs under 17

section 603. 18

‘‘(3) The Office of Policy Implementation under 19

section 604. 20

‘‘(4) The Office of Strategy and Planning under 21

section 605.

‘‘(d) RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE UNDER SEC-23

RETARY.—Subject to the direction and control of the Sec-24

retary, the Under Secretary for Policy shall— 25
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‘‘(1) serve as the principal policy advisor to the 1

Secretary; 2

‘‘(2) coordinate with the Under Secretary for 3

Management and the General Counsel of the De-4

partment to ensure that development of the Depart-5

ment’s budget is compatible with the priorities, stra-6

tegic plans, and policies established by the Sec-7

retary, including those priorities identified through 8

the Quadrennial Homeland Security Review required 9

under section 707; 10

‘‘(3) incorporate relevant feedback from, and 11

oversee and coordinate relationships with, organiza-12

tions and other persons that are not part of the De-13

partment to ensure effective communication of out-14

side stakeholders’ perspectives to components of the 15

Department; 16

‘‘(4) establish a process to ensure that organi-17

zations and other persons that are not part of the 18

Department can communicate with Department 19

components without compromising adherence by the 20

officials of such components to the Department’s 21

ethics and policies; 22

‘‘(5) manage and coordinate the Department’s 23

international engagement activities; 24
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‘‘(6) advise, inform, and assist the Secretary on 1

the impact of the Department’s policy, processes, 2

and actions on State, local, tribal, and territorial 3

governments; 4

‘‘(7) oversee the Department’s engagement and 5

development of partnerships with nonprofit organiza-6

tions and academic institutions; 7

‘‘(8) administer the Homeland Security Advi-8

sory Council and make studies available to the Com-9

mittee on Homeland Security of the House of Rep-10

resentatives and the Committee on Homeland Secu-11

rity and Governmental Affairs of the Senate on an 12

annual basis; and 13

‘‘(9) carry out such other responsibilities as the 14

Secretary determines are appropriate, consistent 15

with this section. 16

‘‘(e) COORDINATION BY DEPARTMENT COMPO-17

NENTS.— 18

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—To ensure consistency with 19

the Secretary’s policy priorities, the head of each 20

component of the Department shall coordinate with 21

the Office of Policy, as appropriate, in establishing 22

new policies or strategic planning guidance. 23

‘‘(2) INTERNATIONAL ACTIVITIES.— 24
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‘‘(A) FOREIGN NEGOTIATIONS.—Each 1

component of the Department shall coordinate 2

with the Under Secretary for Policy plans and 3

efforts of the component before pursuing nego-4

tiations with foreign governments, to ensure 5

consistency with the Department’s policy prior-6

ities. 7

‘‘(B) NOTICE OF INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL 8

BY SENIOR OFFICERS.—Each component of the 9

Department shall notify the Under Secretary 10

for Policy of the international travel of senior 11

officers of the Department. 12

‘‘(f) ASSIGNMENT OF PERSONNEL.—The Secretary 13

shall assign to the Office of Policy permanent staff and, 14

as appropriate and consistent with sections 506(c)(2), 15

821, and 888(d), other appropriate personnel detailed 16

from other components of the Department to carry out 17

the responsibilities under this section. 18

‘‘SEC. 602. OFFICE OF PARTNERSHIP AND ENGAGEMENT. 19

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—There shall be in the Office of 20

Policy an Office of Partnership and Engagement. 21

‘‘(b) HEAD OF OFFICE.—The Secretary shall appoint 22

an Assistant Secretary for Partnership and Engagement 23

to serve as the head of the Office. 24
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‘‘(c) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Assistant Secretary 1

for Partnership and Engagement shall— 2

‘‘(1) lead the coordination of Departmentwide 3

policies relating to the role of State and local law en-4

forcement in preventing, preparing for, protecting 5

against, and responding to natural disasters, acts of 6

terrorism, and other man-made disasters within the 7

United States; 8

‘‘(2) serve as a liaison between State, local, and 9

tribal law enforcement agencies and the Department, 10

including through consultation with such agencies 11

regarding Department programs that may impact 12

such agencies; 13

‘‘(3) coordinate with the Office of Intelligence 14

and Analysis to certify the intelligence and informa-15

tion sharing requirements of State, local, and tribal 16

law enforcement agencies are being addressed; 17

‘‘(4) work with the Administrator to ensure 18

that law enforcement and terrorism-focused grants 19

to State, local, and tribal government agencies, in-20

cluding grants under sections 2003 and 2004, the 21

Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program, 22

and other grants administered by the Department to 23

support fusion centers and law enforcement-oriented 24

‘‘(B) advise the Secretary on homeland se-7

curity policies, regulations, processes, and ac-8

tions that affect the participating industries 9

and associations; and 10

‘‘(C) advise the Secretary on private sector 11

preparedness issues, including effective methods 12

for— 13

‘‘(i) promoting voluntary preparedness 14

standards to the private sector; and 15

‘‘(ii) assisting the private sector in 16

adopting voluntary preparedness stand-17

ards; 18

‘‘(10) promote existing public-private partner-19

ships and developing new public-private partnerships 20

to provide for collaboration and mutual support to 21

address homeland security challenges; 22

‘‘(11) assist in the development and promotion 23

of private sector best practices to secure critical in-24

frastructure; 25
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‘‘(12) provide information to the private sector 1

