Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and 5
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Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending 1

September 30, 2016, and for other purposes, namely: 2

TITLE I 3

DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 4

EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION 5

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES 6

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 7

For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation 8

and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as ‘‘WIOA’’), 9

and the Second Chance Act of 2007, $2,936,244,000, plus 10

reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts pro-11

vided: 12

(1) for grants to States for adult employment 13

and training activities, youth activities, and dis-14

located worker employment and training activities, 15

$2,492,000,000 as follows: 16

(A) $737,000,000 for adult employment 17

and training activities, of which $25,000,000 18

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016, 19

through June 30, 2017, and of which 20

$712,000,000 shall be available for the period 21

October 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017; 22

(B) $790,000,000 for youth activities, 23

which shall be available for the period April 1, 24

2016, through June 30, 2017; and 25
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(C) $965,000,000 for dislocated worker 1

employment and training activities, of which 2

$105,000,000 shall be available for the period 3

July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017, and of 4

which $860,000,000 shall be available for the 5

period October 1, 2016, through June 30, 6

2017: 7

Provided, That pursuant to section 128(a)(1) of the 8

WIOA, the amount available to the Governor for statewide 9

workforce investment activities shall not exceed 15 percent 10

of the amount allotted to the State from each of the appro-11

priations under the preceding subparagraphs; and 12

(2) for national programs, $444,244,000 as fol-13

lows: 14

(A) $200,000,000 for the dislocated work-15

ers assistance national reserve, which shall be 16

available for the period October 1, 2016 17

through September 30, 2017: Provided, That 18

funds provided to carry out section 19

132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be used to pro-20

vide assistance to a State for statewide or local 21

use in order to address cases where there have 22

been worker dislocations across multiple sectors 23

or across multiple local areas and such workers 24

remain dislocated; coordinate the State work-25
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force development plan with emerging economic 1

development needs; and train such eligible dis-2

located workers: Provided further, That funds 3

provided to carry out sections 168(b) and 4

169(c) of the WIOA may be used for technical 5

assistance and demonstration projects, respec-6

tively, that provide assistance to new entrants 7

in the workforce and incumbent workers: Pro-8

vided further, That notwithstanding section 9

168(b) of the WIOA, of the funds provided 10

under this subparagraph, the Secretary of 11

Labor (referred to in this title as ‘‘Secretary’’) 12

may reserve not more than 10 percent of such 13

funds to provide technical assistance and carry 14

out additional activities related to the transition 15

to the WIOA: Provided further, That, of the 16

funds provided under this subparagraph, 17

$19,000,000 shall be made available for appli-18

cations submitted in accordance with section 19

170 of the WIOA for training and employment 20

assistance for workers dislocated from coal 21

mines and coal-fired power plants; 22

(B) $40,500,000 for Native American pro-23

grams under section 166 of the WIOA, which 24

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016, 1

(C) $23,750,000, which shall be available 3

for the period October 1, 2015, through Sep-4

tember 30, 2016, for necessary expenses for the 5

Office of Disability Employment Policy to de-6

velop policy and initiatives furthering the objec-7

tive of eliminating barriers to the training and 8

employment of people with disabilities, includ-9

ing funds for competitive grants: Provided, 10

That, not later than 180 days after the date of 11

enactment of this Act, the Office of Disability 12

Employment Policy in the Department of Labor 13

shall be placed in the Employment and Train-14

ing Administration, and the functions and du-15

ties previously assigned to the Assistant Sec-16

retary for Disability Employment Policy shall 17

hereafter be assigned to the Assistant Secretary 18

for Employment and Training. 19

(D) $73,000,000 for migrant and seasonal 20

farmworker programs under section 167 of the 21

WIOA, including $67,306,000 for formula 22

grants (of which not less than 70 percent shall 23

be for employment and training services), 24

$5,200,000 for migrant and seasonal housing 25
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(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for 1

permanent housing), and $494,000 for other 2

discretionary purposes, which shall be available 3

for the period July 1, 2016, through June 30, 4

2017: Provided, That notwithstanding any 5

other provision of law or related regulation, the 6

Department of Labor shall take no action lim-7

iting the number or proportion of eligible par-8

ticipants receiving related assistance services or 9

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-10

ices; 11

(E) $79,689,000 for YouthBuild activities 12

as described in section 171 of the WIOA, which 13

shall be available for the period April 1, 2016, 14

through June 30, 2017; 15

(F) $1,000,000 for technical assistance ac-16

tivities under section 168 of the WIOA, which 17

shall be available for the period July 1, 2016 18

through June 30, 2017; 19

(G) $22,305,000 for ex-offender activities, 20

under the authority of section 169 of the WIOA 21

and section 212 of the Second Chance Act of 22

2007, which shall be available for the period 23

April 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017: Pro-24

vided, That such funds shall be for competitive 25
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grants to national and regional intermediaries 1

