Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Local Taxpayer Relief 4

Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. REFERENCES. 6

Except as otherwise expressly provided, whenever in 7

this Act an amendment or repeal is expressed in terms 8

of an amendment to, or repeal of, a section or other provi-9

sion, the reference shall be considered to be made to a 10
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section or other provision of the Elementary and Sec-1

ondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.). 2

SEC. 3. AMENDMENTS TO IMPACT AID IMPROVEMENT ACT 3

OF 2012. 4

Section 563(c) of the National Defense Authorization 5

Act for Fiscal Year 2013 (Public Law 112–239; 126 Stat. 6

1748) is amended— 7

(1) by striking paragraphs (1) and (4); and 8

(2) by redesignating paragraphs (2) and (3) as 9

paragraphs (1) and (2), respectively. 10

SEC. 4. PAYMENTS RELATING TO FEDERAL ACQUISITION 11

OF REAL PROPERTY. 12

(a) AMENDMENTS.—Section 8002 (20 U.S.C. 7702) 13

is amended— 14

(1) in subsection (b)— 15

(A) in paragraph (2), by inserting ‘‘as cal-16

culated under paragraph (3)’’ before the period 17

at the end; and 18

(B) by striking subparagraph (B) of para-19

graph (3) and inserting the following: 20

‘‘(B) SPECIAL RULE.—In the case of Fed-21

eral property eligible under this section that is 22

within the boundaries of 2 or more local edu-23

cational agencies that are eligible under this 24

section, any of such agencies may ask the Sec-25
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retary to calculate (and the Secretary shall cal-1

culate) the taxable value of the eligible Federal 2

property that is within its boundaries by— 3

‘‘(i) first calculating the per-acre 4

value of the eligible Federal property sepa-5

rately for each eligible local educational 6

agency that shares the Federal property, 7

as provided in subparagraph (A)(ii); 8

‘‘(ii) then averaging the resulting per- 9

acre values of the eligible Federal property 10

from each eligible local educational agency 11

that shares the Federal property; and 12

‘‘(iii) then applying the average per- 13

acre value to determine the total taxable 14

value of the eligible Federal property under 15

subparagraph (A)(iii) for the requesting 16

local educational agency.’’; 17

(2) by striking subsection (f) and inserting the 18

following: 19

‘‘(f) SPECIAL RULE.—Beginning with fiscal year 20

2015, a local educational agency shall be deemed to meet 21

the requirements of subsection (a)(1)(C) if the agency was 22

eligible under paragraph (1) or (3) of this subsection, as 23

in effect on the day before the date of enactment of the 24

Local Taxpayer Relief Act’’; 25
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(3) by striking subsection (g) and inserting the 1

following: 2

‘‘(g) FORMER DISTRICTS.— 3

‘‘(1) CONSOLIDATIONS.—For fiscal year 2006 4

and all succeeding fiscal years, if a local educational 5

agency described in paragraph (2) is formed at any 6

time after 1938 by the consolidation of 2 or more 7

former school districts, the local educational agency 8

may elect to have the Secretary determine its eligi-9

bility and any amount for which the local edu-10

cational agency is eligible under this section for any 11

fiscal year on the basis of 1 or more of those former 12

districts, as designated by the local educational 13

agency. 14

‘‘(2) ELIGIBLE LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGEN-15

CIES.—A local educational agency referred to in 16

paragraph (1) is— 17

‘‘(A) any local educational agency that, for 18

fiscal year 1994 or any preceding fiscal year, 19

applied, and was determined to be eligible 20

under, section 2(c) of the Act of September 20, 21

1950 (Public Law 874, 81st Congress), as that 22

section was in effect for that fiscal year; or 23

‘‘(B) a local educational agency formed by 24

the consolidation of 2 or more districts, at least 25
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1 of which was eligible for assistance under this 1

