the end; 5

(B) in paragraph (3)— 6

(i) by inserting ‘‘except as provided in 7

paragraph (4),’’ before ‘‘December’’; and 8

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(ii) by striking the period at the end 1

and inserting ‘‘; or’’; and 2

(C) by adding at the end the following: 3

‘‘(4) with respect to appropriations and funds 4

made available, and other authorities granted, pursu-5

ant to section 101(5) of this joint resolution for the 6

Department of Homeland Security, February 15, 7

2019.’’; and 8

(2) in section 110, by adding at the end the fol-9

lowing: 10

‘‘(c) With respect to mandatory payments whose budg-11

et authority was provided in the Department of Homeland 12

Security Appropriations Act, 2018 (division F of Public 13

Law 115–141), subsections (a) and (b) shall be applied by 14

substituting ‘section 105(4)’ for ‘section 105(3)’ each place 15

it appears.’’. 16
