nuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act
(16 U.S.C. 1858 through 1861) were incorporated into and
made a part of each such Act. Except as provided in sub-
section (c), any person that violates any Act to which this
section applies shall be subject to the penalties, and entitled

to the privileges and immunities, provided in the Magnu-
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son-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act (16
U.S.C. 1801 et seq.) in the same manner and by the same
means as though sections 308 through 311 of that Act (16
U.S.C. 1858 through 1861) were incorporated into and
made a part of each such Act.

(¢) SPECIAL RULES.—

(1) IN GENERAL—Notwithstanding the incorpo-
ration by reference of certain sections of the Magnu-
son-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management
Act under subsection (b), if there s a conflict between
a provision of this subsection and the corresponding
provision of any section of the Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act so incor-
porated, the provision of this subsection shall apply.

(¢) POWERS OF AUTHORIZED OFFICERS.—Notwith-
standing any other provision of law, while operating under
an agreement with the Secretary of Commerce entered into
under section 101, or while conducting a joint operation

under subsection (b)(4) of this section, each authorized offi-
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cer shall have the powers and authority provided in section
101.

“09) to forcibly assault, resist, oppose, 1mpede,
mtimadate, sexually harass, bribe, attempt to bribe, or
interfere with any observer on a vessel under the Con-
vention, or any data collector employed by the Na-
tional Marine Fisheries Service or under contract to
any person to carry out responsibilities under this
Act;

“(10) to engage in fishing in wviolation of any
requlation adopted pursuant to section 6 of this Act;

“(11) to ship, tramsport, purchase, sell, offer for
sale, import, export, or have in custody, possession, or
control any fish taken or retained in violation of such
requlations;

“(12) to fail to make, keep, or furnish any catch
returns, statistical records, or other reports as are re-
quired by requlations adopted pursuant to this Act to

be made, kept, or furnished;
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“(13) to fail to stop a wvessel upon being hailed
and instructed to stop by a duly authorized official
of the United States; or
“(14) to ivmport any fish in any form in viola-

tion of any requlation adopted pursuant to section 6

of this Act.”.

SEC. 407. ENFORCEMENT.

Section 10 (16 U.S.C. 959) is amended to read as fol-
lows:

“SEC. 10. ENFORCEMENT.

“This Act shall be enforced under section 101 of the
International  Fisheries  Stewardship and Enforcement
Act.”.

SEC. 408. REDUCTION OF BYCATCH.

Section 15 (16 U.S.C. 962) is amended by striking
“vessel” and inserting “vessels”.

SEC. 409. REPEAL OF EASTERN PACIFIC TUNA LICENSING
ACT OF 1984.

The Eastern Pacific Tuna Licensing Act of 1984 (16
U.S.C. 972 et seq.) is repealed.

SEC. 410. CONFORMING AMENDMENTS TO THE MARINE
MAMMAL PROTECTION ACT OF 1972.
The Marine Mammal Protection Act of 1972 (16

U.S.C. 1361 et seq.) is amended—
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(1) in section 101(a)(2)(B)(i)(11) (16 U.S.C.
1371(a)(2)(B)(W)(11)) by striking “article 'V, para-
graph 3 of the Convention establishing the Inter-
American Tropical Tuna Commission™ and inserting
“Article XXX of the Convention for the Strengthening
of the Inter-American Tropical Tuna Commission
(also known as the Antigua Convention)”;
(2)  an  section  108(a)(2) (16  U.S.C.
1378(a)(2))—
(A4) by wnserting “and” after the semicolon
at the end of subparagraph (B);
(B) by striking subparagraph (C); and
(C) by redesignating subparagraph (D) as
subparagraph (C); and
(3) in section 307(a)(1) (16 U.S.C. 1417(a)(1))
by striking “Article V, paragraph 3 of the Convention
establishing the Inter-American Tropical Tuna Com-
misston” and inserting “Article XXX of the Conven-
tion  for the Strengthening of the Inter-American
Tropical Tuna Commaission (also known as the Anti-

gua Convention)”.
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
