Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Utah:
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Section 1. Section 53B-8¢-103 is amended to read:

53B-8¢-103. Tuition S=» and fees ¢S waivers for surviving spouses and children of
police officers
and firefighters killed in the line of duty -- Qualifications -- Limitations.

(1) Beginning in the 1997-98 academic year, and subject to the limitations in
Subsections (2), (3), and (4) of this section, a state institution of higher education shall waive
tuition S=» and fees ¢S for each child and surviving spouse of a Utah peace officer or Utah
firefighter who has

been killed or is killed in the line of duty if the individual meets the following requirements:

(a) applies, qualifies, and is admitted as a full-time, part-time, or summer school
student in a program of study leading to a degree or certificate;
(b) is a resident student of the state as determined under Section 53B-8-102;
(c) applies to the department for a waiver of tuition S=» and fees €S under this chapter and
provides
evidence satisfactory to the department that:
(1) the applicant is the surviving spouse or child of a peace officer or firefighter who
was killed in the line of duty;

(ii) the course or courses for which the applicant is seeking a tuition S=» and fees €S
waiver meet the
requirements of Subsection (2); and
(i11) the applicant meets the other requirements of this section;
(d) for a child of a peace officer or firefighter killed in the line of duty, applies under
Subsection (1)(c) for the first time before the age of 25;
