senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

JOINT LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL PREFATORYNOTE: Thisbill
waspreparedor the Joint Legislative Coundl'Study Com
mittee on Student Achievement Guarantee in Education
(SAGE) Program.

SAGE is a categorical state aid program thedvides
funding to schools with low—income students in primary
grades(K-3) if certain statutory requirements anet. The
statutoryrequirements include: (a) reducing class sizes to no
largerthan 18 students to one classroom teache0 stu
dentsto two classroom teachers; (b) ensuring textain
educationand human services are available in the school; (c)
ensuringthat a rigorous curriculuns provided; and (d) pro
viding staf development and requiring professional fstaf
accountability.

Beforean eligible schooinay participate in SAGE, the
schoolboard ofthe district must enter into a contract with the
Departmentof Public Instruction (DPI) on behalf dhe
school. SAGE contracts are fdiive years and may be
renewedor additional five-year terms.

This bill creates a program entitled “Achievement Gap
Reduction”(AGR) under a new section of the statutes. The
new program is similar tahe SAGE program and incorpo
ratesmany existing aspects the SAGE program; however
it prevents DPfrom entering into any new SAGE contracts
or renewing any existing SAGE contracts.

Thenew AGR program is similar to SAGE in the follow
ing key aspects:

® The AGR program tgets funding to schools with low—
incomestudents. Participating schools are subject to a five—
yearcontractbetween the school district and DPI. The-con
tractrequires the school to meet certain conditions.

* The AGRprogram makes a school district eligible to
signan AGR contract on behalf of a school that is subject to
a SAGE contract on thefettive date of the billIt does not
authorizeany AGR contracts for schoofwot currently in
SAGE.

® The AGR program allows a participating school to meet
the obligations of its contract by limiting classroom ratios to
18:10r 30:2, provided the school district also provides profes
sionaldevelopment for teachers on small group instruction.

* The AGR program is also subject to a required annual
evaluation.

* No AGR contract may contain a waiver of AGR
requirements.Schooldistricts are currently prohibited from
requestingvaivers of SAGE requirements.

® The AGR program is funded by a sum certain amount
and prorated among all low—-income pupils in participating
grades.

Thenew AGR prograndiffers from the existing SAGE
programin the following key aspects:

® The AGR program allows a school to meet its obliga
tionsunder the contract by using one of three strategies, or a
combinationof these strategies: (a) one-to—one tutoring pro
vided by a licensed teacher; ()structional coaching for
teachersprovided by a licensed teacher; or feqintaining
18:1 or 30:2 classroom ratioand providing professional
developmenbn small group instruction. Unlike SAGE, the

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AGR program does not require all participating grades to meet
the 18:1 or 30:2 classroom ratios in order to receive funding.

* The AGR program requires a participating school to
createperformance goals, including reduction of the achieve
mentgap between low—-income studentstliat school and
studentsn the same grade and subject statewide.

® The AGR program requires school board review of
implementatiorand progrestoward achieving performance
objectives in each participating school every semester
SecTioN 1.

a. No more than 18.

b. No morethan 30 in a combined classroom having
atleast 2 regular classroom teachers.

2. Providedata—driven instructional coaching for one

or more teachers of one or more participating grades. The

NoTe: Contracts signed under the AGR program must
requirea participating school to implement one of trstate
gies, or a combination of the three. The three strategies
include:(a) small class sizes of 18:1 or 30:2 and professional
developmentrelated tosmall group instruction; (b) data—
driven instructional coaching for teachers; or (c) data—in
formedone-to—ondutoring for students at risk of diulty
with math or reading.

An AGR contract must also require annual reportong
DPI. A school district must report at the beginning of the
schoolyear what strategies it intends to use, and meysirt
by the end of the year what strategies it did use.

Further,an AGR contract must require a school to set per
formanceobjectives that include reducing the achievement
gapfor low-income pupils in math and readiagd to specify
theassessments the school will use to determinadhiteved
the objectives.

Finally, an AGR contract must require a school to
describeits implementation of the program and repitst
objectivesand its success in achieving them to the school
boardevery semester
