21-9-101. Educational programs for schools;
standards; core of knowledge and skills; special needs

programs; class size requirements; cocurricular activities.

(a) The board of trustees of each school district

within the state shall cause the schools under its
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jurisdiction to provide an educational program in
accordance with uniform standards defined under this
section and rules and regulations promulgated by the state
board of education pursuant to W.S. 21-2-304(a). Upon

adoption of rules and regulations in accordance with W.S.

21-2-304(c), all school districts shall be afforded a

minimum of two (2) school years to incorporate revised or

new content and performance standards into the educational

program of the district.

Section 2. This act is effective July 1, 2015.
