Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming: 7

Section 1.  2014 Wyoming Session Laws, Chapter 82, 9 

Section 1(b)(i), (c), (d), (e)(i)(B), (ii)(B), (C), 10 

(iii)(B), (iv)(B), (v)(B), (vi)(B), (viii)(A), (ix) and (x) 11 

is amended as follows: 12

(i)  "Condition needs index priority" 2 

means the condition needs index priority used by 3 

the school facilities commission in developing 4 

the remediation schedule for the 2015-2016 5 

biennial budget recommendation and the 2015-2016 6 

supplemental budget request, in accordance with 7 

W.S. 21-15-117(a)(i); 8

(c)  The amounts appropriated from the 10 

school capital construction account under this 11 

act are for the biennial period commencing July 12 

1, 2014, and ending June 30, 2016. As authorized 13 

under W.S. 21-15-119(a)(iii), the school 14 

facilities commission shall submit a supplemental 15 

budget request for the period beginning July 1, 16 

2015, and ending June 30, 2016, for any emergency 17 

or unanticipated need, or for any refinement or 18 

modification of a project funded under this 19 

section, subject to any constraints and other 20 

requirements imposed by the governor under W.S. 21 

9-2-1013. 22 

 23 
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(d)  An estimated schedule for deploying 1 

projects funded by amounts appropriated under 2 

this section and projects funded by previous 3 

appropriations, as adopted by the school 4 

facilities commission and contained within 5 

Appendix A to the 2015-2016 biennial budget and 6 

as modified by the 2015-2016 supplemental budget 7 

request submitted by the commission under W.S. 8 

21-15-119, shall be used by the school facilities 9 

department in guiding the expenditure of 10 

appropriated funds.  The estimated schedule 11 

developed under this subsection shall be based 12 

upon information, processes, events and 13 

expenditures and shall not be binding upon the 14 

department or the commission. Amounts 15 

appropriated under this section and previous 16 

appropriations shall not be construed to be an 17 

entitlement or guaranteed amount and shall be 18 

expended by the commission and department to 19 

ensure adequate, efficient and cost effective 20 

school buildings and facilities in accordance 21 

with W.S. 21-15-114(a)(vii).  In addition to 22 

accounting requirements imposed under W.S. 23 
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28-11-301(c)(iv), the school facilities 1 

department shall develop a process for reporting 2 

at least once each year, the deployment of 3 

amounts funding projects under this section and 4 

previous appropriations in accordance with the 5 

deployment schedule, depicting project 6 

progression and if applicable, the rationale for 7 

deviation from the estimated schedule.  The 8 

reports, as approved by the commission, shall be 9 

submitted by the department to the select 10 

committee on school facilities, the joint 11 

education interim committee, the joint 12 

appropriations interim committee and the 13 

governor. 14

9-4-207, any unexpended, unobligated funds 17 

remaining from the funds appropriated under this 18 

subparagraph shall not revert until directed by 19 

further legislative action; 20

(x)  Upon recommendation of the school 22 

facilities commission and approval of the 23 
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governor, for the unanticipated costs associated 1 

with design, construction, demolition, ancillary 2 

building, security and component level projects 3 

funded under this subsection, eighteen million 4 

four hundred fourteen thousand ninety-six dollars 5 

($18,414,096.00) twenty-four million nine hundred 6 

ninety-five thousand eight hundred thirty-five 7 

dollars ($24,995,835.00); 8 

 9 

Section 2.  The school facilities commission, through 10 

the department, shall review the process used in 11 

identifying, reviewing and prioritizing school district 12 

building component level needs, giving full consideration 13 

to the proper use of major maintenance and other capital 14 

construction funding provided by the state in addressing 15 

building adequacy in the most efficient and cost effective 16 

manner.  The commission and department shall report 17 

recommendations to refine component level funding to the 18 

select committee on school facilities on or before 19 

September 1, 2015.  Recommendations shall include 20 

refinement of other capital construction funds provided by 21 

the state if necessary.  There is appropriated from the 22 

school capital construction account to the school 23 
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facilities department, up to two hundred fifty thousand 1 

dollars ($250,000.00) for the period beginning on the 2 

effective date of this act and ending June 30, 2016. This 3 

appropriation shall be expended only for professional 4 

consulting expertise and other administrative costs 5 

necessary to conduct the study required by this act. 6 

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, this 7 

appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any 8 

other purpose and any unexpended, unobligated funds 9 

remaining from this appropriation shall revert as provided 10 

by law on June 30, 2016. 11 

 12 

Section 3.  This act is effective immediately upon 13 

completion of all acts necessary for a bill to become law 14 

as provided by Article 4, Section 8 of the Wyoming 15 

Constitution. 16