regarding voluntary preparedness standards and the 2

business justification for preparedness and pro-3

moting to the private sector the adoption of vol-4

untary preparedness standards; 5

‘‘(13) coordinate industry efforts, with respect 6

to functions of the Department of Homeland Secu-7

rity, to identify private sector resources and capabili-8

ties that could be effective in supplementing Federal, 9

State, and local government agency efforts to pre-10

vent or respond to a terrorist attack; 11

‘‘(14) coordinate with the Commissioner of Cus-12

toms and Border Protection and the appropriate 13

senior official of the Department of Commerce on 14

issues related to the travel and tourism industries; 15

‘‘(15) coordinate the activities of the Depart-16

ment relating to State and local government; 17

‘‘(16) assess, and advocate for, the resources 18

needed by State and local governments to implement 19

the national strategy for combating terrorism; 20

‘‘(17) provide State and local governments with 21

regular information, research, and technical support 22

to assist local efforts at securing the homeland; 23

‘‘(18) develop a process for receiving meaning-24

ful input from State and local governments to assist 25
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the development of the national strategy for com-1

bating terrorism and other homeland security activi-2

ties; and 3

‘‘(19) perform such other functions as are es-4

tablished by law or delegated to such Assistant Sec-5

retary by the Under Secretary for Policy. 6

‘‘SEC. 603. OFFICE OF INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS. 7

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—There shall be in the Office of 8

Policy an Office of International Affairs. 9

‘‘(b) HEAD OF OFFICE.—The Secretary shall appoint 10

an Assistant Secretary for International Affairs to serve 11

as the head of the Office and as the chief diplomatic offi-12

cer of the Department. 13

‘‘(c) FUNCTIONS.— 14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Assistant Secretary for 15

International Affairs shall— 16

‘‘(A) coordinate international functions 17

within the Department, including functions car-18

ried out by the components of the Department, 19

in consultation with other Federal officials with 20

responsibility for counterterrorism and home-21

land security matters; 22

‘‘(B) advise, inform, and assist the Sec-23

retary, in consultation with overseas Depart-24

ment personnel, on strategies, foreign policy 25
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matters, and the Department’s international 1

programs; 2

‘‘(C) develop, in consultation with the 3

Under Secretary for Management, guidance for 4

selecting, assigning, training, and monitoring 5

overseas deployments of Department personnel, 6

including minimum standards for 7

predeployment training; 8

‘‘(D) develop and update, in coordination 9

with all components of the Department engaged 10

in international activities, a strategic plan for 11

the international activities of the Department, 12

establish a process for managing its implemen-13

tation, and monitor the ability of the Depart-14

ment’s components to comply with such a proc-15

ess; 16

‘‘(E) develop and distribute guidance on 17

Department policy priorities for overseas func-18

tions to personnel deployed overseas, that, at a 19

minimum, sets forth the regional and national 20

priorities being advanced by their deployment; 21

‘‘(F) maintain awareness regarding the 22

international travel of senior officers of the De-23

partment and their intent to pursue negotia-24
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tions with foreign government officials, and re-1

view resulting draft agreements; 2

‘‘(G) develop, in consultation with the com-3

ponents of the Department, including, as appro-4

priate, with the Under Secretary for the Science 5

and Technology Directorate, programs to sup-6

port the overseas programs conducted by the 7

Department, including training, technical as-8

sistance, and equipment to ensure that Depart-9

ment personnel deployed abroad have proper re-10

sources and receive adequate and timely sup-11

port; 12

‘‘(H) conduct the exchange of homeland 13

security information, in consultation with the 14

Under Secretary of the Office of Intelligence 15

and Analysis, and best practices relating to 16

homeland security with foreign nations that, in 17

the determination of the Secretary, reciprocate 18

the sharing of such information in a substan-19

tially similar manner; 20

‘‘(I) submit information to the Under Sec-21

retary for Policy for oversight purposes, includ-22

ing preparation of the quadrennial homeland se-23

curity review and on the status of overseas ac-24

tivities, including training and technical assist-25
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ance and information exchange activities and 1