for activities that prepare adult and young ex- 2

offenders and school dropouts for employment, 3

with a priority for projects serving high crime, 4

high-poverty areas and communities that have 5

recently experienced significant unrest; 6

(H) $4,000,000 for the Workforce Data 7

Quality Initiative, under the authority of section 8

169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for 9

the period July 1, 2016 through June 30, 10

2017. 11

JOB CORPS 12

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 13

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-14

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and 15

hire of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-16

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the 17

purchase of real property for training centers as author-18

ized by the WIOA, $1,683,155,000, plus reimbursements, 19

as follows: 20

(1) $1,578,008,000 for Job Corps Operations, 21

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2016, 22

through June 30, 2017; 23

(2) $74,000,000 for construction, rehabilitation 24

and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which shall be 25

For payments during fiscal year 2016 of trade ad-4

than $80,000,000 to conduct in-person reemploy-7

ment and eligibility assessments and unemployment 8

insurance improper payment reviews, and to provide 9

reemployment services and referrals to training as 10

appropriate, and $3,000,000 for continued support 11

of the Unemployment Insurance Integrity Center of 12

and funds for competitive grants awarded to States 5

for improved operations and to conduct in-person as-6

sessments and reviews and provide reemployment 7

services and referrals shall be available for Federal 8

obligation through December 31, 2016, and for obli-9

gation by the States through September 30, 2018, 10

and funds used for unemployment insurance work-11

loads experienced by the States through September 12

30, 2016, shall be available for Federal obligation 13

through December 31, 2016; 14

(2) $12,892,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-15

tional activities necessary to support the administra-16

(3) $614,000,000 from the Trust Fund, to-19

gether with $20,775,000 from the General Fund of 20

the Treasury, is for grants to States in accordance 21

with section 6 of the Wagner-Peyser Act, and shall 22

be available for Federal obligation for the period 23

July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017; 24
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(4) $19,000,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-1

tional activities of the Employment Service, includ-2

ing administration of the work opportunity tax cred-3

it under section 51 of the Internal Revenue Code of 4

1986, and the provision of technical assistance and 5

staff training under the Wagner-Peyser Act; 6

(5) $61,691,000 from the Trust Fund is for the 7

administration of foreign labor certifications and re-8

lated activities under the Immigration and Nation-9

ality Act and related laws, of which $47,691,000 10

shall be available for the Federal administration of 11

such activities, and $14,000,000 shall be available 12

for grants to States for the administration of such 13

activities; and 14

(6) $65,653,000 from the General Fund is to 15

provide workforce information, national electronic 16

tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-17

ner-Peyser Act, including $7,500,000 for grants re-18

lating to occupational licensing, and shall be avail-19

able for Federal obligation for the period July 1, 20

2016 through June 30, 2017: 21

Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-22

sured Unemployment (‘‘AWIU’’) for fiscal year 2016 is 23

projected by the Department of Labor to exceed 24

2,957,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust 25
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Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000 1

increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount 2

for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title 3

III of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That 4

funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State 5

to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security 6

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in 7

carrying out activities under such title III if the other 8

States include areas that have suffered a major disaster 9

declared by the President under the Robert T. Stafford 10

Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act: Provided 11

further, That the Secretary may use funds appropriated 12

for grants to States under title III of the Social Security 13

In addition, $20,000,000 from the Employment Se-9

curity Administration Account of the Unemployment 10

Trust Fund shall be available for in-person reemployment 11

and eligibility assessments and unemployment insurance 12

improper payment reviews and to provide reemployment 13

services and referrals to training as appropriate, which 14

shall be available for Federal obligations through Decem-15

ber 31, 2016, and for State obligation through September 16

30, 2018. 17

100,000 in fiscal year 2016, an amount not to exceed an 9

additional $9,200,000 shall be available through Sep-10

tember 30, 2017, for obligation for administrative ex-11

penses for every 20,000 additional terminated partici-12

pants: Provided further, That obligations in excess of the 13

amounts provided in this paragraph may be incurred for 14

unforeseen and extraordinary pretermination expenses or 15

extraordinary multiemployer program related expenses 16

after approval by the Office of Management and Budget 17

and notification of the Committees on Appropriations of 18

the House of Representatives and the Senate. 19

unobligated on September 30, 2015, shall remain available 17

until expended for the payment of compensation, benefits, 18

and expenses: Provided further, That in addition there 19

shall be transferred to this appropriation from the Postal 20

Service and from any other corporation or instrumentality 21

required under 5 U.S.C. 8147(c) to pay an amount for 22

its fair share of the cost of administration, such sums as 23

the Secretary determines to be the cost of administration 24

Provided further, That the Secretary may require that any 17

person filing a notice of injury or a claim for benefits 18

under 5 U.S.C. 81, or the Longshore and Harbor Work-19

ers’ Compensation Act, provide as part of such notice and 20

claim, such identifying information (including Social Secu-21

rity account number) as such regulations may prescribe. 22

tion 201(g)(1) of the Social Security Act, from any one 22

or all of the trust funds referred to in such section: Pro-23

vided, That not less than $2,300,000 shall be for the So-24

cial Security Advisory Board: Provided further, That 25
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$11,900,000 may be used for necessary expenses for the 1

planning and design of the renovation and modernization 2

of SSA facilities, to remain available until expended: Pro-3

lature or legislative body, except in presentation to the 23

Congress or any State or local legislature itself, or de-24

signed to support or defeat any proposed or pending regu-25
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lation, administrative action, or order issued by the execu-1

tive branch of any State or local government, except in 2

presentation to the executive branch of any State or local 3

government itself. 4

(b) No part of any appropriation contained in this 5

Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of Public Law 6

111–148 shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of 7

any grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such 8

recipient, related to any activity designed to influence the 9

enactment of legislation, appropriations, regulation, ad-10

ministrative action, or Executive order proposed or pend-11

ing before the Congress or any State government, State 12

legislature or local legislature or legislative body, other 13

than for normal and recognized executive-legislative rela-14

tionships or participation by an agency or officer of a 15

State, local or tribal government in policymaking and ad-16

ministrative processes within the executive branch of that 17

government. 18

(c) The prohibitions in subsections (a) and (b) shall 19

include any activity to advocate or promote any proposed, 20

pending or future Federal, State or local tax increase, or 21

any proposed, pending, or future requirement or restric-22

tion on any legal consumer product, including its sale or 23

marketing, including but not limited to the advocacy or 24

promotion of gun control. 25
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SEC. 504. The Secretaries of Labor and Education 1

are authorized to make available not to exceed $28,000 2

and $20,000, respectively, from funds available for sala-3

ries and expenses under titles I and III, respectively, for 4

official reception and representation expenses; the Direc-5

tor of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is 6

authorized to make available for official reception and rep-7

resentation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from the funds 8

available for ‘‘Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service, 9

Salaries and Expenses’’; and the Chairman of the Na-10

tional Mediation Board is authorized to make available for 11

official reception and representation expenses not to ex-12

ceed $5,000 from funds available for ‘‘National Mediation 13

Board, Salaries and Expenses’’. 14

SEC. 505. When issuing statements, press releases, 15

requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other docu-16

ments describing projects or programs funded in whole or 17

in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal 18

erage of, or refer for abortions. 21

(2) In this subsection, the term ‘‘health care entity’’ 22

includes an individual physician or other health care pro-23

fessional, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization, a 24

health maintenance organization, a health insurance plan, 25
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or any other kind of health care facility, organization, or 1

plan. 2

SEC. 508. (a) None of the funds made available in 3

this Act may be used for— 4

(1) the creation of a human embryo or embryos 5

for research purposes; or 6

(2) research in which a human embryo or em-7

bryos are destroyed, discarded, or knowingly sub-8

jected to risk of injury or death greater than that 9

allowed for research on fetuses in utero under 45 10

CFR 46.204(b) and section 498(b) of the Public 11

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 289g(b)). 12

(b) For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘human 13

embryo or embryos’’ includes any organism, not protected 14

as a human subject under 45 CFR 46 as of the date of 15

the enactment of this Act, that is derived by fertilization, 16

parthenogenesis, cloning, or any other means from one or 17

more human gametes or human diploid cells. 18

SEC. 509. (a) None of the funds made available in 19

this Act may be used for any activity that promotes the 20

legalization of any drug or other substance included in 21

schedule I of the schedules of controlled substances estab-22

lished under section 202 of the Controlled Substances Act 23

except for normal and recognized executive-congressional 24

communications.