section for the fiscal year preceding the year of 2

the consolidation, if for fiscal years 2006 3

through 2015, the local educational agency had 4

notified the Secretary of the designation not 5

later than 30 days after the date of enactment 6

of the Local Taxpayer Relief Act. 7

‘‘(3) AMOUNT.—A local educational agency eli-8

gible under this subsection shall receive a foundation 9

payment as provided for under subparagraphs (A) 10

and (B) of subsection (h)(1), as in effect on the date 11

of enactment of the Consolidated Appropriations 12

Act, 2014, except that the foundation payment shall 13

be calculated based on the most recent payment re-14

ceived by the local educational agency based on its 15

former common status. 16

‘‘(4) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—Notwith-17

standing any other provision of law limiting the pe-18

riod during which the Secretary may obligate funds 19

appropriated for any fiscal year after 2005, the Sec-20

retary may obligate funds remaining after final pay-21

ments have been made from any of such fiscal years 22

to carry out this subsection.’’; 23

(4) in subsection (h)— 24
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(A) in paragraph (1)(B)(i), by striking 1

‘‘subsection (b)(1)(C)’’ and inserting ‘‘subpara-2

graph (A)(i)(III) or (C) of subsection (b)(1)’’; 3

(B) by redesignating paragraphs (2) 4

through (4) as paragraphs (3) through (5), re-5

spectively; 6

(C) by inserting after paragraph (1) the 7

following: 8

‘‘(2) FOUNDATION PAYMENTS FOR APPLICANTS 9

ELIGIBLE PRIOR TO FISCAL YEAR 2006.— 10

‘‘(A) FIRST YEAR.—From any amount re-11

maining after making payments under para-12

graph (1) and subsection (i)(1) for the fiscal 13

year involved, the Secretary shall make a pay-14

ment in an amount of 90 percent of the amount 15

as determined in accordance with subparagraph 16

(C)(i) of paragraph (3) to a local educational 17

agency that is eligible for a payment for such 18

year and— 19

‘‘(i) is, or was, eligible to receive a 20

payment under this section for fiscal year 21

2016; and 22

‘‘(ii)(I) was eligible and received a 23

payment prior to fiscal year 2006 but did 24
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not apply in each of the succeeding fiscal 1

years; or 2

‘‘(II) met the eligibility requirements 3

as provided in subsection (a) prior to fiscal 4

year 2006 but was denied a payment under 5

subsection (b)(1)(A)(i)(III) or subsection 6

(b)(1)(C). 7

‘‘(B) SECOND AND SUCCEEDING YEARS.— 8

For any succeeding fiscal year after the first 9

fiscal year that a local educational agency re-10

ceives a foundation payment under subpara-11

graph (A), the amount of the local educational 12

agency’s foundation payment under this para-13

graph shall be equal to the local educational 14

agency’s foundation payment under this para-15

graph for the first fiscal year.’’; 16

(D) in paragraph (3)(A), as redesignated 17

by subparagraph (B), by striking ‘‘paragraph 18

(1)’’ and inserting ‘‘paragraphs (1) and (2)’’; 19

(E) in paragraph (4), as redesignated by 20

subparagraph (B)— 21

(i) by striking ‘‘under paragraphs (1) 22

and (2)’’ and inserting ‘‘under paragraphs 23

(1), (2), and (3)’’ and strike ‘‘under para-24

graph (1) or (2) or subsection (i)(1);’’ and 25
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(ii) by striking ‘‘under paragraph (1) 1

or (2)’’ and inserting ‘‘under paragraph 2

(1), (2), or (3)’’; and 3

(F) by striking paragraph (5), as redesig-4

nated by subparagraph (B), and inserting the 5

following: 6

‘‘(5) DATA.—For each local educational agency 7

that received a payment under this section for fiscal 8

year 2010 through the fiscal year in which the Local 9

Taxpayer Relief Act was enacted, the Secretary shall 10

not make a payment under paragraph (4) to a local 11

educational agency that fails to submit, within 60 12

days of the date the Secretary notified the agency 13

that the information is needed, the data necessary to 14

calculate the maximum amount of a payment under 15

subsection (b) for that local educational agency.’’; 16

(5) in subsection (i)(1), by striking ‘‘subsection 17

(h)(3)’’ and inserting ‘‘(h)(4)’’; and 18

(6) in subsection (l), by striking ‘‘(h)(4)(B)’’ 19

and inserting ‘‘(h)(2)’’. 20

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 21

this section shall apply to applications submitted for fiscal 22

year 2010 and all succeeding fiscal years. 23
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SEC. 5. PAYMENTS FOR ELIGIBLE FEDERALLY CONNECTED 1