the Department’s resources dedicated to these 2

activities; 3

‘‘(J) promote, when appropriate, and over-4

see the exchange of education, training, and in-5

formation with nations friendly to the United 6

States in order to share best practices relating 7

to homeland security; and 8

‘‘(K) perform such other functions as are 9

established by law or delegated by the Under 10

Secretary for Policy. 11

‘‘(2) INVENTORY OF ASSETS DEPLOYED 12

ABROAD.—For each fiscal year, the Assistant Sec-13

retary for International Affairs, in coordination with 14

the Under Secretary for Management, shall provide 15

to the Committee on Homeland Security of the 16

House of Representatives and the Committee on 17

Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs of the 18

Senate with the annual budget request for the De-19

partment, an annual accounting of all assets of the 20

Department, including personnel, deployed outside 21

the United States on behalf of the Department. 22

‘‘(3) EXCLUSIONS.—This subsection does not 23

apply to international activities related to the protec-24

tive mission of the United States Secret Service, or 25
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to the Coast Guard when operating under the direct 1

authority of the Secretary of Defense or the Sec-2

retary of the Navy. 3

‘‘SEC. 604. OFFICE OF POLICY IMPLEMENTATION. 4

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—There shall be in the Office of 5

Policy an Office of Policy Implementation. 6

‘‘(b) HEAD OF OFFICE.—The Secretary shall appoint 7

a Director of the Office of Policy Implementation to serve 8

as the head of the Office. 9

‘‘(c) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Director of the Office 10

of Policy Implementation shall lead, conduct, coordinate, 11

and provide overall direction and supervision of Depart-12

mentwide policy development for the programs, offices, 13

and activities of the Department, in consultation with rel-14

evant officials of the Department, to ensure quality, con-15

sistency, and integration across the Department, as appro-16

priate.

20

‘‘(E) Whether or not an independent 21

verification and validation has been imple-22

mented, with an explanation for the decision 23

and a summary of any findings. 24
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‘‘(F) A rating of cost risk, schedule risk, 1

and technical risk associated with the program 2

(including narrative descriptions and mitigation 3

actions). 4

‘‘(G) Contract status (including earned 5

value management data as applicable). 6

‘‘(H) A life cycle cost of the acquisition, 7

and time basis for the estimate. 8

‘‘(3) UPDATES.—The Under Secretary shall 9

submit quarterly updates to such report not later 10

than 45 days after the completion of each quarter. 11

‘‘(b) QUARTERLY PROGRAM ACCOUNTABILITY RE-12

PORT.—The Under Secretary for Management shall pre-13

pare a quarterly program accountability report to meet the 14

Department’s mandate to perform program health assess-15

ments and improve program execution and governance. 16

The report shall be submitted to the congressional home-17

land security committees.’’. 18

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SEC. 234. GOVERNMENT ACCOUNTABILITY OFFICE REVIEW 1

OF MULTIYEAR ACQUISITION STRATEGY. 2

(a) REVIEW REQUIRED.—After submission to Con-3

gress of the first multiyear acquisition strategy (pursuant 4

to section 839 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002) 5

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Comp-6

troller General of the United States shall conduct a review 7

of the plan within 180 days to analyze the viability of the 8

plan’s effectiveness in the following: 9

(1) Complying with the requirements in section 10

839 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002, as 11

added by section 232 of this Act. 12

(2) Establishing clear connections between De-13

partment objectives and acquisition priorities. 14

(3) Demonstrating that Department acquisition 15

policy reflects program management best practices 16

and standards. 17

(4) Ensuring competition or the option of com-18

petition for major acquisition programs. 19

(5) Considering potential cost savings through 20

using already-existing technologies when developing 21

acquisition program requirements. 22

(6) Preventing duplication within Department 23

acquisition workforce training requirements through 24

leveraging already-existing training within the Fed-25
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eral Government, academic community, or private 1

industry. 2

(7) Providing incentives for program managers 3

to reduce acquisition and procurement costs through 4

the use of best practices and disciplined program 5

management. 6

(8) Assessing the feasibility of conducting a 7

pilot program to establish a Homeland Security Ac-8

quisition Workforce Development Fund. 9

(b) REPORT REQUIRED.—The Comptroller General 10

shall submit to the congressional homeland security com-11

mittees a report on the review required by this section. 12

The report shall be submitted in unclassified form but 13

may include a classified annex. 14

SEC. 235. OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL REPORT. 15

(a) REVIEW REQUIRED.—No later than 2 years fol-16

lowing the submission of the report submitted by the 17

Comptroller General of the United States as required by 18

section 234, the Department’s Inspector General shall 19

conduct a review of whether the Department has complied 20

with the multiyear acquisition strategy (pursuant to sec-21

tion 839 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002) and ad-22

hered to the strategies set forth in the plan. The review 23

shall also consider whether the Department has complied 24

with the requirements to provide the Acquisition Review 25
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Board with a capability development plan for each major 1

acquisition program. 2

(b) REPORT REQUIRED.—The Inspector General 3

shall submit to the congressional homeland security com-4

mittees a report of the review required by this section. The 5

report shall be submitted in unclassified form but may in-6

clude a classified annex.