CHILDREN. 2

Section 8003 (20 U.S.C. 7703) is amended— 3

(1) in subsection (a)— 4

(A) in paragraph (1), in the matter pre-5

ceding subparagraph (A), by inserting after 6

‘‘such agency,’’ the following: ‘‘including those 7

children enrolled in a State that has a State 8

open enrollment policy (but not including those 9

children enrolled in a distance learning program 10

not residing within the defined boundaries of 11

the agency),’’; 12

(B) by striking paragraph (4) and insert-13

ing the following: 14

‘‘(4) MILITARY INSTALLATION AND INDIAN 15

HOUSING UNDERGOING RENOVATION OR REBUILD-16

ING.— 17

‘‘(A) MILITARY INSTALLATION HOUSING.— 18

Beginning in fiscal year 2014, in determining 19

the amount of a payment for a local educational 20

agency for children described in paragraph 21

(1)(D)(i), the Secretary shall consider those 22

children as if they were children described in 23

paragraph (1)(B) if the Secretary determines, 24

on the basis of a certification provided to the 25

Secretary by a designated representative of the 26
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Secretary of Defense, that those children would 1

have resided in housing on Federal property if 2

the housing was not undergoing renovation or 3

rebuilding. The total number of children treated 4

as children described in paragraph (1)(B) shall 5

not exceed the lesser of— 6

‘‘(i) the total number of children eligi-7

ble under paragraph (1)(B) for the year 8

prior to the initiation of the housing 9

project on Federal property undergoing 10

renovation or rebuilding; or 11

‘‘(ii) the total number of federally 12

connected children enrolled in the local 13

educational agency as stated in the appli-14

cation filed for the payment for the year 15

for which the determination is made. 16

‘‘(B) INDIAN LANDS.—Beginning in fiscal 17

year 2014, in determining the amount of a pay-18

ment for a local educational agency that re-19

ceived a payment for children that resided on 20

Indian lands in accordance with paragraph 21

(1)(C) for the fiscal year prior to the fiscal year 22

for which the local educational agency is mak-23

ing an application, the Secretary shall consider 24

those children to be children described in para-25
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graph (1)(C) if the Secretary determines on the 1

basis of certification provided to the Secretary 2

by a designated representative of the Secretary 3

of the Interior or the Secretary of Housing and 4

Urban Development that those children would 5

have resided in housing on Indian lands if the 6

housing was not undergoing renovation or re-7

building. The total number of children treated 8

as children described in paragraph (1)(C) shall 9

not exceed the lesser of— 10

‘‘(i) the total number of children eligi-11

ble under paragraph (1)(C) for the year 12

prior to the initiation of the housing 13

project on Indian lands undergoing renova-14

tion or rebuilding; or 15

‘‘(ii) the total number of federally 16

connected children enrolled in the local 17

educational agency as stated in the appli-18

cation filed for the payment for the year 19

for which the determination is made. 20

‘‘(C) ELIGIBLE HOUSING.—Renovation or 21

rebuilding shall be defined as projects consid-22

ered as capitalization, modernization, or res-23

toration, as defined by the Secretary of Defense 24

or the Secretary of the Interior (as the case 25
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may be) and are projects that last more than 1

30 days, but do not include ‘sustainment 2

projects’ such as painting, carpeting, or minor 3

repairs.’’; and 4

(C) in paragraph (5)(A), by striking 5

‘‘1984, to be children described under para-6

graph (1)(B) if the property described is within 7

the fenced security perimeter of the military fa-8

cility upon which such housing is situated.’’ and 9

inserting ‘‘1984, or under lease of off-base 10

property under subchapter IV of chapter 169 of 11

title 10, United States Code, to be children de-12

scribed under paragraph (1)(B) if the property 13

described is within the fenced security perim-14

eter of the military facility or attached to and 15

under any type of force protection agreement 16

with the military installation where such hous-17

ing is situated.’’; 18

(2) in subsection (b)— 19

(A) in paragraph (2)— 20

(i) in subparagraph (B)— 21

(I) in the subparagraph heading, 22

by striking ‘‘CONTINUING’’; 23

(II) by striking clause (i) and in-24

serting the following: 25
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‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—A heavily im-1

pacted local educational agency is eligible 2

to receive a basic support payment under 3

subparagraph (A) with respect to a num-4

ber of children determined under sub-5

section (a)(1) if the agency— 6

‘‘(I) is a local educational agency 7

whose boundaries are the same as a 8

Federal military installation or the 9

boundaries are the same as island 10

property designated by the Secretary 11

of the Interior to be property that is 12

held in trust by the Federal Govern-13

ment and the agency has no taxing 14

authority; 15

‘‘(II) is a local educational agen-16

cy— 17

‘‘(aa) that has an enrollment 18

of children described in sub-19

section (a)(1) that constitutes a 20

percentage of the total student 21

enrollment of the agency that is 22

not less than 45 percent; 23

‘‘(bb) that has a per-pupil 24

expenditure that is less than— 25
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‘‘(AA) for an agency 1

that has a total student en-2

rollment of 500 or more stu-3

dents, 125 percent of the av-4

erage per-pupil expenditure 5

of the State in which the 6

agency is located; or 7

‘‘(BB) for an agency 8

that has a total student en-9

rollment of less than 500, 10

150 percent of the average 11

per-pupil expenditure of the 12

State in which the agency is 13

located, or the average per- 14

pupil expenditure of 3 or 15

more comparable local edu-16

cational agencies in the 17

State in which the agency is 18

located; and 19

‘‘(cc) that is an agency that 20

has a tax rate for general fund 21

purposes that is at least 95 per-22

cent of the average tax rate for 23

general fund purposes of com-24
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parable local educational agencies 1

in the State; 2

‘‘(III) is a local educational agen-3

cy that has a total student enrollment 4

of not less than 25,000 students, of 5

which not less than 50 percent are 6

children described in subsection (a)(1) 7

and not less than 5,000 of such chil-8

dren are children described in sub-9

paragraphs (A) and (B) of subsection 10

(a)(1); or 11

‘‘(IV) is a local educational agen-12

cy that was eligible for and received a 13

payment under this paragraph in fis-14

cal year 2012 and— 15

‘‘(aa) has an enrollment of 16

children described in subsection 17

(a)(1) that constitutes a percent-18

age of the total student enroll-19

ment of the agency that is not 20

less than 20 percent; 21

‘‘(bb) for the 3 fiscal years 22

preceding the fiscal year for 23

which the determination is made, 24

the average enrollment of chil-25
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dren who are not described in 1

subsection (a)(1) and who are eli-2

gible for a free or reduced price 3

lunch under the Richard B. Rus-4

sell National School Lunch Act 5

constitutes a percentage of the 6

total student enrollment of the 7

agency that is not less than 65 8

percent; and 9

‘‘(cc) has a tax rate for gen-10

eral fund purposes which is not 11

less than 1.25 percent of the av-12

erage tax rate for general fund 13

purposes for comparable local 14

educational agencies in the 15

State.’’; 16

(III) by striking clause (ii) and 17

inserting the following: 18

‘‘(ii) LOSS OF ELIGIBILITY.— 19

‘‘(I) IN GENERAL.—Subject to 20

subclause (II), a heavily impacted 21

local educational agency that met the 22

requirements of clause (i) for a fiscal 23

year shall be ineligible to receive a 24

basic support payment under subpara-25
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graph (A) if the agency fails to meet 1

the requirements of clause (i) for a 2

subsequent fiscal year, except that 3

such agency shall continue to receive 4

a basic support payment under this 5

paragraph for the fiscal year for 6

which the ineligibility determination is 7

made. 8

‘‘(II) EXCEPTION.—A local edu-9

cational agency that is eligible under 10

subparagraph (A) but whose tax rate 11

for general fund purposes falls below 12

95 percent of the average tax rate for 13

general fund purposes of local edu-14

cational agencies in the State for 2 15

consecutive years shall lose its eligi-16

bility and be subject to subclause 17

(I).’’; 18

(IV) by striking clause (iii) and 19

inserting the following: 20

‘‘(iii) APPLICATION.—With respect to 21

the first year for which a heavily impacted 22

local educational agency described in 23

clause (i) applies for a basic support pay-24

applies for a basic support payment under 3

subparagraph (A) after becoming ineligible 4

under clause (i) for 1 or more preceding 5

sistance under paragraph (2) for fis-4

cal year 2001.’’; 5

(ii) by striking subparagraph (C) and 6

inserting the following: 7

‘‘(C) MAXIMUM AMOUNT FOR HEAVILY IM-8

PACTED LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.— 9

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—The maximum 10

amount that a heavily impacted local edu-11

cational agency is eligible to receive under 12

this paragraph for any fiscal year is the 13

sum of the total weighted student units, as 14

computed under subsection (a)(2) and sub-15

ject to clause (ii), multiplied by the greater 16

of— 17

‘‘(I) four-fifths of the average 18

per-pupil expenditure of the State in 19

which the local educational agency is 20

located for the third fiscal year pre-21

ceding the fiscal year for which the 22

determination is made; or 23

‘‘(II) four-fifths of the average 24

per-pupil expenditure of all of the 25
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States for the third fiscal year pre-1

ceding the fiscal year for which the 2

determination is made. 3

‘‘(ii) SPECIAL RULE.—(I)(aa) For a 4

local educational agency with respect to 5

which 35 percent or more of the total stu-6

dent enrollment of the schools of the agen-7

cy are children described in subparagraph 8

(D) or (E) (or a combination thereof) of 9

subsection (a)(1), and that has an enroll-10

ment of children described in subpara-11

graph (A), (B), or (C) of such subsection 12

equal to at least 10 percent of the agency’s 13

total enrollment, the Secretary shall cal-14

culate the weighted student units of those 15

children described in subparagraph (D) or 16

(E) of such subsection by multiplying the 17

number of such children by a factor of 18

0.55. 19

‘‘(bb) For any local educational agen-20

cy that received a payment under this 21

clause in fiscal year 2012 (as such clause 22

was in effect for that fiscal year), the local 23

educational agency shall not be required to 24

have an enrollment of children described in 25
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subparagraph (A), (B), or (C) of sub-1

section (a)(1) equal to at least 10 percent 2

of the agency’s total enrollment. 3

‘‘(II) For a local educational agency 4

that has an enrollment of 100 or fewer 5

children described in subsection (a)(1), the 6

Secretary shall calculate the total number 7

of weighted student units for purposes of 8

subsection (a)(2) by multiplying the num-9

ber of such children by a factor of 1.75. 10

‘‘(III) For a local educational agency 11

that does not qualify under subparagraph 12

(B)(i)(I) and has an enrollment of more 13

than 100 but not more than 1,000 children 14

described in subsection (a)(1), the Sec-15

retary shall calculate the total number of 16

weighted student units for purposes of sub-17

section (a)(2) by multiplying the number 18

of such children by a factor of 1.25.’’; 19

(iii) by amending subparagraph (D) to 20

read as follows: 21

‘‘(D) MAXIMUM AMOUNT FOR LARGE 22

HEAVILY IMPACTED LOCAL EDUCATIONAL 23

AGENCIES.—(i)(I) Subject to clause (ii), the 24

maximum amount that a heavily impacted local 25
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educational agency described in subclause (II) 1

is eligible to receive under this paragraph for 2

any fiscal year shall be determined in accord-3

ance with the formula described in paragraph 4

(1)(C). 5

‘‘(II) A heavily impacted local educational 6

agency described in this subclause is a local 7

educational agency that has a total student en-8

rollment of not less than 25,000 students, of 9

which not less than 50 percent are children de-10

scribed in subsection (a)(1) and not less than 11

5,000 of such children are children described in 12

subparagraphs (A) and (B) of subsection 13

(a)(1). 14

‘‘(ii) For purposes of calculating the max-15

imum amount described in clause (i), the factor 16

used in determining the weighted student units 17

under subsection (a)(2) with respect to children 18

described in subparagraphs (A) and (B) of sub-19

section (a)(1) shall be 1.35.’’; 20

(iv) by striking subparagraph (E); 21

(v) by redesignating subparagraphs 22

(F), (G), and (H) as subparagraphs (E), 23

(F), and (G), respectively; 24
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(vi) in subparagraph (E) (as redesig-1

nated by clause (v))— 2

(I) by striking clause (ii); 3

(II) by striking ‘‘; and’’ at the 4

end of clause (i) and inserting a pe-5

riod; and 6

(III) by striking ‘‘the Secretary’’ 7

and all that follows through ‘‘shall 8

use’’ and inserting ‘‘the Secretary 9

shall use’’; 10

(vii) in subparagraph (F) (as redesig-11

nated by clause (v))— 12

‘‘(G) DETERMINATION OF AVERAGE TAX 13

RATES FOR GENERAL FUND PURPOSES.— 14

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Except as pro-15

vided in clause (ii), for the purpose of de-16

termining the average tax rates for general 17

fund purposes for local educational agen-18

cies in a State under this paragraph, the 19

Secretary shall use either— 20

‘‘(I) the average tax rate for gen-21

eral fund purposes for comparable 22

local educational agencies, as deter-23

mined by the Secretary in regulations; 24

or 25
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‘‘(II) the average tax rate of all 1

the local educational agencies in the 2

State. 3

‘‘(ii) SPECIAL RULE.— 4

‘‘(I) FISCAL YEARS 2010–2015.— 5

For fiscal years 2010 through 2015, 6

any local educational agency that was 7

found ineligible to receive a payment 8

under subsection (b)(2)(A) because 9

the Secretary determined that it failed 10

to meet the average tax rate require-11

ment for general fund purposes in 12

subparagraph (B)(i)(II)(bb), as in ef-13

fect on the day before the date of en-14

actment of the Local Taxpayer Relief 15

Act, shall be considered to have met 16

that requirement, if the State deter-17

mined, through an alternate calcula-18

tion of average tax rates for general 19

fund purposes, that such local edu-20

cational agency met that requirement. 21

‘‘(II) SUBSEQUENT FISCAL 22

YEARS AFTER 2015.—For any fiscal 23

year after fiscal year 2015, any local 24

educational agency that met the re-25
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quirements of subclause (I) and re-1

ceived a payment under such sub-2

clause for 1 or more of fiscal years 3

2010 through 2015 may continue to 4

have the State use such subclause (I) 5

to determine if the local educational 6

agency has met the average tax rate 7

requirement of clause (i), including 8

using the alternate methodology de-9

scribed in subclause (I) to determine 10

whether the local educational agency 11

has met the average tax rate require-12

ment for general fund purposes under 13

subclause (B)(i)(II)(bb), as in effect 14

on the day before the date of enact-15

ment of the Local Taxpayer Relief 16

Act. 17

‘‘(III) AVAILABILITY OF 18

FUNDS.—Notwithstanding any other 19

provision of law limiting the period 20

during which the Secretary may obli-21

gate funds appropriated for any fiscal 22

year after 2012, the Secretary shall 23

reserve an amount equal to a total of 24

$14,000,000 from funds that remain 25
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unobligated under this section from 1
